Washington's school prog-ram

will not be retarded. CommissionerRudolph said yesterday. The
Commissioners realise that schools
have been overcrowded and Inadequatelyequipped and the
teachers handicapped because of
these conditions.

Central High School is already
accommodating 800 more than its
capacity allows. and a similar
condition exists in the four other
high schools. each school being
overcrowded with several hundreds
of students.

Dr. Ballou. who srrlved In the
city yesterday morning from BelgradeLakes. Maine, will immediatelyformulate school plans for
the coming year. The superintendentwill first make arrangements
for the proper distribution of the<
school children in the high and'
graded schools.

1,500 grade snd high school
students will be sdded to the
school rolls this year, according to
Dr. Ballou. It is expected that a
large number o# these students
will enter the high schools, comingfrom other cities. Dr. Ballou
said.
