because of one defeat.
As for the notion that the beatingDempsey gave him will have

any efTect on his future fights,
that's unlikely. Carpentier was
not damaged to any extent. Ho
had a bruised nose and a slightly
discolored eye after the bout,
which didn't show three days later.
And he didn't take a heavy batteringin the bedy or anywhere else,
because of his light and active
movement all through the light.
He wasn't a punching bag. like
Willard. In fact, except for the
twdk finishing blows that knocked
him off his pins. Carpentler gave
Dempsey a heavier punching than
he received. And nobody's claimingthat Dempsey is going to be
a wreck In his next fight because
*f the way Georges cracked him
on the chin.

His broken thumb Is prsctically
nothing. It is healed by this time
and will be as good as ever In six
weeks. The break ' was probably
caused by graxing Dempsey. so that
the thumb caught the weight of the
blow. tl\e large gloves making It
difficult to keep the hsnd well
closed. It would have been far
more serious If he had broken a
bone In hi* hand or Injured his
wrist.
