CONFESSES AS HE
SEES VICTIM'S BODY
Coroner Brands Story

Told by Church as

"Tissue of Lies.'
CHICAGO. Sept. 11..Following a

confession by Harvey Willard
Church, hoy brakeman. of Adams.
Wisconsin, that he alone had murderedBernard J. Daugherty and
Carl A. Ausmus, Packard automobilesalesmen. In Church's home last
Thursday afternoon, the confession
wu tonight branded by Coroner
Peter M. Holfman as a "tissue of
lies."

Ill his confession Church said that
he had held Daugherty up at the
point. of a gun in the basement of
Church's home, that he had handcuffedhim and tied a cord around
his Mtk; that this cord had cut
througFl the flesh. He then admittedthat he had struck Daughertywith a baseball bat. Ausmus.
Church said. came to the basement
in search of Daugherty. that he
held Ausmus up in the fame manneras Daugherty. tied his hands
behind his back and strangled him
to death.

"Church's statement is false on

the face of it." Coroner HofTman
declared. "It would be physically
impossible for him to hsve killed
these two men in the manner he
describes. Daugherty's throat was
clashed with a razor or a sharp
knife, and his jsw wsS broken on
each side.

Ausmus was flrst strangled with
a rope, then by a piece of cloth
shoved down hi?- throat.'** 'Church had confederates. I'm
going to start ^n investigation that
will clear this matter up. Church
is lying to nave someone else."
Church's admission came after

nearly tea hours of constant questioning;and after he had been
brought face to face with the body
of Daugherty.

Investigator Newmark. ProsecutorWharton. Capt. Mullen, officers
and newspapermen crowded into
two automobiles. At high speed the
ears fiwept through the city to
Church's home.

Bankers, building loan associations.real estate men and other Interestshave been co-oj.^rating on
measures to ease cred;t facilities for

chambers of commerce, civic authoritiesand contractors have been con|suited with the idea of ensuring
enthusiastic support of the campaignwhen it is launched. These
bodies, too. have been studying creationof a new national building code,
which will prevail everywhere and
which will do away with many of
the present annoying: and expensive
details that a prospective homebuildermust go through before undertakingconstruction work.

supply of such materials but will
