Ever sinee the
identification game got to be a spgcialty, the ex-
perts at. it have become collectors. When Mr.
Bertillon threw his hat into the ring, he opened
a Pandora’s box. .

Now, his identification disciples, haying filled
rooms with a delicious variety of measurements,
would be delighted to add 110,000,000 finger prints
properly indexed, labeled and illuminated and
guarantee that no two are alike. To this initial
collection, they would add a few million a year.
Time was when they were content to have this
inevitable mark only of criminals, supposed!
criminals and maybe criminals. This has sort of
identified finger marks with crime and has sur-
rounded them with the prison atmosphere.

But now, when the collecting craving reaches
out for other worlds, the peaceful, law-abiding,
harmless citizen who could not commit a crime if
he lay awake nights trying to create the desire,
is told of the manifold advantages to him if
only all the police of the United States had his
finger print. It would no longer be necessary
for an accident insurance company to includue an
identification card with cach policy; attach a
finger print to yowr key ring and when lost the
police of any city could at once identify you as
the owner.

When Smith and Jones went hootching, they
would not have to stop to bother Mrs. Smith
to please pick out Mr. Smith so Mr. Jones could
then go home. They would only need to compare
the finger prints on their key rings with the
finger prints at the key holes, or any policeman
could identify them. If a good citizen was any-
where run down by a non-discriminating motor
car and his neck broken, the police coyld identify.
the owner of the neck in time for release to the
morning papers.

Seriously speaking, however, it is not a bad
idea.

| tention of Article X ie to enunciate
:“" principle that hereafter the
|eivilized world can not tolerate acts
of aggression as a means of modl-
fying the territorial status quo and
political independence of states.”

Now follows an important feature
of the covenant: “The report de-
clares members are not obliged to
take part jn any military action.
being free to make thelr own ulti-
mate decision.” That disposes of
the claim of the dpponents of the
league that the United States would
be under compulsion to send a mili-
tary force to Europe should the

council make such a demand. The
friends of the league contended
that only Congress could say

whether we would furnish troops
under any pretext. Many of the
ablest men in this country are con-
fident that sooner or later the
United States will become a mem-
ber of the -league of nations, It
will take time to convince the
American people a blunder was
cemmitted in repudiating it.

Had it been ratified the necessity
of a conference tn November next
would have been obviated, for the
league made provision for dealing
with every problem that can pos-
elbly be presented to the confer-
ence for solution. In the mean-
time, however, every lover of peace
will ardently hope the conference
will accomplish all that |s expected
of It 3

By the way, It Is gratifying to
know the Democratic party.
