French School
Is U.S. Pattern
General Pershing's visit to

France and the trip of Marshal
Foch to the United States serve

as reminders of a vocational
school for war orphans near

Paris. This Institution keeps
constajit4y before the French orphanboys iinder its protection
the sentiment and friendship
that have long united France
and America.
This boya' school, founded at

Champagne, near the historic
city of Fontainebleau, Is called
the Lafayette School, and one of
the little summer houses on the
estate has been named "Pavilion
Pershing." while the other is
called "Pavilion Washington."
This grouping of 4 names of
famous Americans, which is calculatedto stimulate interest In
the United States on the part of
the young students. Is further
strengthened by the fact that
the school children of America,
through .the medium of the
Junior American Ked Cross, suppliedthe funds to buy the propertyfor the school and substantialdonations were made by individualAmericans. The Junior
American Red Cross is also responsiblefor a subsidy given to

a farm school attached to the
Lafayette School, known as the
"Pittsburgh Farm School."
The boys of the Lafayette

8chool range from 9 to 14 years
of age on entrance, and are receivedas pupils for not less than
one year, and not more than
three years All branches of the
machinists' trade are taught, as

well as farming. The lads live
In a big, old-fashioned house.
which was formerly a Celestine
convent.^ It haji been remodeled
and many conveniences Installed,
including modern bathrooms.
They have their meals In a large
dining room, on the giound floor.
which looks very qom.fortable #

with its big open flreplacoa at
either end. Tn addition.to their
workshop, they hat# a classroom
and a room for study in the evening.They sleep' in a large dormitoryon the second »floor.
