the necessity of every unemployed
man or woman in the city communicatingwith the committee at 1410
Pennsylvania avenue either by
writing or telephone. Secretary
Columbus also warned of the need
of the unemployed continuing Individualendeavor to obtain positions
without depending entirely upon
the cltlxens' committee.
Further steps, to solve the -unemploymentproblem in Washington and

nationally were taken up by the NationalCouncil of Catholic Men yesterdaywhen executive officers here sent,
to local organizations throughout the
country a reqoest for the organisation
officially to take up the unemployment
question. During the next few days
committees will be formed Ln each
W ashington parish to co operate with
the Commissioners and the newly
formed .cltlxens* committee on unem-!

restless slumbers, blanketed b^ the
darkness, but with heat in the atmosphere,and a roof over their
heads.

His search at last rewarded.
Brown returned to the fresh, clean
sheets of the Willard, footsore and
weary, but with happiness and Joy
in his heart in the knowledge that
at least there was shelter and
warmth for the homeless, helpless,
moneyless and unemployed, with
whom he had suffered.

Stephen E. Kramer, when questioned
>esterday on the Parkview situation.)
said that the school board fully realised
the overcrowded conditions of the
school but could not say how soon

relief action would be taken. Referring
to the crowded conditions In all the
city schools, N»r. Kramer echoed a

recent statement of Superintendent
Ballou to the effect that the board
cannot begin to cope with the situationin the Parkview school or In the
schools in general without several millionsof dollars more than were allotted
In the Commissioners' estimate last
year.
The Parkview school, says Mr. Russell.cannot begin to accommodate the

pupils of that section of the city, even

though it is the only school in the
1 city with the "platoon** system in vogue.
Under the platoon system, which has
come into use in a number of the
larger cities, several hundred pupils
may occupy classroom seats only while
the same number of children is receiv|ing group instruction in the large as;sembly hall.

1 According to Mr. Russell, tomorrow
J evening s meeting will be productive of

a petition to the school board and
Commissioners urging immediate aid
for the Parkview section. A play'ground covered with rusty nails, no

1 gymnasium, and poor facilities for the
teaching of sewing are among the com
