The call today is for a religion of power. Efficiency is a

word to conjure with, and in spite of the fact that it has been
much overworked, it still has" power, and what gives it power is
the longing to have things accomplished. And whit is true in
the world of material interests is much more largely :rue in the
intensely personal world of human spirits. Theological quibbling
with its formal logic divorccd from reality no longer interests
men who crave a religion which will assure them of that inner
pcace of God which passeth all understanding and that outward
relationship with their fellows which makes for good citizenship.

The demand today is for vital knowledge, the knowledge which
will give one a religion of power. First, it must be a knowledge
of the past We rail against the dead hand, and while the com¬

plaint is in some cases justified, much of the dead past is very
much alive in the living present and its blessings greatly out¬
number its ills. Washington and Lincoln have been dead a num¬
ber of years, but their deeds and ideas arc vital powers in the
entire civilized world today. We are heirs of all the ages, and
exceedingly rich is our heritage if we will but make it our own.

The different departments of historical theology have an im¬

portant place in a school of religion.
But a knowledge of the past is of no value cxccpt to enrich

the lives of the men of the present. This means that it must be
related to the knowledge of the present. And this means that a
reputable school of religion will stress the social sciences. A
religion of power must be grounded in the knowledge of the
present.

It has just been intimated that the only reality is the individual
person, man, woman or child. Religion can minister powerfully to
human nature only when there is a thorough knowledge of human
nature. Then psychology in its different branches, individual, so¬
cial and racial, will have an important place in a school of re¬
ligion. And the Bible, the greatest ol all books on human nature,
will be the chief study in a school that seeks a religion of power.

A worthy school of religion will offer the student the oppor¬
tunity for the mastery of philosophy in its different branches, the
theory of thought and knowledge, metaphysics, theism and ethics;
of psychology, individual, social, racial and religious: of history,
great religious events, and the development of religious thought
and institutions: of the Bible, its historical and doctrinal develop¬
ment, and its literary forms; and of the social sciences. Such a
school will furnish enough special knowledge and mental discipline
for the student to realize a religion of power. Such an institution
is the School of Religion and Citizenship of the American Uni¬
versity.
