» A "Pipe Dream"

Drug; Case Nolled, Following
Conviction on Story of

Alleged Addict.

Th* vivid Imagination of an al-l
leged drug addict, whose memory
was working on the "skip-stop"
plan on December 5 last, when his
testimony caused the conviction of
Raymond Hltle, of Congress
Heights, on a charge of peddling a
drug, resulted yesterday in the com¬
plete reversal of affairs when As¬
sistant District Attorney Presmont
nolle prossed the case against Hitte
and released him.
The Indictment against Hitte al¬

leged that on the dates of March
25 and 26 last, he sold several
"decks" of cocaine on Ninth street
northwest. The grand jury believed
the testimony of the supposed ad¬
dict. whom It appears was used as

j a decoy, and so did the jury in
Criminal Court, and a verdict of
guilty was returned.

» Astounded at the strange tale told
by the witness. Attorney Ribert I.
Miller and Assistant District Attor¬
ney Presmont compared notes
shortly after Miller had demanded
a new trial, and discovered numer¬
ous discrepancies in the testimony.
Not satisfied with having been
granted a new trial. Miller sought
to show the futility of again plac¬
ing Hitte on trial, and the govern¬
ment agreed to nolle prosse the
case.

Reports will b<* received from
councils of the World Alllsnce In
twenty-five nations and It is expected
that churches in at least fifteen for¬
eign countries will send personal rep¬
resentative*

Bavaria Called Stronghold
Of German Reactionaries

Break With Berlin Unlikely, However, Follow-
ing Von Kahr's Overflow.Other Foreign

Pre** Comment.
That there has been continued

and serious friction between Ba¬
varia and Prussia, between Bavaria
and the rest of the German Repub¬
lic. has been well known even In
America where, except for Informa¬
tion on the Anglo-Irish troubles,
knowledge of the Internal difficul¬
ties of other countries is rather the
exception than the rule. We have
heard rumors of a movement to
unite Austria with Bavaria in a

new nation distinct from the Ger¬
man Republic. We have heard re¬

ports of alleged French Intrigue
to bring about a separation of Ba¬
varia from the remainder of Ger¬
many. We have heard of monarch¬
ist plots in Bavaria and the fact
that Bavaria's political views are

vastly more conservative than Prus¬
sia's is well known to all. To some
it has seemed that a union of Ba¬
varia with Austria and,the separa¬
tion of this new nation from Ger¬
many might be a beneficent move,
having in mind the fact that Ba¬
varia and Austria are both Catholic
countries, whereas Prussia is de¬
cidedly otherwise. It has been ar¬
gued that the creation of such a
nation would lessen the menace of
future aggression by Germany.!
would be a very great benefit to
Austria, would be a reassurance to
France and would unite two states
with natural racial and religious
ties into a strong, homogeneous na¬
tion. Such a union would probably
be welcomed by Austria, even by
those strongly opposed to uniting
with Germany as a whole because
of their lack of sympathy with
Prussia. Yet It seems that the
question of such a union is now
more theoretical than real, for the
present at least.

Dlffereaees Deflaed.
Count T^erchenfeld. the present Ba¬

varian premier, recently made a
speech which Indicated the differ¬
ences between Bavaria and Ger¬
many. The Bavarian premier char¬
acterised as .'Berlin's Christmas
present to Bavaria" the central
government's ruling and determina¬
tion that, as regards national de¬
fense, without and within. Bava¬
ria^ authority is subordinate to
that of the Reich. This speech
served to emphasize the fact that
differences In Germany between
the north and south over "home
rule" or the authority of the states
have not yet been settled.
The question of "Bavaria and the

German Reich" is discussed in the
Fortnightly Review for November
by Mr. Maxwell H. H. Macartney.
Mr Macartney tells of the feeling
against Bavaria which existed in
Prussia, and |n the German govern-

j ment. after the murder of Herr
! Erxberger. The murder ©f Erz-
berger was said, with great like¬
lihood of truth, to have been plot-
ted in Bavaria by a monarchist
"murder gang." The central gov-
ernment. through Chancellor Wirth.
in accord with the article of the
Weimar constitution dealing with
emergency conditions, suspended
the fundamental rights as far as
Bavaria was concerned. These rights
included freedom of the person, of
the press, secrecy of the post, tele¬
graph and telephone, the right of
peaceful assembly, etc. Further
than this. l>r. Wlrth demanded an
end of the Bavarian "state of siege'*
which had existed in Bavaria for
two years and which was the chief
weapon of the reactionary premier.
Von Kahr. ad his dreaded Police-
President I'ohner. This brought the
wrangle between Bavaria and the
central government to a more bit¬
ter point. At length the Bavarian
premier was compelled to resign,
the "state of siege" came to an
end and a temporary compromise on
"states rights" was reached with
the new premier. Count l^erchcnfeld.
This was considered a triumph for
Dr. Wlrth. but it is apparent that
it is not a final settlement of the
Bavarian question.
"To the foreign observer." says

the Fortnightly Review's article l»y
Mr. Macartney, "the main interest
in this bitter conflict lay not so
much in the legal and administra-
tive niceties involved as in the
forces operating with more or less
of concealment in the background.
Europe as a whole wanted to know
whether Bavaria was really consid¬
ering seriously the idea of sepa¬
rating from the rest of the Reich,
whether there was any immediate
likelihood of a monarchist coup
d'etat, and whether the plans for
maintaining Germany s military or¬
ganization were really as formida¬
ble as they were often represented
as being.

