Bob McAllister, Sprinting Marvel

Joe Ruddy says that Rlbert Mc-

Alliater. the "Flying Cop.- la the
finest specimen of a man, and an
athlete that he evex lookett at.

Probably Joe Ruddy has examined
more finely built man than anyone
else In the world. For many years
he has been chief examiner of can¬
didates for the New York police
force.an organisation that has had
In Its membership, from time to
time, ureat world champions l.ke
Jack Filer, John Flanagan. Matt
McGrath, Pat McDonald, and the
peerless all-around athlete. Martin
Sheridan. So when Joe says that
McAllister Is the "flnest" his word
carries authority.

McAllister is the newest sprinting
marvel. In almost no time at all
he has come from nothing to a

place among the champions and
record holders. As a sprinter he U
second only to Charlie Paddock.
With the same coaching and

training that .Paddock has had in
college under the keen eye of Coach
Cromwell of Southern California,
McAllister might today be holding
the Whole lot of world sprint
records.
He may hold them anyway In an¬

other year or two.
McAllister is the sprinting sensa¬

tion not only of this year, but of
all the history of American ath-1letlcs. because of the phenomenal
speed he has developed with very
little training, no coaching at all.
and only a doxen competitions.

Ambition was <o ».*.
Until September 17 of last year.^when he won the WO yards In the

K. Y. Police Games. McAllister was
unknown as an athlete. Since then
he has lost but one race, and has
broken one long standing world s

record.that for the 150-yard run
indoors.
McAllister was born In New York

City He did a little running In
school games and was unbeatable
in the sprints, but at that time he
didn't care much for running ana
his ambition was to be a great
boxer.
He boxed a large number or ama¬

teur bouts in various clubs and at¬
tracted so much attention that sev-
eral managers of professional
boxers tried to induce him to uign
contracts. He dldn-t care about
professional boxing, however. it
cost him »50 to have a cauliflower
ear fixed, as an amateur. At IS ne
enlisted in the army, aviation sec¬
tion. and was sent to France, where
he had twenty months of active
servlca. While In France he ran a

Big Ten Legislates
Against'Tramp Athlete?
CHICAGO, April 1..Legislation

against the "tramp athlete" in BIk
Ten conference *ot a start today at
a meeting of Big Ten directors and
faculty representatives here today.
The migratory' rule, providing that

an athlete who jumps from one uni¬
versity to another can enter varsity
games in the new school after one
year's residence, probably will be
taken from the conference, official*
said. The rule will be rep!accd hy
a rule forblddiner athletes to enter
competitive athletics at anv time
after making a change in schools.

"I have heard a lot at different!
times." writes a golfer, "about the
compactness of a swing and also
about the so-called 'crisp style' of the
professional. Just what is meant by
compactness and crispness? I know,
of course In a general way. But
how does one get it?"

I would like to say at the begin-
nins that compactness and crispness
don't mean stiffness.or to stand
fixed like a *ooden plank.

I have seen many a golfer trying
to be compact or crisp in his play
when he was merely being wooden.
with no freedom to his swing and no
snap to his blow.
Compactness la just keeping your-

self together in the right place.
One of the most common faults I

have noticed in golf is this.
The player takes hi* stance, bends

over In about the right wav and ad-
di esses the ball.
Then. Just as he starts his swing,

in place of starting it from the same
position, he straightens up; if he
doesn't straighten up at the etart he
will before the back swing is com¬
pleted.

This means that he is no longer in
the same compact position; he i* no
longer down where he can hit the
ball with power; he has lifted his
shoulder* and is now out of position
to hit with any force.

Keeping Down.
It is a mistake to stand too erect

over the ball. Settle down in a
natural, comfortable way with the
right shoulder a little lower than the
left.
There should be a natural bend of

both knees with just a natural bend
of the body.
You are now In position to swing.

But don't raise your shoulders or
straighten up a* you start your
swing. Let the left shoulder and knee
turn In with the body held in the
same compact position down where
you can go after the ball.

It is remarkable how many golfers
raise their shoulders or lift their
bodies at the start of or during the
back swing.

A Help far ( rl«pBfM.
Crlipnem m«inn hitting the ball

firmly. It doesn't mean swinging
back too far and then trying to clieck
the awing or ease up the :wln« on

the downward Journey.
Tl.e good golfer swings back Jurt

the right distance and then hits flm'y
from that location.

,T1 he if playing for a J TO-yard pitch
he doesn't owing back far enough to
hit the ball 160 yards.and then try
to hold In while hitting.
One of the best aids for a crisp

blow is to keep the right elbowfir
against the body. In fact to keep
both arms near the body.
When the armi get away from the

body there is sure to be bad diree-
tlon.
With the left arm fairly straight

and close to the body, with the right
elbow against the body, or close to It.
the owing then has a compact look.
One of the fineot golfers we hav*

makeo the miotake of standing too
far a>vay from the ball.

Thia means that he has to reach
for It with his arms extended too
far out.
He lo still brilliant, but often

erratic, although hi* swing ia nlmost
perfect in every reopect.

I should say that Chick Evans snd
Bobby Jones have the most compart
swings of any of the amateurs. They
keep their hando fairly low and their
arms are never caught flying away
from the body.
Among the professionals Wslter

Hagen has one of the moot compact
swings I ever saw. but this aloo np-
pile* to George Duncan and Abe
Mitchell, and. of course, to Harry
Vardon. *

The Ts« Type®.
You usually see two types of

golfers among the average lot
One type is as stiff and as rigid a«

a lamppost. You couldn't imagine
his body turning wthout creaking.
The other type is too Ioom an 1

flexible. Hlo wrists nive too much,
his arms fly too w'de. he I* iirl'n^d to
sway and the^e no look of oniro.
