An effort
is being made, ha charged, to get
Daugherty out of office before he
can carry ovt his intention of
bringing war grafters to justice.

Not Protecting Demdecrats.

Senator Caraway denied an ae-
cusation from Moses that he was
interested in the Attorney General
who served under the previous ad-
ministration.

But Moses declared that the ae-
tivities of Daugherty in connee-
tion with war fraud cases, includ-
ing the Bosch maxneto case, “will
seriously embarrass the former At-
torney General in one case and a
former Secretary of the Treasury
in another.”

“In my opinlon™ =said Moses,
“this whole perforrrance s gotten
up In order to furnish a smoke
screen to hide ths misdemeanors
of Democratic Cabinet officers who
the last adminietra-

Caraway replied that he was not
protecting the Democrats, and sald
if the former Attorney General “ls
as bad as this Attorney Genersl, he
ought to be prosecuted.”

Dangherty to Reply.

Daugherty, Caraway sald. denied
he had anything to do with the
CRSe,

*1 know now why he denied It"
he said, "It was because I know
this evidence of Felder's. if believed
by a jury, would convict them of a
conspiracy to practice a fraud upon
the government."”

Daugherty himself preserved si-
lence. It wag said at his office that
for the present he would have noth-
ing to say, but that he might re-
ply later—"mayhe Tuesday.” Some
thought Daugherty’'s counter-attack
micsht be made indirectly through
his friends In Congress.

The letters read by Caraway con-
sisteq of one from Fi L. Seely, of
Atlanta, to Thomas B. Pelder. and
a letter from Felder to Leon O,
Bailey, of New York. Felder |Is
said to have been the law partner
of Dauxherty when a pardon was
obtained for Morse on the grounds
that Morse would die unless he
wers fread,
| The letter from Felder to Ralley
8¢t forth in detall how the pardon
for Morse was obtainsd from former
President Taft, and of the unsuc-
cessful efforts to collect the $25.000
fee Morse had promised. It also
told of statements of Morse promis-
Ing &n additional $100,600, and his
declaration that he "would make
us rich.™
One paragraph mald: “¢ o o
his release was secured by and
through the efforts of Hon. H. M.
Daugherty and myself, and by no
other individual, living or dead. on
the earth or beneath it, standing on
their heads or on their heels, =it-
ing up or lying down.™

Tells of Dangherty.

Caraway charged that the reason
Felder and Daugherty had™ not
jsued Morse was “becauss they were
afraid that this fraud would come
out.”

The letter from Felder to Bailey
Was written after the Jatter had
heen asked to coilect or adjust
in stoek of the Morse se-
curities company. which,K Felder
had used as collateral for a loan.
It mets forth in complete detall the
events connected with the libera-
tion Af Morse.

Felder told how he was ap-
proached by Fred 1.

| British Will Ask

Japanese to Quit
Hold on Siberia

Allies Discuss Forcing
G_ermany to Punish
War Criminals.

LONDON, May 22.—The British
Eovernment will ask Japan to
evacuate Russian territory without
further delay, it was announced by
Austen Chamberlaln in the house of
commons today.

Mr. Chamberiain's statement came
during discussions of the Japanese
government's promise to withdraw.
These promises were first made dur-
ing the Washington conference.

The London-Tokyo negotiations
were revealed when J. R, Clynes,
the British labor leader, asked in-
formation regarding M. Tchitcherin's
statement at (Genoa on May 1w
warning that any attack on the Far
Eastern Republic by Japan would
automatically bring about a stale
of war with Russia.

Mr. Chamberlain also gave out the
news that the allies were discursing
some means for brinzing pressure
to force Germany seriously to try
ond punish the war eriminals

Replying to Sir F. Hall, Cham-
berlain sald that secret negotiations
were on regarding the procedure
against viclators of war rules.

On behalf of Prime Minlister Lloyd
George, Chamberlain promised Par-
liament that his chief would not
attend The Hague-Russian confer-
ence. He said the government will
make public tomorrow a blu. book
on the subject of Genoa and Lloyd
George will speak in the house of
commons Thursday regarding the
conference, but he preferred to post.
pone replies to questions on rep_
arations until the second reading
of the finance bill.

HARD COAL MINERS
REJECT PROPOSED
NEW WAGE SCALE

Operators Prepare to Sub-
mit Entire New Set
Of Terms.

SAY SUPPLY AMPLE

Controversy Expegted to
Drag Into Fall or
Winter.

NEW TYORK, May 22 —Negotia-
tions between anthracite miners
And operators over a new Wage
scale will have to begin all over,
postponing once more hope of early
pettlement of the strike In the
anthracite regions

The miners have decided to turn
down the operators’ proposals, mak-
ing It neceasary for the mine own-
ers to draw up an entirely new set
of terms.

The wage =scale committes ex-
pects to present its reply to the
operators’ proposals Wednesday and
they, it is Indicated,; will go over
the suggested terms point by point.

Oppose Five-Year Plan.

Speclal attention will be given
to argument against accepting the
operators’ proposal for a five-year
contract which would contain a
provision for a yearly review of
economic conditions in the industry
and annual readjustment of wages
tn meet these changes. Such a
plan. the miners believe, would
make ft possible for the operators
to juggle coal prices for the pur-
pose of reducing wages, lowering
the price so that the wage scale
could be cut down and then boost-
ing it again later.

The proposed arbitration board
to fix wages when miners and
operators cannot agree woulld
nullify tha principle nf collective
bargalining, It Is argued, and it will
therefore be rejected by the union
officlals.

The public need not worry if the
eoal strike—both in bituminous and
anthracite flelds—lasts through the
summer. according to operators
here, who take an optimistic view

of the situation. Talk of a coal
famine unless operations” are re-
sumed June 1 Is ridiculous, these

coal men say.
British Coal omn Way.

Operators generally look for a
settlament of the bituminous strike
about July 1, but the anthracite
situation is expected to drag onm
until fall or early winter. A flurry
of snow may be necessary to force
a settlement.

BELFAST, May 2i.—Factional bit- |
terness has reached an intense pitch
throughout Ulster because of the mur-
der of W. J, Twaddle, member of
the Northern Parliament. Officials are
trying to keer the populace calm un-
til the murderers can be run down.
They are begging thal the govern-
ment be allowed to mete out the pun-
ishment iteelf and to refrain from
general reprisals, which would only
result in much bloodshed and pro-
longed fighting among small groups
utilizing the opportunity to avenge
some past wrong

a lawless wave of individual reprisals.
Cralg excoriated the murderers, de-
claring that Twaddle was slain be-
cause of his loyalty to the Empire
and Ulster.

This, he said, weculd
prove to the world that Ulster was

Specimen Unknown to Sei-

ence, Found in Pata-
gonia.

BUENOS AIRES, May 22.—The La
Plata Museum reports that a fos-
sil has been discovered in North-

ern Patagonia, which is described
as one of the most important
recent times. It is a particularly
Intact skeleton of a giant croco-
dile of the secondary era, which, It
iz believed, was hitherto unknown to
science. The skeleton, well pre-
served, was found near the town of
Rio Nemro on the river bearing
the same name between strata of
red cretacous gsandstone, which crop
out over a large extension in the
upper valley of the Rin Negro and
the rivers Limay and Neuguen.

An expedition which spent three
months in Northern Patagonia, fol-
lowing the Rlo Negro from the
mouth to the headwaters, brought
back the cranjum, eighty-six ver-
tebrae, all the ribs, the leg and feet
hones, large fragments of the pel-
vis, both shoulder blades and a
number of small tall bones, which
were all in position when the mon-
ster was found.
