" GASOLINE OUTPUT

More complete condensation of va-
pors at petroleum refineries will add
120,000,000 gallons of gasoline to the,
yearly national output, according to
announcement at the Bureau of Mines
yesterday. =

D. B. Dow, petroleum engineer of
the bureau, estimateg that 50,000,000
kallons were recovered from uncon-
densed still vapors at refineries In
1921, He says that application of
the system to all refineries would
glve a possible gasoline recovery of
120,000,000 galions.

Calculations are based on results
obtained in refineries whose general
methods are more eflicient than those
employed In hundreds of smaller
skimming plants that have no re-
covery system.

This is especially true, sald Mr.
'Dow, of Oklahoma, North Texas and
Louisiana skimming plants, where
temperatures are high and where cold
waler is scarce.
