The speedy Memphis “special”
piying between Washington and the
Southern city, pulled into the Ter-
minal yards two hours and twenty
minutes late Jast night.

Due here from Jacksonville at
8:50 p. m, the Seaboard Air Line
train did not arrive until 10:10 p. m

“Can't Guarfanfee Anything.™

Persons inquiring at the inforice:
tion booth in Union Swition as tr
how the tralns are running -and
what the possibilities are of their
arriving on time are, met with the
reply: “We can't guarantee any-
thing. These are unusual gondi-
ticns and trains here and there are
liahle to be late. We are sure that
the traveling public will co-operate
and take thege things into consid-

$beration.”

Heads of the special police at the
Washington Terminal were gsur-
prised when told last night that a
D. C. train had been fired on. They
=ald that probably it had not been
the wurk of strikers at all

Lt. M. K. Sterner said that police
here had taken no extra precautions

because of the incident and de-
clared that “it's not worth worry-
ing abhout.”

Trains Discontinued.

Beginning tomorrow trains 13 and
14, B. & 0. to Pittsburgh and Chi-
cago, will be discontinued. These
tralns will go only as far as Pitts-
burgh today.

Trains 7 and 10 on the Baltimore
& Ohlo plying between Washington
and Chicago also will be discon-
tinued tomorrow.

Efforts to establish a “Washing-
ton Terminal Mutual Association™
among the local temporary shop
employes, said to have been made
by railway executives here, are de-
clared by officials of the Interna-
tional Association of Machinists to
be ineffective.

The mutual assoclation was de-
signed to give the present strike
workers legal standing for agree-
ments with the U. 8. Labor Board,
according to R. 8. Newham, assist-
ant general secretary-treasurer of
the machinista.

Newham Derides Plan.

“The plan has been used all over
the Pennsylvania System to dis-
credit the unions’ authority,” New-
ham said, “but it has never been
tried here until now. There are so
few men in the shops that I think
there is little danger of Its amount-
ing to anything.”

Officlals at the Washington ter-
minal, after a conference with J.
Herbert Tonge, superintendent of
the terminal. refused to make any
statement. “We are spending our
time keeping the roads running.”
one official sald. “We have nothing
to say about such disputes” '

Labor leaders said the actions of
any such assoclation would have
no effect after the strikers go back
to work. “It will be one of the
conditions of the settlement that
we Eo back to work at the old
rites, irrespective of anvbody's as-
soclation.,” declared Charles H. A.
Frazier, in charge of the Ilocal
strike.

NEW YORK., July 15.—Several
hundred delegates of Soclalist, la-
bor and farm organizations met
here today to form another polit-
ical party.
