minal could not be determined yes¬
terday. Kail officials claim the
usual schedule is being followed;
and strikers* scouts declare many
trains are leaving late.
Few trains that "arrive at Union

Station are marked "on time." while'
large numbers are reported late,
ranjlng from one half hour to four.!
.** and eight hours. The majority 1
of late trains. It Is estimated, are;
between one half hour and one hour»
behind schedule.

Terminal officials refuse to makei

public the daily report showing
train schedules and actual time of;
arrival. They declare that the usual
.ervice Is being maintained and that:
effects of the strike are hardly
noticeable.

Officials also denied newspaper1
reports yesterday to the effect that J
the bulletin board showing train
arrivals are being "juggled." Both
the scheduled arrival and actual
arrival of trains are posted, they
eaid.
Time tables of some of the roads

operating trains into Washington
have been stamped to indicate that'
the printed schedules are not be-!
lng followed. "Schedule changes
have been made since th's folder'
was Issued; consult ticket agents
for information" is the message
stamped on one time table.
Whil« rail officials refuse figures.

sightseeing companies and taxi
drivers report a marked decrease in
the number of tourists. One of¬
ficial of a local company operating
sight-seeing busses estimated yes¬
terday that tourist travel has de¬
creased 40 per cent since the be¬
ginning of the strike.

Nearly all Trains Late.
Scouts from local strikers who

are watching conditions here de¬
clare that practically all trains
coming from distant places are be¬
hind schedule. Local trains operat¬
ing short distances are said to com-

5rise the larger number of trains
rriving on time.
Every effort, the scouts report, is

being made to keep In good condi¬
tion locomotives engaged in "long
hauls." Engines frt need of minor
repairs. It is said, are assigned to
local runs where they can be used
to better advantage. "Bad engines"
or those in need of extensive repair,
the scouts say, are being stripped
to furnish parts for other locomo¬
tives.

Charging that terminal officials
are not disclosing the actual condi¬
tions in the local situation, strike
leaders claim that the bulletin board
at the Union Station is used decep¬
tively. Trains are marked "on
time." they declare, until shortly be¬
fore the time for their arrival, when
they are chalked up * few minutes
late. Even though the train is an
hour late, they charge, this fact is
made known by gradually Increas¬
ing the time. This is done, strikers
say. to avoid the necessity of hav¬
ing the bulletin board display dis¬
crepancies In the schedule for long
periods of time.

LAUDS FLAPPERS AT DINNER
IN HONOR OF MISS GILLETT

Speaker Declares They Point Way to Freedcwy
And Women's Rights.

"God Bless Flappers."
This pl«t was made by Miss Sara

Grogan. toastmlstreas at a dinner
held at th« Grace Dodce Hotel last
night. In honor of the 7#th birthday
of Miss Emma GUlett. dean o( the
Washington College of Law and the
first woman notary public In the
United States, while introducing
Mrs. Ruth Havens, a classmate of
hers.

"Mrs. Havene wore short skirts
and short sleeves when the rest of
the women of Washington were
sweeping up the microbes from the
streets with the heme of their
dresses. She wan not afraid to bob
her hair, even In the face of oppo¬
sition by the press." Miss Grogan
declared.

"Flappers." she continued, "break
away from tradition and are free
women, mentally, legally, and physi¬
cally. We must Indeed thank God
for flappers."
Miss Grogan asserted that she

thought Mrs Glllett deserved a
place among the ..twelve greatest
women of the country and that her
work had been monumental. /.

SPRAGUE INSISTS
SAWYER HALTED
HOSPITAL PLANS

Legionary Declares Presi¬
dent's Physician Mis¬
represents Quotation.
A statement accusing Brig: Gen.

Sawyer, personal physician to Pres¬
ident Harding with having misrep¬
resented his defen.se against accu-
nations that he was opposed to the
war veteran hospital building pro¬
gram. was Issued by American Le¬
gion headquarters here last nlhgt.

A. A. Sprague. chairman of the
national rehabilitation committee,
declared Sawyer had misrepre¬
sented his quotations.

Sawyer, in his defense stated
Sprague had told him he was not
to blame for the delay In hospital
construction. Sprague in his state¬
ment declared this quotation was

only in reference to the first hos¬
pitalization bill, not the second
which is now under consideration.

Again Molten Charge.
"I again charge that Gen. Saw¬

yer has interfered with the build¬
ing program under the second
Langley bill," Sprague stated.
"His own words in his letter to me
of July 12 prove ft. He writes
that he thanks Heaven that tha
use of the millions of dollars*under
the second Langley bill is not man¬
datory; that mental cases can be
well cared for in old navy bar¬
racks which are not fireproof.
"He also states that he Is op¬

posed to specialists' committees
upon whose reports we base our
program for care of mental cases.
He also expresses the belief that
if we will only use the hospitals
we now have at our command, we
would have hospitals except in two
particular districts."

Quote* H la Trlearajn.
"I am informed that Gen. Sawyer

has quoted a telegram sent by me
to Frank Ryan of New York City
on June 21. in which I say that
Gen. Sawyer is not to be blamed
for delay in hospital construction.

"This telegram was sent after
a conference in Chicago between
Gen. Sawyer and myself and was
in response to the charge that he
had slowed up the building pro¬
gram under the first Langley bill.
This he could not do. for action
already had been so slow because
of delays within the Treasury De¬
partment. that no further inter¬
ference was possible."

15,000 DIME NOVELS
Scours Thirty States in Search

Of Paper-Covered
Literature.

NEW YORK. July 2» ."Deadeye
Dick." "The Border Bandits." "Nick
Carter" and "The Death's Head
Ransrers" are no longer outcasts.
They are respected occupants of
the shelves of one of the most im¬
portant libraries in the world and
the finger of pride is pointed at
them a*>d some 14,996 of their 1
companions.
There are postage stamp coflec-

tors and scrap iron collectors and
bill collectors, but it took an Irish
dentist with an ofTice In the West
Fortieth street slums of New York
to think up the unique idea of a
dime novel collection. It required
twenty years to complete it. but
when he finished there were 15.000
volumes. And now they are where
the little freckle-faced snub-nosed
chaps who like "Injuns an* rob¬
bers" can cet at them, for Dr.
Frank J. O'Brien, the red-haired
fairy who has been hunting paper
covered literature for so many
years, has given th* whole carload
to the New York Public Library.

Dr. O'Brien scoured thirty States
in his quest for dime thrillers, se¬
curing many, in particular, of the
Beadle and Adams' period, 1859 to
1897. He backs up his favorites
with the explanation that most
dime novels are genuine reflections
of history and that the worst part
of them wag generally the titles.

INJUREDINDISTRIfr

Dr. Geo. G. Morris Held
By Police for Death of

William Beasley.
One man is dead and three others

were injured, *>ne seriously, as the re¬
sult of automobile accidents In vari¬

Crushed between the rear of his
own automobile and the front of one
driven by Dr. George O. Morris.

Beasley. who had stopped his auto¬
mobile in front of 6117 Georgia ave¬
nue northwest, was in the act of
lighting a rear lamp which had been
extinguished, when the fatal accident
occurred. He was taken to Walter
Reed Hospital, where physicians re¬
ported that his death had been In¬
stantaneous.

Frove and Policeman Heiser. of the
Tenth precinct, and Is being held at
the station, pending the action of the
coroner.
