AQUBDUCT RACE TRACK, Sept.
20.. Charlie Stoneham's Dry Moon
war much the best In the Woodmerc
Selling Stakes, the feature of this
afternoon's card. The race was

worth $2,775 to the winner. Dry
Moon broke from the outside and
after a lot of crowding and rough
work came 'round his fleld to catch
Hullabaloo in the stretcft.
