RADIOANDAIRPLANETWINS
IN ANNIHILATIONOFSPACE

Wireless Direction Finders Necessary to Mak<
Night Flying Safe.

Some years ago Rudyard Kipling
wrote a fanciful story called "WUh
the Night Mall." describing an Im¬
aginary air mail service in the year
2000 .A. D. between London and
Quebec. We still have seventy-
eight years In which to realise his
prophecies, but can we doubt, when
we consider the advances'made.in
only eighteen years, that In le*i
than that time there actually will
be an an-plane mail service from
Europe to America? Not equipped
with the huge and clumsy dirigibles
of Kipling's fertile Imagination,
perhaps, but with trim, swift plaues
of an Improved type, as to which,
even in 1922, we can only make
guesses.

Meantime, our government Is per¬
fecting an airplane night mail serv¬
ice between the Atlantic and Pa¬
cific seaboards. Because of its great
distances. favorable topography,
willingness to try out new devlcas
and characteristic appetite for
speed in travel and communication,
America is the natural habitat of
both radio man and flyer.
The plane and the electromag¬

netic wave.these two annlhllators
of time and space.came Into being
almo3t simultaneously*. Their se¬
crets man discovered and applied
within the span of one generation.
Now the twin sciences, both com¬
ing of age. must grow together, for
even if radio can do without the
plane the plane cannot do without
radio.

PHYSICIANS SCORE
WOMAN'S RECENT
CANCER LECTURE

Declare Radio Broadcast¬
ing Was Misused by

Address.

"Recently a lecture was delivered
from WJZ by a Mrs. Hale on the

subject of cancer treatment. This
lecture should never have been per- ;
mitted. As the lecturer proceeded.
It was ev dent that instead of ben¬
efiting the public, here was a case
where the broadcasting service was

being used.no doubt unlntentlon-
tlonally.w th positively harmful
effects." says Radio Broadcast.
"As a counter-evidence to the so-

called authorities which the lectur-
er quoted, we learn by interview
with Dr. Franc r C. Wood, one of
the acknowledged eminent special-
ists on cancer and its treatment,
that we can safely say that 90.000
physicians In the United States do
nut bel pve what this woman says.'
"For the information of those

who may have been influenced by
this talk on cancer which advised
treatment by a dietary regime, we

note in passing that some of the
sources quoted gave out over fifty*
years ago the ideas presented by
the lecturer: that one of the better
known physicians quoted has, be¬
cause of his unbalanced views, seen

publicly repudiated by the hospital
on the staff of wh ch he formerly
served; that the dog experiments
referred to as proving that cancer
was a blood disease involved the
treatment of a growth the nature
of which was not even identified
with that of cancer: and that since
1875 act ve work has been carried
on by well trained, disinterested
observers to find any relation be¬
tween diet and cancer growth and
none has been found!
"With increased power must al«

ways come Increased responsible
ties. Thus a broadcast lecture,
with its thousands of listeners,
must be examined for false state¬
ment and dangerous advice much
more thoroughly than when the lec¬
ture is del vered in a hall to a few
dozen people. This examination is
still more necessary in the case of
the radio lecture because the use of
the station itself vessvvvcccoet.hhh
th*» staion itself vests the lecturer
with a certain authority, and fur¬
thermore the audience does not have
the faoe-o-face contact with the
speaker by which he can be judeed
to some extent at least, the relia¬
bility of the statements made.'

NEWSAND VIEWSINRADIOWORLD

Number Has Increased
1600 Per Cent Within
Past Six Months.

Word ha* been received that the
three daily newspaper* In Van¬
couver. Brttiah Columbia, have each
Installed hieh-power radio sendingequipment, by meana of which Iso¬
lated camps and (arms are beinrbrought Into touch with the hap¬penings of the outside world. Sta¬
tistics recently published In the
United States show that, whereas
six months ago there were leaa than
80,000 receiving outfits In the whole
of the country, and 40.000 of these
within 100 miles of New York, to¬
day there are at least 800.000 of
them, and the demand continues to
be so great that the factories can¬
not cope with It.
There are well over J00 radio¬

phone broadcasting stations now In
operation In the United States, and
we can be certain that our neigh¬
bor to the north Is becoming quite
as enthusiastic about radio tele¬
phony as we are. In a short tim»'
we shall be listening-in to Canadian
broadcasting stations along with
our own home stations.

