The general fecling over here is that Dempsey “could tie up one
hand and stop Siki in about forty-cight seconds, for which the public
doesn’t care to pay out $500,000 or more. .

Wills could stop Siki in a round or two, to accept the judgment
of good critics who have seen the Senegalese fight.

And if he continues his recent antics and utterances he will be
the smartest Senegalese in the world’s history if he doesn’t come
over here at all.

Siki will never get to Dempsey for the simple reason that there
are at least four or five men in the way that he can never pass—
Wills, Greb, Gibbons, Tunney," Johnson, and probably “Kid" Norfolk.

“Each season,” writes H. L. H. “there are many hundred foot-
ball stars who are big, fast, game, skillful, capable of taking and
giving punishment. Many of these weigh from 195 to 210 pounds.
Why is it, then, that with a million at stake, the ring can't develop
but one great heavyweight within periods of from three to six or
seven years’ One might think that at least there would be four or
fve who were good enough to make an even match with any one.
Is boxing one of the most intricate of all the sciences?"

It looks that way. The colleges have gone in for amateur boxing,
with any number of big, game, fast athletes, none of whom has even
approached one of the average heavyweights in skill. The best
college boxer developed in the last five years would have little or mo
show against Gibbons, Tunney or Greb, much less Dempsey.

To reach the heights one must have so many things—iron fist
and iron jaw, speed, power, strength, science, the knack, ability to
take a lot and give still more, lightning reaction, etc., that room for
only one at a time is left.

Imagine the excitement if one boxing period should develop a
Dempsey, a Jeffries, a Johnson and a Fitzsimmons—with an elimina-
tion contest under way.
