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- . Cranberry Iron.

The Cranberry Iron Works are situsted in Mitch-
ell County, N. €\, twenty miles from Calhoun the
Court House town, and near a branch of the Towee
or Nolichuckee river, called Elk oreek, that rises in
the Yellow mountsing, and about two miles and a
half from the Tennessee line ; on Pearce’s map near
the corner of Yancy and Watauga Counties, and
opposite Carter County, Tenn. The Cranberry
iron has been proved by the experience of those
who have tried it, to be as pure and good wmetal as
any yet discovered in any part of the world. By
Dr. Emmons’ analysis, the ore from which it is ob-
tained contains 09 per cent. of pure gxide of iron,
and it is styled by geologists the magnetic iron ore.
The two veins that have been worked al ready, are
in the out-crop, four feet each in width; and in
such cases will probably widen as they descend.—
The logp may be ssid to be inexhaustible, and is
now worked by a company ; one of the company,
(Mr. Carter) acting as superintendent. We have

seen specimens of the ore, recently brought from

there, by Dr. Emmons, State Geologist, and the
maleable iron ‘made from it. One specimen wa's
hammered when cold to the shape of a flattened 8,
and in the gharp curves it remained perfectly
smooth, and without the slightest appeirance of
transverse cracks or fractures of any kind. This
iron is peculiaty adapted for “small work " of va-
rious sorts, such as cutlery, telegraphic wire, et.
cet., and for * large work™ thert is probably no
iron yet used by the trade which would equal it,
where sudden and powerful strains must be resist-
edyas in boiler-plate, cables, &c., and in fire arms
or ordnancs of large calibre. This Cranberry iron
has been thoroughly tested as to welding, requiring
only half the quantity of borax to weld 1t to cast
steel—free from any defects or flaws. There are
two bloomeries now at work, agd the cdmpany n-
tends to erect others in a short time. They have
been always able to sell the iron at the highest
market price, and blacksmiths prefer it to any other

iron for hobnuils. The demand cannot as yet be
any thing like supplied even in the immediate
neighborhood.

You state that you wished the
report of his being & deserter should be contradict-
ed througn the same channel by which it had been
published. It is necessary to inform you that a
list was called for from the Colonels of regiments,
reporting all absentees without leave, "They in turn
called upon their Captains for lists from the comps-
nies. These lists being éonsolidated were copiedat
my headquarters, one copy furnished to the Gov-
ernor, and another to the Sheriffs of our.different
counties. The object of this was to force up men
whe, without excuse, were remaining away from
their posts. The lists were not intended for pub-
lication, nor have | ever seen them in print or known
of their being printed. “The names amounted to
considerably over a thousand from the brigade —
Errors made by Captains could not, of course, be
discovered at this offize. I have not seen the com-
munication concerning your brother in the' Ruleigh
Standard, nor the resolutiors of the students of the
University, but while Colonel of the 2uth N, O, 1
knew young Snead, and remarked that he was a
goldier of fine promise. [ know, alen, that he was
killed at Sharpsburg while fighling gallandy. Itis
very much to be regretred that through the care.

Resolped, That we declare unconditional support of the
governmeat in any messure it may determine to bé neces-
*sary to the prosecutivn of the war, and that the war ought
to be prosecuted until the suthority of the government is
acknow'edged, and its fag waves unsssailed over every

rt of the national territory. *

Uossleed, That the origin and p s of the rebellicn
leares no room to doubt that the institulion ol‘sl.rcr{ has
beeome an instrument in the hands of traitors to build sn
oligarchy and an aristocracy on the ruins of Republican
Liberty ; thut its cpntioued exisience is incompatible with
the maintenance of Bepublican forms of government in the
States insubordination to the Constitation of the United
States, an that the emancipation proc'amadtion of the Pres.
