They were taken before Justice
Wood, of the Essex Market Police Court,
when Mrs. Moouey, of Brooklyn, exposed
the ingenious fraud practised upon her.

A colored man, calling hinisei f Dr.
Win. II. Harris, residing in First street,
professed to be a medium in spiritualism,
and declared he could at any moment
commune with spirits upon any subject:
also, that he was in possession of a hot-
tle containing holy water, which he could
touch, and, with* the announcement of
jrrcsto chanpr, would give to his appli¬
cants certain lottery numbers, which
would draw prizes varying from $300,
$500, SI ,000, and occasionally a $100.CR»0
prize turns up. In connection with this
black fellow was associated a man named
David G. Gomperts, residing in Watts
street, and also a colored woman in
Thompson street, named Cole.

Mrs. Mooney stated in her affidavit,
that on or about the 5th of November
last, she was induced, by some means or
other, to pa)* a visit to the African doc-

t tor, at his house in the upper part of our

city, and being infatuated with the idea
of making a speedy fortune, another
meeting was agreed upon. In the course
of a few days, the doctor called at the
residence of the lady, in company with a
white man, (Gomj>ert3,) whom the doc-
tor introduced to her as a southern gen¬
tleman, largely engaged in the lotteries
of New Jersey, Maryland, and other
