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SwpmeNT oF FELONS ™0 T™hE T'NrTED
States.—Recently two Germans were
arres'ed in New York, on a charge of
burglary. When taken before a justice,
one of them made the following state-
ment, showing the systematic mode in
which the shipment of felons to this coun-
try is made. Congress should take this
subject intoconsideration, and cndeavor to
prevent foreign governments from making
a Botany Bay of the United States:

Charles B. Bley says—I was born in
Brunswick, Germanw, and am 25 years
of age ; in the month of September, 1551,
Henrich Hondorf, August Meyer, Ernest
Brinker and myself, were convicted of
burglary, committed in the city of Bruns-
wick, and were sentenced to the State
Prison for a term of years ; after remain-
ing there until September last, we were
all pardoned by the Duke of Brunswick,
through the intluence of a Society known
as the *‘ Directors,” n the condition
that we would immcdiately leave the
country for the United States, never ta
return ; accordingly, we were all taken
from the prison by the police, and con-
veyed to Bremen, and there placed on
board the brig Hiram, and kept under
the survcillance of the police until the
vessel =ailed ; our passage was paid by
the “ Directors,” and we cach received
from them $5; we landed in New York

on the first of December last.
