Wc find in the " Church and Slate

Gazette," the celebrated London organ
of the Church of England, the following
complimentary notice of the last work of
a talented and accomplished Washington
lady:
The American Aboriginal Portfolio. BySirs. M. H. Eastman. Illustrated byS. Eastman, U. S. Army. Loudon:
Trubner & Co.
When Germany introduced the " An¬

nual" into England, she did good service
to publishers, artists, and people. The
idea was new, good, and refining; and
it is only a pity that it has been so
abused. Nothing is left of it that we
know of, saving only the " Keepsake"with its portraits of blonde-lace, muslin,
and nez retrousscs. Just as the old " an¬
nual," then, seems to be on the point of
yielding up its last breath, America fur¬
nishes us with a new and brilliant sam¬
ple of the article.

In the "AboriginalPortfolio,"we have
a series ofsome thirty first-rai e engravings,all illustrating Indian customs, life and
death. These arc accompanied by letter¬
press descriptions, the authoress of which
possesses the talent (and it is a rare one)of saying much in a small space, and
saying that much entirely and exclusivelyto the purpose. Between the authoress
and the highly accomplished artist, we
obtain a thorough and permanent insightinto the out-door and in-door life of the
Indian. In these exquisite engravingsw©v,sit with Red Jacket in the forest; jointhe men in the dance; go with the chiefs
to the council; Ji»llow the hunters to the
prairie, the wood, or the river; accom¬
pany the women to the corn field or jointhem in their long wayfaring. Wc are
introduced to the sages and warriors, and
the " medicine men ;" and above all, in
one incomparably beautiful pla'.e, we find
ourselves with three most attractive In¬
dian girls collecting wild rice. If such
scenes as the last be common in America,hosts of our dcsattevrcs gentlemen will,
undoubtedly, make their future tours in
the direction of the wild rice fields and
the wild girl-flowers who float across
them in cauoes, like beautiful roses in
quaint vases.

Finally, wc take the appearances of this
" Portfolio" to mark an era iu " Annu¬
als." it is a superb volume with one
well-defined and useful purpose admira¬
bly accomplished. It is really a gorgeouswork-glittering externally and inter¬
nally.and all that glitters is solid metal-
It is not merely a book for the drawing-
room table; but destined, after lying
supreme in beautj- and utility thereupon,
to pass to the shelves of the library, and
to be frequently consulted ibr recreation
and information.

LOUIS NAPOLEON'S MOTHER.
Among other memoirs of the Bonapartefamily, those ofQueen Ilortense, by Mdle.

Cocheit, who yas reader of the Queen,and who afterwards beoameMde. Parquin,
are worthy of attention. They are writ¬
ten in alight, unpretending, and agreeable
style, and were first published by Lad-
vocat, some one or two and twenty years
ago. On the youth of Ilortense, Sidle.
Cochlet is altogether silent. The mem¬
oirs commence with the memorable year1813, when Ilortense had attained the
age of thirty, but yet was in the full
grace of womanhood. At this periodand for several years before, she had been
separated from her husbhnd, with whose
quiet and simple nature her ideas did not
harmonise. On the scandals attached to
the name of Ilortense, this is not the
place to dwell.
We may, however, state in passing,that the daughter of Josephine as much

admired and revered Napoleon as she
was indifferent to her husband, KingLouis. In fact, Louis Bonaparte was far
too simple, honest, and well meaning a
man to please the taste of a young wo¬
man of a wayward and forward nature,
assailed by the adulations of Parisian
society. While Louis was seeking to
make the Dutch happy, and to mitigate
as far as in him lay the heavy yoke im¬
posed on them by Napoleon, his wife was
heading a French party, and traversingin every manner the intentions of her hus¬
band. Such a menage was not likely to
be a happy one, and a speedy separation
was the consequence. Hortense was on¬
ly rather glad to quit the rather dull and
taciturn Court of Holland, and to return
to that of Paris, in which she had passedher earlier years. The Emperor encour¬
aged her in these projects, and while he
remained in the capital she no doubt
formed one of the principal attractions of
the Court. A clever and accomplishedmusician, she not only composed several
popular airs and pieces, but sang them
with grace and expression.From all \fre have read of Hortense in
these memoirs, and from all we have
heard of her from those who knew her in*
timately, she must have been not merely

an interesting and accomplished, but a

fascinating person, however frail and tlt-
ful, in many respects. She is dcscribtd
to ns as fair and go]den-haired, with goou
figure and graceful features, and rendiTed
more interesting by a tinge of melancholy
and delicate health. Her saloons were
the head quarters of many of the most
distinguished young men of Paris. There
might be found the Labedoveres, the
La'wensteins, the Philipe de begurs, the
Lavalettes, the De Broghes. the Klaliants,
the De Canonvilles, the l)e Lascours, the
Nesselrodes, the Boutikims, <fec. Mdlle.
Cochelei gives us a very distinct view* of
the state of society in the capital in the
year li>l.»-14, and of the mode of life
in the watering places.

