all. To falter at the beginning, would tend
greatly to prejudico our prospects iu tho future-
and as th6 owners of ike real estate property
in our town are already beginning to reap very
decided benefits fiom the anticipated comple¬
tion of the work, all aro anxious to soe it com¬
mence! and car- icd on with as much expedition
as possible, which certainly will be thecase so
long as its management remains in the hands
ot the present oflicers of the company, if the
means be furnished promptly.
