description ofJaliien's "Firemen's Quad¬
rille," at Castle Garden, says:
" The whole thing is intensely Barnum-ish. Great is Barnum. He can make

humbug oat of even divine music.
" It is amazing howsuch a man ms Jul-

lien can stand up before an audience, and
lead off such an affair. He knows bet¬
ter. A man who can, as Jullien must
have done .violate his musical taste and
conscience by composing such a piece,and then deprave the public taste by per¬forming it.deserves, we were going to
say, instead of a benefit, to be drummed
out of the country at the tune and in the
rear of the old " machine" which plays
so striking a part in the performance."*
Now that "the great Jullien" has con¬

cluded his career in the United States,
with a loss to his undertakers, Beals &
Co., stated to be 820,000.it is time to
correct the false impression respecting
Jullien's real artistic merits, created by
the persevering, paid-puffing of the New
York Peter Funks of musical criticism.
In the first place, the bearing and man¬
ner of Jullien in the orchestra must sat¬
isfy any unprejudiced observer that he
was not a great artist. No man of real
genius or talent could possibly be indu¬
ced to make such a complete mountebank
of himself: while Jullien evidently enjoy¬
ed it, as the natural expression of his
character and organization. His face
and gestures, in conducting a piece ol
music, were most exquifiitely ludicrous,
the effect being heightened by his evident
unconsciousness of ridicule, and his in¬
tense self-complacency.
But the historical facts, respecting this

musical Joyce Iieth, whom Bainum has
finally undertaken to resurrectionise, set¬
tle the affair authoritatively. In London,
Jullien never was recognized either as

conductor, composer, or artist. The only
position he held ther£ was that of leader
of a cotillion band which furnished dan¬
cing music for balls and private parties,
at so much a night. His first pecuniary
success arose from his wife, who made up
and sold very exqui site boquets, in a lit¬
tle by-street in London, where they lived.
These boquets soon became the rage, and
the narrow street w;is daily blocked up
by the carriages of the aristocracy, wno
could not think of going to opera or
soiree without one of Madam Jullien *s
guinea boquets.

In a few years, M. und Madame Jullien
had amassed a handsome sum of money,and then the husband opened a saloon for
giving shilling concerts, at which polkas.
quadrilles, and waltzes were played, to
audiences unable to appreciate music of
a higher order. The attempt upon the
guillibility of Americans, to pafcs M. Jul¬
lien off as a great artist and composer,
was one of the greatest pieces of impu¬
dence on record; and the fact that the
speculation has failed, is highly credit-

public, and will operate as a check upon
similar experiments in the future.

Messrs. Editors: Knowing the facts,
permit me to assure you that the Turks'
Island Royal Gazette (from which youpublished extracts on yesterday concern¬
ing the real cause of Mr. Nelson's im¬
prisonment) is not truthful. That paper
is supported by voluntary contributions
from the Judge, his legal and magisterial
friends, and others of the cabal at Turks'
Island, who have always been the wan¬
ton enemies of my successor in the con¬
sulate there, and of all the most worthy
public officers of the colony. That dirty-
t'aced print has not thirty subscribers, to
my certain knowledge, and its columns
have, for a long time, been distinguished
for false, libelous, vituperative, and vul¬
gar assaults upon every gentleman it dare
assail. It is the mouth-piece of the evil
gang that designed the train of circum¬
stances that led to Mr. Nelson's arrest;
and no American consul at Turks' Island
may ever hope to escape its wanton at¬
tacks and misrepresentations. The Ex¬
ecutive of the Colony, the Colonial Sec¬
retary, the Crown Commission®!-, the Re¬
ceiver General, nor any respectable pub¬
lic officer there, (with hardly two excep¬
tions,) will countenance the Gaxette, or

its friends and supporters. Therefore, no
person here should regard what it may
say of Cousul Nelson's affair, as it is the
organ of his persecutors, who are a small
fact:on of ruffians who have always been
enemies to law, justice, truth, peace, and
gentility at Turts* Island. The Royal
Standard, of Grand Turk, is the only re-

liab'e paper of the place. It is the gov¬
ernment organ, and is also a respectable
journal. Its pages are not soiled by t ul-
garity or indecency. It is fair and truthful

I shall never hesitate to speak the
truth I: Jldly when a just necessity calls
for it; and I would utter nothing here
I could not substantiate by a double wit¬
ness. In view, then, of Mr. Nelson s

case, let me ask if our consuls may any
where be persecuted with impunity, under
the cloak of law ? Are our consuls to
be imprisoned abroad for the most trivial
offences imaginable, which are the result
of unbearable provocation froin the very
officers of law themselves, with nothmg
bat design prompting their unnecessary
interference ? If so, there are no " rights,
powers, privileges, and immunities,
secured to our consuls not subject to

the will of bad men. Who believes that
England would not demand of this coun¬

try wonderful damages, and an humble
apology for the imprisonment of one of
her consuls for any thing short of the
most heinous offence? The imprison¬
ment of Consul Nelson affords a good
opportunity for defining what consular
rights, Ac., are. This important and
highly necessary branch of our govern¬
mental machinery has received too little

We have heard the story from several

The consul had nojurisdiction
in the case, and was obliged to set him
free. Revolvers were exhibited by Bing¬
ham during the whole time, and Mr. Van
AJstyne states that Susan was also armed
with a revolver. At Aspinwall, while
the passengers were on their way from
the cars to the hotel, afcrat ten o'clock
in the evening, Bingham was shot in the
hack, the ball enteringjust above the hip.
He immediately feU, and was taken to the
hotel, where a physicaaa examined the
wounds, and declared thew was no hope
of his rvK^very. It is not known who
shot him, various surmises are afloat.
Bingham is presented to be a married

man, with a wife two children, some¬
