¦say not know whether the aot constitutes ar
offenoe, and a resort to a Commissioner may be
to gain information. The Commissioner, be
fore issuing bis warrant to arrest, should know
all the facts, the time when, and the plactwhere the offence is charged to have been com¬
mitted. A written oomplaint is useful, if not
strio>ly necessary.
The Commissioner is the proper person to

write the complaint, thereby relieving thecomplainant from paying oosts, that would not be
taxed in his favertf-paad.

The Russian Treaty Ratified .The Senate

have promptly confirmed the treaty with Rus¬
sia. On Saturday last, it will be recollected,
that we announced its formation and that it
was to be duly signed in form on that day..
It was communicated to the Senate yesterday
morning. The fact that not a single legislative
day intervened between sending it into the
Senate and its ratification, proves that it is an
eminently wise measure on the part of the
President and Seoretary of State. Suoh et-
dorsements from tho U. S. Senate are the
proper rebuke for the insane ravings of the
New York Htrald and its allies against the
foreign policy of those who now oontrol the
government of our oountry.
Mr. Gerrit Smith's Triumph..This gen¬

tleman is really to be complimented on the ]
.uooess of his labors in superiadu:ing yester¬
day's action in Committee of the Whole on the
Navy appropriation bill, whereby it was voted
to abolish the spirit ration in the Navy. The
reform is a great one, indeed. Much of the
notorious and deplorable habit of Navy sailors
in making beasts of themselves with liquor, is
fairly attributable to the fact that its use as
an ordinary beverage has been legalised in
the service up to this facur. The sailors in the
American merchant service have become, asa
class, far more temperate of late years, than
foimerly. This is principally the result of the
.-anishment cf the spirit ration in well regala-
ted merchant ships. It strikes us ag very high
time thai Congress took measures to adopt the
rule in the Navy which, in hundreds, if not
thousands of private ships has been demon¬
strated to work well indeed, for the interest of
the class upon whom it must operate, and, indi¬
rectly, on all oonneoted with them.
The Amended Homestead Bill..It is not

to be doubted that this measure will be most
vigorously opposed in the House. We have al¬
ready heard enough to satisfy us that a <}t>n-1
eiderable force have made up their minds if
possible to provant i s enactment, even if it
may be necessary to defeat the general appro,
priation bills in so doing. We have no idea,
however, that ary such result can be brought
about, regarding it as certain that the appro¬
priation bills will pass; and also the amended
ilomeetead measure, at the next, if not at this
session.
Russian America.We havo every reason

to believe that the next European steamer will
bring a formal offer from Russia to sell us her
North American possessions. Tho last steam¬
er, it is said in diplomatic circles here, brought
out an offioial " feeler" to the end of the trans¬
fer, which leads to the conolusion that the
formal offer is speedily to follow.

Russia's American possessions are of no

earthly use to her, and ready money is just
now of much importance to tho Czar. It is
yet very questionable, in our mind, whether
the United States have any thing to gain by
making the purchase, however.

eight years since, a women named HannahParker was arrested, tried and found guilty oithe murder of her infant. The proof of herguilt was conclusive, but upon her trial some
exceptions were reserved for the considerationof the Supreme Court, and she was remanded
to jail to await their action. In the SupremeCourt the case was continued from term to
term fur six or seven years, she in the mean¬while making the jail her headquarters, buthaving a very wide range of jail yardThe Supreme Court at the last session re¬versed the former judgment, and she was againbrought up for trial.
