SKOTHIBE'J TO DEATH.

A Tnlr of (he CtRfmimal.
The preparations had been made for a

prand festival in the Cbarch of the Mag¬
dalen, at Girgcnti, and, according to the
usage on such occasions, the whole in¬
terior was decorated with .flowers and
tapestry. The workmen had quitted the
sacred cdificc in a body at mid-day: and.
throughout, reigned that solemn and pe¬
culiar stillness which, in the temples o*
the Catholic faith, is felt to exercise an
influence the most edifying and .sublime.

Remain
where you arc for a few minutes, while I
proceed to the confessional which I have
indicated, and you will indeed be wonder-
struck by this extraordinary freak of
Nature."
The architect hastened away: but he

had not proceeded many paces, when the
marquis heard a significant whisjicr.the
jmrport of which sufficed in an instant
to agitate his whole.frame with the most
fearful emotions. He htcod transfixed to
thegrouna, as though he had been touched
by a wand of enchantment.his features
pale and rigid as the marble; while the
extreme attentiveness jwrtrayed in his
ordinarily tranquil visage betokened that
some tidings of awful import were falling
upon his ears. He moved not a limb:
he scarcely breathed ; he was like one
standing on the brink of the precipice,-
iu the horror of an impending fall into
the abyss, and his rolling eyeballs and
visibly throbbing heart were the only
sijgns of existence.
