CENSUS OF GREAT BRITAIN.

a summary of the information, in 1851,

ting the oeccu
the people of Great Britain, are arranged
according to a new classification. There
is, first, the class engaged in the general
or local government of-the country. In
this class there are 71,191 men above 20
years of age; 37,689 are in the civil ser-
vice of the nation, and 29,785 are in of-
fices of local government. The number
of magistrates is 2,302, and of policemen
18,348. The second class comprises the
persons en in the defence of the
country. The sctive force was 1 in 158
of the population. Of every 100 officers
there were 68 effectives and 32 non-effec-
tives. The third class containg the three
learned professions, with their immediate
subordinates. Their number was 110,-
730, or about 37,000 each. There were
17,621 clergymen, and 1,093 Roman
Catholic priests; 3,111 barristers, and
13,256 attorneys and writers to the sig
net; 2,358 physicians, and 15,163 sur-
geons. Eight women are returned under
the title “ Scripture reader, missionary,
or itinerant preacher. ’ -

The fourth comprises the literary class.
The authors, writers, and literary men
number 2,866 persons, to whom are add-
ed 8,600 artists, architects, &e., (doubt-
less including many drawing-masters and
builders,) 496 professors of science, 38,-
378 male teachers, and 71,966 school-
mistresses and governeSses—the latter
returned as 21.373. The 5th class, a
most important one, are the wivis and
children at home. In 1851 there were
3,461,524 wives in Great Britain, of
whom ome in four was engaged in some
extraneous occupation; and 795,590
widows, of whom two in three were re-
ferred to occupations in other classes.

The sixth class consists of persons en-
tertaining, clothing, and performing per-
sonal offices for others. There were
28,881 innkeepers. The domesticservants
were above 1,000,000 ; 133,626 males and
905,165 females ; one third of the latter
under 20 years of age.  There were above
270,000 sﬁocmakers and nearly the same
number of dress-makers, besides 72,750
scamstresses or shirtmakers, and 12,7
staymakers. . This whole class comprises
2,320,173 persons.
field of labor for young women, who as
they advance in years, marry and re-enter
the fifth class. About half the women
of Great Britain 20 years old are entered
in the fifth or (married) class; nearly a
fourth in this sixth class.

The English paper from which we take
these statistics, thus concludes its epi-
tome of the * Population Tables.”

7th. The seventh class contains per-
sons who buy or sell, keep, let -or lend
money, houses or goods,.but not includ-
ing such shop keepers as grocers or tal-
low chandlers, who are returned as deal-
ing in particular descriptions of articles.

The carrying class comes next,
and includes 285,686 men and 100,345
boys: 1,597 women are toll collectors,
and 2 are in the telegraph service.

Oth. Next comes the agricultural class,
with woodmen and gardeners; it num-
bers 2,390,568 persons, of whom 385,193
are boys below 20. Of the men above
20,277,816 are professedly farmers or
graziers, 824,587 out-door laborers, and
169,452 indoor farm servants; 27,986
woman are returned as farmers, One-
fourth the men in Great Britain are in-
cluded in this ninth class.

10th. The tenth class comprises 100,-
202 persons engaged about animals—
horse-dealers and the like: bat-catchers
and mole-hunters come under this class :
there are 2,062 men whose lives are
passed in hunting and destroying noxious
animals. OUne man calls himself * an
apiarian.”’ -

11th. Artisans, machinists and handi-
craftsmen, are numbered next; and, ad-

derived from (12) the animal, (13) the veg-
etable, and (14) the mineral kingdom, we
find 2,250,369 men, 550,759 women 615,-

trades, mechanical arts, handicrafis and
manufactures, in all move than 3,700,000
persons.

15th. A number of persons arereturned
indefinitely as ¢ laborers”—377,472 men
and 9,079 women ; the class is supposed
to include many who are ready to take
the place of any one that falls out of the
ranks in any kind of labor.

16th. Persons of independent means,
not otherwise classed—10,614 are return-
ed as gentlemen, and 15,318 as gentlewo-
men ; 23,032 man and 121.222 women as
annuitants.

17th. Persons supported by the com-
munity. In regard to 157,402 persons,
we have no account of. their occupation
but that they were paupers, lunatics,
prisoners, or vagrants. There were also
76,250 males and T08,814 females of
whose’ condition no return was made.
The total number of indoor paupers in
England and Wales, was 126,488, or 1 in
142 of the population; in Scotland, 5,43%.
There were 26,855 persons in criminal and
debtors’ prisons in Great Britain, or 1 in
785 of the population : and 18,803 in lu-
natic asylams, or 1 in 1,115.

A HUNDRED YEARS A€0: THE HIGH-
WAYNEN.

Only thres summers since, a French
gentleman was in the Highlands, and
gazing with some surprise at the tranquil
and orderly scenes around him, and say-
ing that his friends at Paris had advised

[ him to come upon his journey well pro-

vided with pistol and sword, since, as
they bid him bear in mind “ you are go-
ing to the country of Rob Roy!” We
can scarce blame these Parisians for so
faithfully remembering that little more
than a hundred years ago Rob Roy was
able to levy his *“ black mail” on all who
came beneath the shadow of his moun-
tains. But they might at least with
equal reason have applied the same ad-
vice to England; for much less than a
hundred years sgo, the great thorough-
fares near London, and, above al, the
open heaths, as Bagshot and Hounslow,
were infested by robbers on horseback,
who bore the pame of highwaymen.
Booty these men were determined by
some means or other to obtain. In the
teign of George L. they stuck up hand-
bills at the gates of many known rich
men in London, torbidding any of them
on pain of death to travel from town
without a watch or with less than ten
guineas of money. Private carriages
and public convevances were alike the
objects of attack.

Thus, for instance, in 1775, Mr. Nutt-
all, the solicitor and friend of Lord Chat-
ham, returning from Bath in his carriage,
with his wife and child, was stopped and
fired at near Hunslow, and died of the
fright. In the, same way the guard of
the Norwich stage (& man of different
metal from the lawyer) was killed in Ep-
ping Forest, after he had himsself shot
dead three highwaymen out of seven that
assailed him.  Let it not be supposed
that such examples were but few and far
between ; they might, from the records
of that time, be numbered by the score ;
although in most cases the loss was
ratber of property than life. These out.
rages appear to have increased in frc-
quency towards the close of the American
war. lHorace Walpole, writing from
Strawberry Hill, at that time, complains
that having lived there in quiet for thirty
ycars, he cannot now stir a mile from s
own house, after sunset, without one or
two servants armed with blunderbusses
Some men of rank at that period—¥Ea:}
Berkeley above all —were famed for their
skill and courage in dealing with such as-
sailants. One day—so runs the story—
Lord Berkeley, traveling after dark on
Hounslow Heath, was awakened from &
slumber by a strange face at his carri
window and a loaded pistol at his breast.
«I have you now, my lord,” said the in-
truder, ‘after all your boasts, as I hear,
that you would never let yourself be
robbed !” “Nor would I now,” said
Lord Rerkeley, ];utting his hand into his
pocket, as though to draw forth his purse,
“but for that fellow peeping over your
shoulder.” " The highwayman hastily
turned round  to look at this unexpected
intrnder, when the earl, pulling out in.
stead of a purse a pistol, shot him dead

upon the spot.—Lord Mahon’s History
of England.
