One hund.ed feet square of
ground, properly manured and culUvatej witii the
spade, will produce more vegetable* than enough ,or
th<« use of any family in the District of Columbia
The labor ofthe cultivation of such a garden divned
among three or four will not take more than an
average of an hour's unit of each, daily, while each
such cu.UVator will profit greatlv in health and
strength, and probably thus save $5 in doctor's bills
otherwise to be ^aid. Our advice to all who can
appropriate even as little ground as ten feet square
to a garden, is, go U, gardening with aa liule delay
as possible.
