WASHINGTON NEWS AND GOSSIP.
Costa Rica’s Designs on the Nicaraguan
Government.—We have received the following
¢ mmuniocatior upon this subject :

Messrs. Editors :—My attention has been
called to a I:ragngh which appeared in
Friday last’s issue of estimable paper under
this head : “ Costa Pica’s d s on the Nica

raguan Isthmus.’’ In that article you express
an epinion adverse to the right Costa Rica has
always claimed to the sovereignty of the Iath-
mus in an equal extent with Nicaragua.
Probably you are only acquainted with one
side of the cage. However, it is not my in-
tention now to discuss its merits. ‘I he matter
has been several times submitted to the exam-
ination of the United States Government, who

could not fail to recognize the titles preferred
by Costa Rioca.

What I now beg to remark is, that in ex-
pressing your views on the subject, you should
ascribe the recent actiom of Costa Rica to a
desire of taking American travel and freight
for passing over the Isthmus and to a hostile
feeling against Americans and their interests.

hese representations, Mesgrs. Editors, allow
me to 8ay, arein Contradiction with facts. Yeu
know very well that the holders of the charter
granted by Costa Rica, are American citizens.
You know very well that the grantees are
only bound to an a very small consideration;
(nominal we should call it, when taking into
account the impurtanco of the affair) which
circumstance will enabis themn to lower the
rates of passage and fre:ght; while it proves
Costa Rica is not anxious totax American
commerce. You know very well that if a new
line owned and managed by Americans, such
as the Costa Rica Transit Company is intended
to be, should be established on the Isthmus,
‘he necessary result weuld be to create a com-
petition with the old Nicaragua line—the
cheapning of passage and freight, the improve
ment of accommodation, and a thousand other
advantages for the general benefit of the
Ameriean traveling public. You know very
well that the privileges of the Nicaragua Com-
pany have only eight years more to run, at the
expiration of which term the right of way will
cease; but the Costa Rican Company has ob-
taized twenty years, which is another advan-
tage for the publio.

I trust Messrs. Editors, you will have the
goedness to give place to this letter in the
columns of your journal, for the sake of im-
partiality and truth, the paramount duties of
your position. You will exceedingly oblige
your most obedient, AN OBSERVER.

Note on the above Communication.—With
all due respect for the highly respectable gen-
tleman who has favored us with the above
communication, we beg leave to say that he
has not tcld the whole story. Costa Rica,
without the consent of Nicaragua, annexed to
herself the southernmost portion of the terri-
tory of the latter, the northern boundary of
which is the San Juan river, to a point fifteen
leagues below Lake Nicaragua. From 1514.
up to the date of the acts above referred
to, (if our historical recollection is not at
fault,) there was no question as to the identi-
ty of the section of country in question with
Nicaragua. So far as that portion of it bor-
dering the San Juan river is coneerned, how-
ever, the acts of dismemberment and annexa-
tion were never consummated; Costa Rica
never acquiring a practical control of it; as
from time immemorial, to this hour, it re.
mains an integral part of Micaragua, except
wherein Great Britain, by force of arms and
without the slightest shadow of right, dispos-
sessed the latter of jurisdiction of the mouth
of the river, under the pretence that that iz a
pertion of the dominions of the bogus Mos-
quito King. Costa Rica has resorted to every
possible expedient to induce Nicaragua to ac-
knowledge her coequality of jurisdiction over
the San Juan by virtue of her unauthorized
and illegal act of annexing to herself the
southern province of Nicaragua, to which we
refer above. She (Costa Rica) has gone so
farin this work as justly to involve herself in
the suspicion of responsibility, in part, for
England’s act of dispossessing Nicaragua of
the port of San Juan in favor of the Mosquito
King. She denies the fact, though the diplo-
matic world have not generally credited her
denial. However, she has never for a day
held practical jurisdiction over the river, the
right to navigate which she has assumed, as our
correspondent explains in his communication,
to cede away for “a very small consideration.”
Indeed, so far as jher legal right to do acy
such thing under such circumstances is con-
cerned, she has just as much right to cede to
a company the navigation of the Thames, the
Seiue, or the Potemac. As for cheapening
the rates oi freight and passage over the
Isthmus—that’s all fol-de-rol; for they are
now notoriously down to absolute cost; this
policy having been fourd necessary on the
part of those controling that transit, in their
competition with the other existing lines of
transit between our Atlantic and Pacific ports.
The American parties who are in the Costa
Rica speculation are, probably, only after sell-
ing to “ green 'uns” their charter, entertain-
ing no design, we presume of burning their
fingers by spending their money in the vain
effort to avail themselves of privileges which
the grantor had no valid right to cede away.
Whenever Costa Rica cam get possession of
the San Juan, it will be time enough for her
to grant a charter to navigate that stream.
Until then, all she may do in that way wil.
continue to look as though only designed to
embarrass the navigation of the river by those
Americans who have already expended mil.
lions in perfecting the transit to California by
that route. As this cannot be done without
grievousinjury to the existing commerce of the
United States, we take it for granted that the
Government of our country will not stand idly
by and witness the consummation of any plans
tothatend, should parties befound sofoolhardy
as to undertake them, which, by the by, we
do not believe.

