The S8ound Dues of Denmark.—Some time
since, we called the attention of the country
to the efforts of the Government to obtain
peacefully the abrogation of that intolerable
tax whioh ‘presoription’” alone has saddled
upon the commerce of all nations. Subse-
juently, the movement of Mr. Walker, of
New York, in the House of Representatives,
saused official information on the subject to be
spread before the public. It is understood
here that, since then, Mr. Bedinger has been
iaboriously pushing the matter with the
Danish Government. His labors in this con-
1ection have attracted no little attention in
Lurope.

Some months ago, a very able pamphlet on
‘h@ history, &c., of the Sound dues up to the
‘ommencement of 1853, appeared in the Ger-
aan language at Bremen. The Cologne Ga-
sette, & paper of great erudition and 1nfluence,
188 & late article on the subject, which we
1ave caused to be translated, as follows :

‘“‘Has not the proper time arrived when
omething more than mere reduction of this
iefarious imposition can be effected ? The
nergetic position which the United States
1ave lately taken, puts this matter. in a calm
nd digunified manner, on the grcund assumed
)y the German Hansa in the iourteenth cen-
ury. Already, in 1848, the question of Sound
lues was started by the United States, but it
tell asleep again in 1349, because Count
Moitke, in appealing to the magnanimity of
the United States, urged that the discussion
be deferred to a more pacific time, and be-
cause Mr. FKlenniken, the representative of
the United States at Copenhagen, apprehend-
ed that England and Prussia were opposed to
the measure, as the Sound dues were pledged
or mortgaged to the former (England) for the
payment of interest, and as the latter (Rus-
sia) regarded Helsingfor as its ‘mostimportant
sea-police station.”  All at once, however, on
the i8th of July, 1853, the State Department
at Washington takes up the negotiatioms of
1848, and the new envoy, Mr. Henry; Bedinger,
is directed most earnesily to urge this subjoc:
‘affecting so injuriously important interests of
the United States*  The Secretary of State,
Mr. Marcy, cannot understand how the United
States ean be bound by the circumstances that
some Kuropean powers, by treaties with which
the United States had no concern, agreed to
the payment of Sound dues, or how they
should tolerate a manifest wrong any longer
for 1o other reason than that ot hnving ao
quiesced in it for a considerable time. ‘Noth-
ing,” eays Mr. Marcy, ‘has been more remote
from the purpore of our Government, from
the day on which it was ushered into exist-
ence, than that of surreudering to any power
its right of using the ocean as the highway ot
commerce. This right we claim, and will use
all proper means 1o secure to us the full en-
Joyweut of in every quarter of theglobe.” Mr.
Bedinger. then, in a letter of Uctober 13, 1853,
asks permission to offer sowe indemnity or
equivalent to the Danish Government for the
Sound duee; but Mr. Marcy replies immedi
ately from Wasbington : ‘That the President
Jeclines authorizing bim to offer to the Danish
Juvernment any compensgation fur the re-
moval of that as a favor, which he has demand-
ad as a right;’ and the House of Representa-
tives confirms by a resolu ion of 30th Decem-
ber, 1853, this view of the subject. On the 1st
of April, of this year, Mr. Bedinger received
trom the Danish Minister a communication
that the Danich Charge at Washington had
been instructed to request the American Goy-
ernment to defer pressing this question until
the political horizon in Europe shall assume a
more trapquil aspect. ‘Thus stands the case
lhe European treaties bave expired, and the
Uunited States, on their part, have at last
orought back the question to its original and
only correct point of view. 'The United States
have, by their resolute steps, alse made strong-
er the existing necessity ior European diplo-
wacy—not (0 pass over or lose sight of the
old question at a new Vienna Congress, as in
1814-'15, and to eolve it more satisfactorily

thaa was done by the frustrated Conventions
of 1841-48

Hopes of the Safety of the Albany.—We
learn that there has been forwarded to the
Navy Department a letier from the Master of
the Albany, addressed to his father, and writ-
ten just as the ship was about to leave Aspin-
wall, in which it is stated that she was about
to go through the Mono Pass—that is, to make
the voyage on the south side of Cuba. Atl
this season, the winds prevailing along her
contemplated route are notoriously bafiling,
such as would compel her to ¢ beat’’ nearly,
if not throughout, the entire voyage. In that
oasge, it is thought by naval officers here that
her passage has not been a remarkably long
ope. The receipt of the letter in question has
certainly generated hopes that she mayyet be
safe.

