THE EARL OF CARDIGAN.
The Earl of Cardigan, the commander

of the British light cavalry in the Crimea,
holds the rank of lieutenant general in
the Fritish army, and is colonel of the
Horse Guards, the choice regiment of the
household troops. .

Be is a man of immense fortune, and
brother-in-law to Lord Lucan, the com¬

mander in chief of the British cavalry.
In 1839, Lord Cardigan had charges

preferred against him by Lord Hill, then
commander in chief of the forces, fcr
"Cruelty and unofficerlike conduct.1'
The specifications were for knocking
down one of his men, and stamping on
his face with the heel of his boot, by
which the teeth of the soldier were
knocked out of his mouth.
As a British peer his trial took place

before the House of Lords, and occupied
just two hours and a half, and resulted
in bis acquittal; a verdict which was
bitterly condemned by the united British
press at the time
We beg to call the attention of the

London Times, and his lordship s ad¬
mirers, to the London newspapers of
May, 1839, to see what was then said oi
4t the noble Earl."

SIR DB LACY EVANS.

Sir De Lacy Evans, Lieutenant General
and commander of the division of light
infantry in the Crimea, served for many
years as the member in Parliament from
Middlesex.
He commanded the British Legion of

10.000 men in the civil wars in Spiin in
1836-'37, where he met with great re¬
verses ; and embarked his shattered
troops at Corunna, with a defeat little
short of that of Sir John Moore, at the
8ame place.
At the siege of Oran, a walled town,

he was no more successful than the allies
have so far been at Sebastopol; and
Punch represents him at the time of the
bombardment, aa sick on " a pallet of
straw, aRd attended by the baker's
daughter."

It was not with such generals that
England gained her victories.

A CHAPTER ON POLYGAMY
Mormcn Exporienca by r Monaco.

[Extract of a letter to tue Chicago Tribune ]
When I came to Deseret, there were

not many who were in the enjoyment of
more than one wife, and many or most,
of ? he new comers were opposed to it.
But as they saw how beautifully and
harmoniously these families lived where
there were two or more wives, their pre¬
judices gradually gave way, and among
no class was this change more apparent
than the women. At the present time,
if a vote were taken upon the subject, I
venture to say that nine out of every ten
women who have lived here two years, !
would sustain our present social system
in this particular. They are more for it i
than the men, for upon many of the lat- ,

ter it entails heavy burdens.though the
truth is, our wives in Deseret make no

Eretensions to being fine ladies, their
ighest ambition being to help their hus¬

bands, and their poer brothers and bis¬
ters in the Lord's Church.

There are very few men here who have
more than five wives, and a laige parthave but one, while some have none. For
myself, I have three. Sarah Ann, your
cousin, whom I married in York State,
has the largest shaie of my affections,
and takes precedence in the management
of the household. Two years ago, 1
married Miss S., formerly of Ohio, ar.d
sho has charge of the education of the
children, and attending to the clothing.My other, which I took three months
ago, is from near Hamburg, Germany
She is larger than either Sarah Ann or
Elizabeth, (the name ofmy second wife.)
and I say it, without invidiousness oi

iinpropi iaty, she is decidedly handsome.
Her person is of good sire, very round,
full chest, bright flaxen hair, and a soft
blue eye. She enters into the duties of
her new situation with wonderful alacri¬
ty, and is very happy, as are Susan Ann
and Elizabeth. Theie is none of that
jedousy.that disposition to tear out
each other's hair.which you have proba¬
bly imagined would show itself in such
eases.
We are all looking forward to the

time when we shall be together constant¬
ly in our little Eden, where we can work
for each other, and raise our children in
4ithe fear and admonition of the Lord."
You may be surprised at this; but you
will be still more so, when I assure you
that all of my present wives are anxious
that I should eet another.one who is
fitted by education, and physically adapt¬
ed to take charge of the business of the
dairy. W ith such an arrangement ofmy
household, every department of a well or¬

ganized establishment, on a patriarchal
scale, would have a head to it, and be
governed in order. I have no inclination
to comply on my own account, as I am
well satisfied with those I now have, but
if I should do so, it will be entirely out
of regard for them.
My daughter Louisa is engaged to be

married to a man lrom Pennsylvania,
who has already a wife and three chil¬
dren It did not entirely meet my ap¬
probation, but I did not interpose a sin¬
gle objection, so long as she w\s satis¬
fied, and the marriage would be in a
high degree honorable to her, as well as
advantageous in a worldly view.
Now, my dear sir, you will say, what

is to come of all this ? Let me tell youwhat has come of it. In Deseret there
are no libertines with their paramours,
no houses of prostitution, no ca es of se¬
duction or those which disturb the peaceof families in the States under your laws.
Here every woman can have what God

intended she should hare, a husband.
and every man that wants to may have
a wife. And the woman that is the wife
of a man who has one or more other
wives is more fortunate than if she were
the only one, for in case of plurality (he
duties of the house are divided.
The children here are pretty numerous.

I must admit: but this should and does
contribute to the happiness of the true
followers of the I^ord, from whom we
have learned that our duty is to multiplv
and replenish. But mark this: there
are no illegitimate children in Deseret,
no children of shame who are ashamed of
their mothers and a disgrace to any but
the lowest society.

I shall not enter into an argument to
attempt to convince you that your senti¬
ments in regard to the marriage relation
are the results of education, and are

wrong. I wish you could live here one

year or two, however, and I have not a
doubt your acts would show you had
changed your opinion.

Russia Draining England op Gold.
The Philadelphia Ledg«r remarks that
it is a curious fact that the blockade of
the Russian harbors, so far from redu¬
cing the exportsofRussia, hasonly dimin¬
ished the capacity of England to pay for
those exports otherwise than in gold. This
extraordinary result has been brought
about by the Russians shipping their
heuip, hides, tal ow, Jtc., from Prussian
ports, while they have not received in
exchange, as formerly, their raw cotton,
coffee, and sugar from the London mer¬
chants. Thus, while England has re¬
ceived thirty-five million dollars' worth
of Russian produce since the commence¬
ment of the war, she has given Russia
but six millions' worth of goods in re¬
turn. For all these articles from Rus¬
sia England has been obliged, of course,
to pay double prices, so that besides be-
hg unable to barter off her own ordinary
share of tropical products for the pro¬
ductions cf her enemy, she is compelled
to contract nearly twice as great a debt
as usual in order to obtain the quantity
of Russian articles she requires. She is
therefore obliged to disburse gold to an
unprecedented amount, and thus fur¬
nishes th: Czar with those very sinews
of war in which he is most deficient.
The Ledger says:

" This condition of affairs is attract¬
ing the attention of the British press.
Many journals are even calling for a re¬
turn to the eld practice of seizing ene¬
mies' goods in neutral bottoms. The
large quantities of lead shipped to Prus¬
sian ports, and thence carried into
Russia to be manufactured into musket
balls, lias particularly exasperated the
lintisli preps. Yet what is to be doue i
Tt will scarcily do for England to retract
from her late decision, with respect to
free ships making free goods, especially
as the treaty between the United States
and Russia pledges this country, in a
measure, to enforce that doctrine in re¬
gard to our own marine. It will answer
but little better to make war with Prus-
ia, for other avenues for Russian hemp
\nu tallow will open. The truth is, that
England is in what is technically called
v a fix, ' in reference to this matter, and
ivill probably have to pay Russia, as

ong as the war lasts, from twenty to
Lwenty-fire millions of dollars in specie
or necessary tallow, wheat, and hemp,
in other words, the Czar will get out of
tier every year enough to keep a small
ni\ in the held.