Detachment Idea Fantastic.
'The notion thgt Bavaria might

be detached from the Reich has
long been coquetted with in certain
French circles AH manner of
fantastic combinations have been
mentioned as possible or probable
means toward the realization of the
French policy of encircling Ger¬
many. In so far. however, as these
dreamings are based upon s split
between Bavaria and the Reich they
are. I am convinced, as unsubstan¬
tial as dreams naturally are."
Mr. Macartney then tells of the

new premier's declaration of loyalty
to the Reich in outlining his policy
and of his conversations with Ba¬
varians. all of whom ridiculed a
separation. Only in one contin¬
gency.that of the establishment of
a grenuine Bolshevist government In
Berlin.would Bavaria actually se¬
cede. Mr. Macartney was told. and.
then, the secession would be tem¬
porary. pending a change of system
at Berlin.

Concerning the question of mon¬
archical restoration and secretly
keeping up the army. Mr. Macart¬
ney says:
"Here again it seems to me tha*

the real truth lies between the ex¬
treme views usually' expressed.
Apart from a few hotheads, there
are comparatively few German
monarchists who think that an im¬
mediate attempt to restore the em¬
pire would be successful Since
an immediate restoration Is both an
impolitic and Impossible object to
pursue, the intention of the re¬
actionaries Is to prepare the way
by the establishment of a tempor¬
ary dictatorship, military or other¬
wise. There are many people who
think this is the ambition of Gen.
Ludendorff."

Mr. Macartney then mentions rev¬
elations In the London Times con¬
cerning German military organiza¬tions and continues:

(.erraanr Evade* Obligation*.
"The essential point is the clea*

proof of the extent to which, and of
fhe manner in which, importantelements in Germany are consist¬
ently and obstinately trying to
avoid the fulfillment of their obli¬
gations under the treaty of Ver¬
sailles. The exposure of the Erx-bersrer murderers have proveo
again, if such Vroof were required,that many officers of the old army
are banded together la associations

spread not only over the whole or
Germany, but reaching alto into
adjacent countries... .The demo¬
cratic press of Germany has given
numerous examples of organisations
the existence of which has been
sdmitted on the authority of Dr.
Wirth himself."

In conclusion. Mr. Macartney
points out that Bavaria Is the
danger point of Germany, treasur¬
ing the Idea of restoring the mon¬
archy, with powerful reactionaries
biding their time. Says Mr. Ma¬
cartney:

"80 long as Munich snd Berlin
sre unable to see eye to eye, so
long will Bavaria continue to be
the center of the reactionaries....
Machinations hatched in Bavaria
may yet set all Europe by the ears."

I 1* I ted States Again Initiates.
Americans are. of course, familiar

with the inception of the Washing¬
ton conference for the reduction of
naval armaments and the settle¬
ment of Pacific questions. The peo¬
ple of this country, and of the
world, are giving President Hard¬
ing credit for his big purpose and
his beneficent action in calling the
conference, and will, doubtless, give
to him and to Secretary Hughes and
their associates credit and thsnks
for the achievements of the confer¬
ence but one wonders how many
Americans are awsre that a recent
important conference participated
in by European nations was sug¬
gested and. to a considerable ex¬
tent, brought about by an Ameri¬
can.

At Porto Rosa. Italy, from about
November 1 to November 23 a con¬
ference having to do principally
with economic matters was attend¬
ed by representatives ofl the .so-
called successor states or the old
Austro-Hungarian Empire, that is.
Austria. Hungary, Csecho-Slovakia.
Poland. Rumania. Jugo-Slavia and
Italy. This conference was first
proposed about a year ago by Col.
Clarence B. Smith. American unof¬
ficial delegate on the Austrian sec¬
tion of the reparations commission.
Col. Smith was acutely aware of the
injuries.the needless and damag¬
ing injuries.being Inflicted upon
these successor states by each other
through their ejnbargoes. economic
barriers and restrictions, their lack
of business adjustment, their fears
and suspicions.He thought that much
of the damage could be eliminated
if these nations could be. brought
into a friendly conference. It was
proposed at first that the conference
be held at Brataslava. in Csecho-
Slovakia. but, out of deference to
Italy's rank as a great power, it
was finally decided to hold It at
Porto Rosa. The conference was
postponed again and again, and
again, and many predictions were
made that It would never be held;
but It has been held and has surely
contributed Its share toward that
economic readjustment for which
the world hopes.
The attempt of former Emperor

Karl to regain his throne csme just
about as the conference was to start
and must have given the sponsors
of the conference, a scare. It caused
tension between the little entente
and Hungary, but it is said that
after the conference got under way
Csecho-Slovakia. Austria and Hun¬
gary usually found themselves on
one side of disputed questions, with
Rumania and Jugo-SlaVia on the
other. So it appears that the po¬
litical difficulties caused by Karl's
attempt did not determine the eco¬
nomic alignment.