Pfcomea en PUtaea.
At a conference recently held In

France by the airway managers and
pilots in order to draw up rules to
prevent a recurrence of such an air
collision as that which took place
over Northern France recently,
among other resolutions the follow¬
ing were passed: That all commer¬
cial airplanes must be equipped
with radio telephones; that addi¬
tional ground radio and weather
reporting stations should be estab¬
lished at Polx and Noallles on the
French section of the L.ondon-Parl»
airway: that the terminal air sta-
tlos of Crowde ad Le Bourget
should now be In constant com¬
munication with each other by radio
telephone as well as by ordinary
radio: that the question of Inter¬
ference with radio telephony by the
powerful Klffel Tower radio station
should now be investigated; that
the ground radio station at St.
Inglevert. on the French coast.
which was destroyed by Are recent-
ly should now be replaced.

Can Teach F.ngland.
In radio, at least. Great Britain

has much to learn from us, even it!
we arc a much yotmger country.
Until the present th<» British radio
amateur has been operating under
the most adverse and discouraging-
circumstances, and if his numbers
have Increased despite all the ob¬
stacles placed in his path, it is due
to the attraction which radio holds
for so many of us. The problem
of licenses in Great Britain has be-
come very acute. Just so long as
the amateur was satisfied to re-
reive and perhaps to send with ex-
tremely limited power, there was

no objection to his activities, nut
now that the amateur is getting
more ambitious, the problem Is
getting serious. !Another thing is the lack of pub-
11c broadcasting in Great Britain,
The British amateur, as well as the
clockmaker, receives his time slg-
nals from Paris, Moscow, and other
centers . second-hand Greenwich
time, to be sure; but since his coun-
try does not broadcast Its own offl-
rial time, he must get It from
abroad. The British ether is filled
with dots and dashes, but practi¬
cally no radiophone broadcasting.
The amateurs are now clamoring
for a central broadcasting station
like those operating in the Hague
and in Paris. and it appears that
their demands will be granted in
the very near future.

Britain** World-Wide Plan*.

The publication of the report of
the commission appointed to study
the problem of world-wide radio
communication for the British Em¬
pire discloses a number of inter¬
esting facts bearing on present-day
radio. To begin with, the commis¬
sion suggests that the communica¬
tion should be effected in steps of
about 2,000 miles, which is con¬

siderably less than the more am-

bitious jumps of a few years ago.
Then the suggestion is made thai
vacuum tubes be employed to gen¬
erate the radio energy used In |transmitting.
The excellent results obtained

with a set of forty-eight vacuum
tube oscillators used in the Car-
narvon station with an input of 100
kilowatts, which was pushed up t<>
150 during the trial, are referred
to. Messages were successfully
transmitted to the United States,
India, and Australia with this ar¬

rangement. It is stated that valve
or tube renewals will be from 50 to
60 per cent heavier if alternating
current is used instead of direct
current, presumably due to the use

of thermionic rectifiers.
AiTlse NOO-Foot Ma«t».

With regard to wavelength. It
has been found by actual tests be¬
tween Horsea and Egypt that the
best results over this distance can
be obtained by the use of relative-
ly short waves during the nlgnt
and of a long wavelength dur*n*
the day time. It is recommended
that the masts be of steel, 800 feet
higli. insulated not only at the
base but at intermediate points^Counterpoises are recommended
Instead of ground connection^With regard to duplex working. It
is recommended that each receiving
station should have a separate an¬
tenna and receiving apparatus for
each distant station with which It
may have to communicate, so as to
allow of simultaneous reception
from all. As a temporary expedient,
it is suggested that arc generators
be used. However, these are tQ be
replaced as soon as possible with
tube oscillators. It is interesting
to note that no reference is made
to high-frequency alternators.

FAMILIAR THING

IN YEAR'S TIME
.....

Remarkable Results Ob¬
tained in Broadcasting <

Leonard-Britton Tilt
Radio hat been accepted by the

public as "something: established,
not to bo marveled at, not astound¬
ing but something aa matter-of-fact
aa the telephone, tho typewriter,
and almost as commonplace and
convenient as the megaphone." Such
Is tho conclusion of Maurice Henle.
writing in Tho Wireless Are of the
broadcasting of tho Leonard-Brit¬
ton boxing match by J. Andrew
White, editor of that pioneer radio
magazine. Says Mr. Hanls:
"Radio telephony, as the public

knows It, has boon a familiar
agency only a little ovor a yaar.
and yst within that short time the
poople havo pasted through the
stage wherein It waa a scientific
phenomenon to bo regarded with
awe. They now class It with other
established means of communica¬
tion.