In the summer of 1813, Ilortense was
ordered to Dieppe for the sea baths, when
the mode ot bathing was exactly the same
resorted to fourteen years afterwards bythe Duchess of Berry. A pavilion was
erected on the bcach, with two apart¬
ments, in which the ex-Queen of Holland
undressed, clothed herself in a long cam¬
let gown, litting rather closely to the per¬
son, and was then carried into the wat'-r

J" arms of two stalwart sailors.
W hue taking her bath hundreds of spec¬
tators were on the beach raising their
opera glasses and telescopes to have a
better view of the immersion. In the
year 1827, the Duchess of Berry followed
a similar course to the letter, so that we
have little doubt that the the:i prefect or
sub-prefect of Dieppe had studied the pre¬cedent of his predecessor which he found
m the ai chives of his office in 1813.

In the prosperity of the Bonaparte
family, Ilortense, notwithstanding the
lightness of her character, exerted her¬
self deeply for the unfortunate and per¬
secuted, and thus won golden opinionsfrom men of all parties.
When reverses came on the Emperor,the ex-Queen of Holland found friends

and protectors, if not admirers, in the
Emperor of Alexander, in Prince Leo¬
pold (now King of the Belgians,) and in
other nigh and mighty personages whose
names it is not necessary to mention.
M ile. Cociielet gives us a lull, true and
particular account of the efforts of Alex¬
ander and Nesselrode to procure fir
Ilortense a dignified position and exist¬
ence, and the means of enjoying that so¬
cial station which in France, any more
than in England, cannot be accomplishedwithout money. The assiduities of the
Cossack Emperor savour of more than
the proceedings of the preux chevalier,
and may be described indeed as the ar¬
dent attentions and gallantry of a per¬sonal admirer. Prince Leopold, too was
earnest and assiduous, but not altogether
so empresse as the sn ¦.oreign in whose
army he then held a commission.*

In justification of Alexander, it ought,
however, to be stated that he always pro¬fessed somewhat of an esteem for the
Beauharnois tamily, for the Empress Jo- i
shephinc and her son Eugene, the latter
ofwhom he had known long previous to

this date. AN itli Josephine, Ilortense,
and Eugene, we learn from Mdlle.

elet, that he spent many happy days antk K
evenings, not only at Malmaison, but at

the waters of Marly together, and it was
on this accasion that the young Emperorof all the llussias narrowly escaped a

fatal accident, from the skirt of his coat 1

having caught in the machinery of the '

celebrated machine hydraulibue, which
caused the waters to play, that had so
often amused the sated, worn out, and
inamusable (to use the word of Madame
de Maintenon) old age of Louis XIV.

Josephine was sensible of the kindness
and civility of Alexander, and gave him
the original music, in Hortense's hand- '

writing, of all the airs which the ex-
Queen had composed, and among the rest 1

the air of Purtant pour lu Syyie, the words
of which were composed by Alexandre ,

de Laborde. The demeanor of Hortense 1
'owards Alexander was perfectly digni¬fied and proper, and at the same'time re-

spcctful. She gave the Emperor, who
was solicitous to serve her at the Con-
gress of Allied Sovereigns, fully to under¬
stand that she would not be a party to
any compliances unworthy of the name
which she bore, or of the nation which
had so elevated the family to which she '

belonged. I(
In this secret soul, Alexander must

Yet, says Mdlle. Cochelet, his mind is i

penetrating and full of finesse, and he is t
of such sensibility that he fell ill of the 1

jaundice when his elder brother left. Ba- i
ting thefinesse, this dear and interesting i

boy must have greatly changed since Oc- t
tober, 1815, when he was seven and a t
half years old. That he had, even at an n
early age, an admiration for auctocracy, t
or the great professor of autocracy, ap- It
pears from this.that he gave the Lmpe- <
ror Alexander a ring which was present-1 <
ed to him by his own brother. j