LATER FROM EUROPE.
THE AMERICA’'S NEWS.

Yesterday, we announced the arrival of the
steamer Amer'ca with one week’s later news
from Europe, the details arriving too late for
our evening issue. This morning we have
dispatches giving details of the news, from
which we learn that Sevastopol has not yet
been taken by the allies, nor does that event
appear any more likely of early achievement
than at the date of our previous advices. The
bombardment commenced on the 17th ult.,

but up to the 2Ist little damage had been done
to the fortifications. Frequent sorties were
made by the Russians, and the results of these
engagements are seen in the arrival of five
steamers at Constantinople, with the wounded,
It was supposed that after a few days contin-
uance of the bombardment, an attempt would
be made to storm the garrison. The Russian
army 45,000 strong, was hovering around the
allied camp.

Affairs between Austria and Prussia wear a
threatening appearance. Austria is reported
to have summoned Prussia to withdraw her
troops from the Galacian frontier. The whole
Austrian army had been put upon a war foot-
ing. Actual hostilities between Austria and
Russia were confidently expected at Vienna.

The French Emperor has refused our Min-
ister to Spain, Mr. Soule, permission to pass
through France on hjs return to Madrid.
What our Government will say to this is hard
to copjecture. :

The London Post considers the acquisition of
Samana by the United States to be virtuall
if not absolutely the annexation of St. Do-
mingo.

Fiom both Fggland and France we have in-
telligence of the embarkment of further troops
for the seat of war. Another Arctic expedi-
tion i8 to be sent out from England in Spring
to search for the remains of Sir John Frank-
lin and his party. Dr. Rea is to have the
command.

From Spain we learn that Mr. Soule’s re-
turn to Madrid had caused mu:h excitement,
and efforts were made to induce the Spanish
government to demand his recall. Between
French fears and Spanish hostility, Mr. Soule
has some caance of being elevated into a hero.
Queen Isabella had abandoned the idea of ab-
dicating, and a new movement of the Legiti-
mists was antiipated.

The commercial news is important. Flour
had advanced Zs., wheat 6d. to 9d., and corn
from 3s to 4s. per quarter. Cotton was un-
changed but firm. Consols closed at 94§.
I'he Bank of England had reduced its rate of
discount.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR.

Lord Raglan and Marshal Canrobert had
formally summoned Sevastopol to surrender,
and required that the women and children
and the sick should be sent away, and that
flags should be hoisted on the hospitals.

The allied army &s divided into siege army
and army of observation. The latter is post-
ed on the extensive table land whioh separates
Balaklava from Sevastopol, accessible only
from two points.

On the 2d, 5:h and 11th of Osctober, the gar-
rison at Sevastopol made sorties and destroyed
some small work.

On the evening of the 5th, a convoy of trans-
ports, with 4,000 Russians, sucoeeded in enter-
ing Sevastopol.

The allies number 110,000 men at Sevasto-
pol, and 8,000 additional French troops were
ready to embark from Marseilles on the 21st,
and 8,000 Turks from Varna. .

Letters say that the aliies have 300 guns in
their batteries, and after a few days’ firing, an
attempt will be made to storm the garrison,
which is estimated at 40,000 men.

Admiral Machinoff, who commanded at Sin-
ope, is the commandant at Sevastopol. le has
published an address, saying that he will de-
fend it to the last, and thatany one is welcome
to shoot him if he does not.