Florida Land Title.—A case has just come
under our notice invelving an important prin-
ciple in regard to foreign titles: An action of
ejectment was brought in the State Court by
a party holding under a Spanisk title against
a vendee of the United States, and the Spanish
grant was sustained. The United BStates’
Deputy Surveyor accordingly exesuted a sur-
vey of the Spanish claim, and it was laid
down oo the official plats, subject to the de-
cision of the General Land Office. On review,
that office held that as the Spanish title had
not been confirmed by a law of Congress, nor
by the judicial tribunals, which had been
specially organized under a law of Congress
for the purpose of adjudicating and confirm-
ing titles, the survey was executed without au-
thority of law, and in contravention of the
practice of the Department. It was, there-
fore, not competent for the ministerial officers
of the Department to interpose for the protec-
tlon of the Spanich title, and no relief could
be extended 1n the case unless Congress should
otherwise order by special enactment.

The New North Carclina Senators.—North
Carolina is to be congratulated upon her re-
cent choice of Senators. Gov. Reid and Asa
Biggs have both served in the House of Rep
resentatives of the United States, and are well
known as public men. Neither of them is
brilliant, yet both have in their composition
elements of great value to the State. They
are modest, experienced, conservative of prin-
ciples, konorable, sagacious, well-informed,
and in all repects reliable gentlemen, and
cannot fail to at onoe take rank as two of the
very foundation pillars of the Democratic
party in Congress. They are, indeed, just the
men to suceeed to the position once filled by
Nat Macon, both of them being disciples of
his political school.

Pay, &c, of Fremont's Battalion—The
fourth scetion of the Army appropriation act
of August 5, 1854, provides that the men of
Fremont’s battalicn shall be entitled “to all
the benefits of all the acts of Congress pro-
viding for the enrolment of volunteers in the
Mexican war.”” Under this provision, a sailor
in the United States Navy, who had served on

for the three months' extra pay granted by
the act of July 19, 1848, to those soldiers who
had served out their term or been bomorably
discharged. It was held that theee volunteers
were entitled to the benefits of the aots of
May 13 and June 18, 1846, in respeot to pay
service and traveling allowance; to bounty
land under the act of February 11, 1847; to
the allowance for clothing provided by the aot
of January 26, 1848, as construed by the Gen-
eral Order (No. 23) of the War Department,
dated May 3, 1848; but that the 5th section of
the act of July 19, 1848, granting extra pay to
those who had served out their terms, and
which was enacted after the conclusion of the
war, could not possibly be construed to be an
act ‘‘to provide for the enrolment of volun
teers in the Mexican wer.”” The claim was,
therefore, rejected.

——

wich Islands—that is, that this Government
were not making extraordinary exertions, as
alleged, for their aoquisition, and that no
treaty to that end was looked for to arrive in
Washington, as insisted by the Herald, Tri-
bune, et id omne genus. We call attention to
this change in the Sandwish Islands stories of
these journals, as affording further evidence
of the almost imvariable correctness of the
information concerning American public af-
fairs which appears in the columns of the
Star, )

Dispatches Received.—Donn Piatt, Esq.,
United States Seoretary ef Legation at Paris,
reached Washington this morning, bearing im-
portant dispatches, it issupposed, from Measrs.
Mason and Buchanan, with letters from Mr.
Soule, written while in Paris, on his way to
Madrid. Mr. P. was this morning closeted
with the Secretary of State, and afterwards
for some time with the Secretary of War, Up
to the moment at which we go to press nothing
is known as to the contents of the packages
which came to the Government by Mr. P.’s
hands. it seems to be understood, to-day,
that Mr. Piatt returns to his post by the first
outward bound Liverpool steamer. That is, by
the Baltic on her return trip.