Results Summarised.
The most Important results of the

conference are summarized by the
Oestereichische Volkswirt. of Vien¬
na. as follows:
"Import embargoes in the nation¬

al states are to be rescinded by
July 1. 1922. at the latest.
"Export embargoes also are to be

rescinded by that date, and no fresh
ones are to be Issued.
"Commercial treaties between the

national states must be arranged
before July 1, 1922.

"Postal charge? for communica¬
tions between the national states
are to be between 20 per cent and
25 per cent lower than international
postal rates. The resumption ot
postoffice order transactions, based
on Swiss francs, is to be com-
menced.
"A provisional regulation of the

rolling stock, the establishment of
uniform and direct tariffs, and a

mutual railroad policy were dis-
{cussed.

"A mutual coal commission for
the suitable distribution of coal sur¬

pluses is to be appointed.'*
Thus. It appears that real prog¬

ress toward economic adjustment
was made. Much difficulty was ex¬

perienced. It is said, in attempting
to divide the railroad cars of the
old Austro-Hungarian Empire,
amounting, in number, to about 250,-
000. The difficulty in this problem
was the fact that Rumania is hold¬
ing to more than her share, having
seised an enormous number of cars
during her postwar invasion of Hun¬
gary. However, even in this matter,
progress wax made and the date of
January 1. 1922. was fixed for a pro¬
visional division of cars.

Here. then, was another confer¬
ence of American initiation which
really made progress toward accom¬
modation. adjustment and reconcil¬
iation. Porto Rosa was a prepara¬
tion for Genoa,, a valuable prelude.

Horse Racing Tax-Exempt.

The City of
Mexico claims the right to tax rac¬
ing, and the mayor says he is hav¬
ing the city's attorney prepare its
case to present to the President.

NOT PHILOSOPHY

"Buckets of Blood" of
Shakespeare Give Way to
"Buckets of Dishonor."
IX>NDON, Jan. il. . In the old

day* when Shakespeare wanted to
wring out a. few thrllli he Just
killed off a bunch of dukee or klnga.
Nowaday!.. Instead of buckets of
blood, we have buckets of dishonor.

In "The Thins That Matters,"
which has Just opened here, a suc¬
cessful business man. the soul of
honor, who has been created a baro¬
net and established a wide reputa¬
tion for honesty, finds his son has
forced a cheek that strips the fam¬
ily of their entire fortune; the eld¬
est daughter Is not living with her
husband. Is in need of money for
gambling debts, snd Is being paid
attentions by a villainous peer; and
the fiance of his second daughter.
Just after the engagement Is an¬
nounced, meets his former wife,
whom he thought dead.

Plays* of this Intense sort, with
little evidence of any desire to
teach, to spread new Ideafor change
sny customs, are coming Into popu¬
larity. The London public, It seems.
Is tired of powerful philosophy, and
either wants to shake Its shoulders
or have an absorbing, care-free
weep which at the proper time will
turn to laughter.

Tsrs of ike Tide.
That's what "The Thing That

Matters" assures. Just as the old
man.whose part Arthur Bouchler
play*, well.comes up for the third
time 'and sees nothing but more
trouble ahead, the tide turns. The
worm happens to be represented by
the supposedly dead wife of the sec¬
ond daughter's fiance. The. villain¬
ous peer has pressed her Just too
far. Her turning leaves the play an
ordinary comedy-drama.

If she had not turned there would
have been the opportunity for some
really Intense acting The son had
forged a check. The head of the
bank to which It was presented was
a personal friend of the father s.
and brought it to him. The father
asked to keep It for a while and
promised to return it. l.ater the
son. In a frensy. tore up the check.
That would »have left the loss to
fall on the shareholders of the
bank; but the old man had given
his word, and he wrote his own
check to replace |he forged one. It
will take all the family fortunes to
honor the check, and the wife re¬
fuses to sacrifice hexs. The wife
has the son forge his father's name
to a note to the friend asking to
see the check again, wnd she gets
back both the chock and that note
Now the old man. by breaking the
word given in his name, can save
his fortune. What will he do?

MEXICAN BILL AIMS
AT LIQUOR SOURCES
MEXICO C1TV. Jan. 21. . There

has Just been sent to congress a
bill intended to ultimately do awav
with the business of liquor selling
and drinking throughout Mexico.
This bill is more extensive than it
was supposed it would bo from
previous reports of it. since it
provides for the cessation of the
cultivation of all plants now being
raised wilh the express* purpose of
making from them alcoholic
liquors.

It also provides for the prohibi-
tion of the use of other plants now
not used for this purpose as substi-
tutes for the extraction of alcoholfin however small, quantities. /The
object of the bill is to rapidly kill
the sources of supply for alcoholic
liquors.