"In but one or two Instances dur¬
ing the entire period that the re¬
turns were coming through, the
writer heard such exclamations as
"Gee. that's wonderful!" "Just
think.by wireless!" and "So plain,
too!" For the rest. It appeared that
the assembled crowds had their
minds concentrated on the words
that they heard and not on the
medium through which they heard
them.

Goags Ransr Clear.
"The thing thst tickled the fancy

of the crowds that night, more to
than possibly any other point, was
the clearness with which the gong
could be hearl. It brought a smile
to every face, an Involuntary amlle.
It was one of the little touches tna»
made the whole affair so real, and
delighted all even more than hearing
the crowd cheer and yell.

"It was the one time, if at any.
when the crowds along Broadway
lost their poise. They chuckled with
that same sheejrt«Ti snicker of the
school boy caught smoking corn
silk. A few seemed to realise for
an instant that they were, after all.
listening to history in the making
and that fully as wonderful as the
description of the bout itself, was
the instdument used to describe
"But only for an instant, and then

in the next second the crowd settled
back into the same sophisticated
attitude it already had assumed.
an attitude closely identified with
New York.
"We know radio 1« practical. We

know It is here to stay. We realise
the voice comes o*er clearly. What
we want to hear Is the fight. That
was the sentiment of the crowds in
the nation's metropolis." j

Pastor Hears Fight.
Mr. White received some 2.000

letters from the general publicthanking him for his work, reveal-
ing In a striking fashion what radio
means to people in all parts of the
country and In all walks of life.
H*re are a few excepts from a

letter by a little fellow confined In
a home for cripped children, which
reads In part:

"I received every word of the
fight plainly. I am in a home for
crippled children in Newark and
am able to get around in a wheel
chair. The time the fighting waa
on all the rest of the fellows were
In bed, but I stayed awake and
managed to jret to the rtceiver and
listened to the whole works. it
was the best thing I ever heard.
and I enjoyed It better than any¬thing else that was ever broadcast.
I hope another one will be sent |out soon again."
The following Is from a clergy-

man who.let him speak for him¬
self: "I want to tell my experience
receiving a prize fight over the ra- !
dio. I am a churchman, and the
five guests at my home were all !
churchmen and churchwomen. We
have a home-made detector and
three step set and received the re-
turns by loud speaker. The ring-
side broadcasting was so artist!-
cally done that every face was
flushed and all sat forward in their
chairs to hear every word and to
shudder at every cheer for fear it
might mean a knockout. Every
newspaper has a slight or otherwise
bias on these matters, and I feel
that Mr. White too has Just a little
color In his news, although the
whole Job was a work of art.*'

Cripple Appreciative.
Another letter from a shut-in Is

as follows:
"While listening to you broad¬

casting the Benny Leonard vs Jack
Britton fight Monday night I want¬
ed to tell you It was so good that
it seemed to me that I was right
there.

"I am crippled and cannot go out
and I enjoyed It very much and I
think that you cheer other shut-Ins
like me."
A letter from a man in Trudeau.

X. T., runs in part: "Radio certain¬
ly Is the greatest invention of the
age. It takes an Isolated locality
like this to fully bring out 'he
great powers it possesses. We
health seekers up here can certain¬
ly appreciate radio more than folks
in the city who are able to go
around as they please. After hear¬
ing the fight returns, even to the
sounding of the gong and the
crowds cheering, one feels as if one
had been right there."
The following lfl an Interesting

paragraph from a lengthy letter
from a girl In Utica. N. Y.: "Besides
the fact that the fight Itself very
nearly gave me nervous prostra¬
tion. I certainly did enjoy it very
much, and I hope that by the time
the next fight comes I will be hard¬
ened to such an extent that I will
enjoy It still more."
From Carlstadt. N. T.. came the

following. "I have been requested
to drop you a few lines thanking
you for the pleasure you gave a
blind man listening to Mr. White's
blow-for-blow report of the fight.
It was very plain and distinct. He
asks that you repeat as often as
possible other fights."