It is impossible for any one who has
observed the career of Leopold ofBelgium I
as a king, to have any other idea than i

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ti«U thi* priiKX i«» a man of cousuuiniate
address, tact and wi*dom. But, from
the memoirs ofMdllc. Cocbelet, it appearsthat, as a good-natured youug prince, he
exhibited in 181.5, the aem*. tact and
feeluig which have since distinguished
him in so eminent a degree. That he was
tlwronghly Aon enfant, as well as a sensi¬
ble man. appears from this, that w hen he
was about to marry our Princess Char¬
lotte, Mdlle. Cochelot wrote him a con¬

gratulatory letter, reminding him, en
l-trdinant, that though he was a prince,
about to become the son-in-law of a

mighty mouarch, lie had yet, as a soldier
of the coalition, made war on the sweet¬
meats of Madame Ilarville, in Champagne,and eaten, when quartered in her house,
a pot of comfilures, which he found in his
bed or sitting room.

Prince Irf-opold himself had told the
story to Mdle. Cocbelet. as an innocent
truth, m badmnnt. It speaks much for
his character, and for Mdle. Cochelet's
appreciation of it, that he took her rally¬
ing fti good part at a time that he was
about to bccomc the son-in-law of the
Prince liegent of England.
Md lie Cochelet continued to residewith

llortcnse during her sojourn at Constance,
and indeed, till she retired to Ai nemberg :
and it was at this period site occupied
herself in preparing her memoirs for the
press. AYhen the ex-Queen purchase*!
the Chateau at Arnemberg. Mdle. Coche¬
let who had become Madame Charles
Pasquin, also purchased a pied a terrt
near to it, called the Chateau of Sandegy.
There, or at Wolferg, she continued tore-
side until 1835, when she expired, after
a long and lingering illness, leaving her
memoirs unfinished at the end of the
(ourth volume. IIortei.se did not long
survive her. Sl«e died at Yirey, on the
5th of October, lfc>37, at the house of the
Duchess of Ilagusa, in the 54th year of
her age.

Md'lle Coehlet knew theex-Quc<n well,
for she had lived the greater portion of
her lite in liortense's society. They had
been brought up together at the famous
establishment of Madame Campau. at St.
Germain, a lady who had educated some
of the first women in France, and who
commenced life as lectrice de Mesdaxres
tiU.cs da Roi. At this establishment Bona¬
parte when First Consul, placed his
younger sister, Caroline, aftewards Queen
of Naples, and his adopted daughter,
Stephanie, afterwards (Jrand Duchess of
Babtu. We learn iiorn Md'lle Cochelet's
memoirs, that llortense left memoirs of
herself: but these have not as yet seen
the light: and iu their absence wc have
no such authentic details as given us in
the volumes of which we Lave been speak-
ng at some length.

LETTUCE A MILD POISON.
The different species of lettuce contain

i juice, which, when collected and dried,
las considerable resemblance to opium,[f the stem of the common lettuce, when
t is beginning to flower is wounded with
i knife, a milky juice exudes, which
'radually assumes a brown color, andfries into a friaWe mass, to which the
lame of leutucarium has by some w riters
>een given. The smell of tins substance
s strongly narcotic, reminding us of
?piuin : and its taste is slightly pungent,
>ut leaves a permanent bitter in the
nouth. It acts upon the brain after the
nanner of opium, and induces sleep.Like opium, this extract dissolves in
vater to the extent of al»out one half of
ts weight, and in this soluble portion the
larcotic virtue resides. The principalctive ingredient is supposed to be a sub-
lance named Uictucm, of which the crude
xtract contains about one fourth of its
reight. It contains other active sub-
tances, however, but the chemical nature
nd physiological action of these have
iot as yet been rigorously investigated.This lactucarium is one of the narcotics
n which many of us unconsciously in-
lulge. The eater of the green lettuce, ai
l salad, takes a portion of it in the juice>f the leaves he swallows ; and many of
ny readers, after this is jointed out to
hem, will discover, as we have done,
hat their heads are not unaffected after
ndulging freely in a lettuce salad. Eaten
it night it causes sleep: eaten duringhe day, it soothes, calms, and allays the
eudency to nervous irritability. And
.et, the lover of lettuce would probablyake it very much amiss if he were told
hat he was little better than incipientipium-eater, and his purveyor than the
tnium smugglers on the coast of China..