Adyvices from Constantinople to the 13th say
that the Russians had retaken Eupatoria, the
English garrison of 500 men retiring with the
loss of one gun. This, however, is denied by
the English papers.

The allies have sent a force, under General
Bosquete and Achmet Pacha, to Perekop, to
prevent the advance of the Russians.

THE LATEST.
There is nothing of importance from St.
Petersburg. i
At Bevastopol, on the 31st, the operations of
the besiegers continued, their fire being effee-

wag killed. The Turks began the battle by
besieging the citadel of Gumri, when the Rus-
sian corpe which formerly defeated the Turks
at Bajagid advanced to the resoue from Eri-
van, but were repulsed and shut in in one of
the defiles, suffering considerable loss.

COMMERCIAL.
LiverprooL, Saturday, moon.—Cotton—The
market is unchanged, but firm, with sales of
between 7,000 and 8,000 bales.

TWO WEEKS LATER FROM CALIFORNIA.
The steamer North Star arrived at New
York last evening with two weeks later news
from Ualifornia. She brings the mails, $1,-
700,000 in gold, and 526 passengers.
THE YANKEE BLADE WRECKED.

The steamer Yankee Blade left San Fran-
cisco on the 30th of September for Panama,
and was wrecked on the following day. She
had on board 800 passengers, besides her
crew and firemen, when she struck the reef
rocks, off Point Arguello, 15 miles above Point
Conception. :

A heavy fog hung upon the coast, whioh
was the cause of the disaster. The captain
supposed the steamer to be twenty miles from
the coast at the time of the disaster. The
scene among the pessengers is represented to
have been awful, fifteen of whom perished be-
fore they were rescued. The following are all
the names of the lost that are given: Four
children of Mrs. Longstown, Mrs Breman and
child; Mrs. Sumner and child; Mrs. Smith and
child, wife of Messrs. Smith, Brothers & Co.;
Mr. Moore and child, and Frank Mitchell.

There was a terrible scene of pillage on
board after she struck, and before the passen-
gers were rescued by the steamship Goliah.
All the specie on board, amounting to $153,000,
was lost. The ship is a total wreck, having
soon washed to pieces.

A FORGERY.

Henry Meigs has committed forgeries of
Comptroller’s warrants, the stock of Califor-
nia, papers, &3., to the extent of $1,600,000,
and decamped for parts unknown, with his
brother, John G. Meigs, in the bark American,
which they purchased, stored, and armed for
the purpose.

The trial of Colonel Walker, ex-President of
Senora, is progressing.

A BATTLE IN THE PACIFIC.

A French fleet, consisting of three frigates
and a sloop of war, arrived at San Francisco
on the 3d inst. They had, in conjunction with
the English fleet, made an attack on the Rus-
sian town and fort of Petropoulowski, in Kam-
schatka.

The English and French were repulsed with
a loss variously estimated at from one hun-
dred to about douole that number. The Brit-
ish Admiral Price, who commanded the com-
bined fleet, was killed by a pistol shot during
the engagement, and it is supposed accident-
ally shot himself,

Two Russian vessels had been captured by
the allies. The British ships sailed aftewards
for Vancouver’s Island.

Kaxsas ExicrANTs Coxine Back —Many
of the emigrants sent out by the Anti-Slavery
Society to take possession of the Territory of
Kansas, are coming back sick of the under-
taking. We find in the Buston Atlas some ac-
counts from one of their emissaries. The At-
las says:

“A young Milk street clark, who went out
with the September party, from Boston, writes
to his friends a most doleful account of his
sufferings. He says, that after reaching Kan
sas City, he aud others of the party started on
foot, gun in hand, for their new location Ou
their way, he says, they were obliged to slesp
in the hay gathered in the fieids, purchasin g
a quart of milk from an Indian squaw for
twenty-five eents, to moisten their hard food :
that, upon reaching their destination, they
found the accommodations to be a few over
crowded tents, and they were obliged to camp
in the open air. The iand now unclaimed i«
some distance from the river, and is bare of
wood.

‘ In addition, he says it is necessary to keop
a vigilant eye upon their effects, for fear of
their disappearance. He declares that of the
party of one hundred and sixty who left with
him, at least ninety are on their way back to
the eastward, well satisfied that they are not
fitted to settie a new and unbroken country.”