INTERFBIING FROM EUROPE.

Arrival of the Steamer Baltic.
FOUR DAYS LATER NEWS.

uguinary Battle.—The Allies terribly eut
up —Sebastopol still holds out.—Decline
in Breads -

Nzw Yorx, Nov. 26,—The American steam-
er Baltic arrived at Sandy Hook last night at
twelve o’clock, having made another ¢ plendid
voyage. She reached the eity this morning
at nine o’clock, bringing Liverpool dates to
the 15th instant, being four days’ later than
the advices received per steamer Canada.

The Baltic brings 148 passengers, amongst
them the Hon. Reverdy Johnson, D. Platt,
Secretary of the Legation at Paris and bearer
of dispatches. The Baltic left Liverpool at
2 p. m,, on the 15th.

he British Parliament has been farther
prorogued to the 14th of December.

Charles Kemble, the distinguished actor is
dead. He was seventy-nine years of age.

The report from the Crimea of the massa-
ore of the English light cavalry under Lord
Cardigan is mainly confirmed. "3 charged
a Russian battery of thirty guns lost fou
hundred killed. Only two hundred returned.

Although no general action had been fought
from the 26th of October to the 5th of Novem-
ber, the interval is described as one incessant
combat.

It is renorted that Lord Raglan has sus-
pended the Earl of Cardigan from his com-
mand for his rashness in the charge which re-
sulted so disastrously at Balaklava.

The Allied armies are almost overmatched.
and most urgent requests have been sent home
tor instant relief and fresh re-inforcements.
Fifty thousand Frenchmen are to be in-
stantly sent, and every available steamer is
taken up at England, including the Europa,
Alpr, Indiana, New York, and others, to hurry
forward the much needed relief te the Crimea.
On the 4th of November, there was a most
sanguinary engagement, and on the 5th, a ter-
rible combat, including & sortie and general
assault upon the Allied army, by the Russia: s
under Prince Menschikoff. The battle lasted
from daybreak until 4 o’clock, £ m. Botk
sides claimed the victory. The English tcok
some hundred prisoners. The Russians storm-
ed several batteries, and silenced their guns
The Czar’s two sons were in the battle. The
loss of the Allies is set down at 5,000 men, and
the loss of the Russians at 8,000 men.
On the following day, thes battle was re-
sumed by the Russians, but the result of it
is not known
The Allies were preparing to storm the forts
before the Ruseians should have time to re-
cover their losse:, a practicable breach having
been effected in their linea.
At Vienna the prevalent opinion was that a
few more guch viotories as those claimed by
the Allies on the 4th and 5th, will compel
‘hem to raise the siege. Menschikoff appears
to be of the same opinion, for in his dispatoh
to Prince Paskiewich hesays : ** It will be im-
possible for the allies to sontinue the siege -
and I will continue to harass them without in-
termission.”
Sebastopol still held out manfully, and was
gradually being reinforoad.
The accounts altogether show that the Rus
sians, in the engagements above mentioned,
had decidedly the advantage and came off
best, and that the allies are much weakened,
and in an extremely perilous position.
Dispatches have been sent to England and
France for supplies of troops, for which E::-
poseall available means of transport have been
called into requisition. Every ship that
could be had, including the Cunard steamer
Europa. has been chartered to convey troops
to the Crimea.
Intense anxiety prevails throughout Eng-
land and France in reference to the uncertain
and critical condition of their armies at Sebas-
topol. Itis evicent that there are fearful ap-
prehensions as to their ultimate fate. There
are many who think the allies are in a very
critical position, and that a total defeat or
serious repulse may befall them
Russia, with a view of complicating the ne-
gotiations, notifies that she will treat directly
with Austria on the forr poruts.
