Ne gentleman, save one capable of
perpetrating such a letter as this to the Trib¬
une, could possibly have stood the speech of
Mr. Stephens as Mr. Mace did, without essay¬
ing something like a plea to relieve himself
from the accumulated weight of testimony go¬
ing to place him in the position of one seeking
to make capital, without the slightest regard
to appearances even, in which, as before re¬

marked, the speech of Mr. Stephens placed
him, in the judgment of all present.
The main points of this effort was to show

that, if the South had never been defeated in
its purposes, as Mr Mace had alleged, it wa-
because she alwas asked her rights only. He
maintained that in the Nebraska bill, the
South contended only for the eternal princi-
pie of justice involved in popular sovereignty,
and would welcome Kansas into the Union if
asking to come in non-slave holding, as freely
as if proposing to enter the confederacy with
a slave holding clause in her State Constitu¬
tion. He maintained, too, that the South for
the most part asked no money from the Na¬
tional Treasury; contending merely to keep
the hands of the North out of her pockets, as
he explained at length, had been the main
purpose of her Congressional labor. Ho also
refuted clearly many industriously-spread
popular errors as regard the comparative sta¬
tistics of the North and South.
Mr. Campbell, following, combatted his po¬

sition with great ingenuity and ability. We
however regard his effort to charge the South
with the cost of the acquisiti in of the Louisiana,
purchase of Florida, Texas, and the Mexican
war.all for the "extension ofslavery".as be¬
ing as great a humbug, as an attempt on the
part of his antagonist to hold the North obarge-
able with the cost of the Revolutionary war and
that of the war cf 1812 would have been.
Both these, it will be recollected by all well
read historians, were undertaken in defence
of northern rights and interests mainly,
though no one at the South ever thought of
charging to northern account the millions of
treasure and rivers of blood which those eon-
tests cost the Union. However, Mr. Campbell
handled even that poor argument with capital
skill. But his success was particularly in
holding Mr. Stephens uneasy on the gridiron
of his own record; Mr. S. having uttered views
from which many deducted the conclusion that
he was avowing the Cass doctrine upon the
lubject of cquatter sovereignty, as having
always been his.

He proved himself a pro
found jurist and eloquent speaker, and was
listened to by a large and intelligent audienoe
with marked attention and delight.
The Pay of Members of Congrees.The

bill of Senator Badger, introduced and
most ably advocated on the day before yes
terday, by Mr. B., in the Senate, will be
vehemently denounced by all the many dema
gogues of the press as a matter of course.
It would be expecting too much of them to en¬
tertain the idea that they can forego such an

opportunity of displaying their peculiar style
of patriotism, which the mooting of a proposi¬
tion to increase the pay of members of Con¬
gress and the jndges of the Supreme Court of
the United States offers. Nevertheless, the
measure is a good one in its aims and leading
features. Serving in Congress at eight dol¬
lars per diem by no means pays pecuniarily)
as strange as it may sound to thousands
hundreds of thousands at a distance from
Washington. Here, it is well known to nearly
all ogr readers, that not one in ten of the mem
hers manage to do better on their pay and
mileage than to make both ends meet at the
termination of the session. Nearly every
member has a family to support at home,
whoee expenses are not materially lessened by

their own temporary abssnoe it Washington.
Nearly all of them are at that time of life
when their families are moat expensive, having
children half grown, requirirg the expendit-
are of more to sustain and educate them than
earlier or later in life. Nearly all of them
are from walks in life wherein liberal, if not
lavish personal expenditures are oommon;
and nearly all of them are in their prime.at
the age at whioh they should be most indus¬
triously laying ap for the future, if ever.
Their duties, and the associations by which
they are surrounded here, are always such as
to render the practice of such economy in
their personal expenditures in Washington, as
they might be expected to exercise at home,
utterly out of their power, however muoh dis¬
posed so to do they may be. It is possible
that those of them who enjoy very heavy mile¬
age may save something fxom the compensa¬
tion they allow themselves; but only such can

accomplish that end for which noarly all of
us strive so earnestly, except by the practice
of rigid parsimony. Now, under this state of
facte, they are almost hourly called on to vote
money from the national treasury on all con¬
ceivable pretexts. Their fiat may empty it,
as it fills it. To underpay them, then, is to
hold out inducemants to them to make up the
deficiency by their own legislation. If they
were paid sixteen rather than eight dollars
per diem, we fancy that tew resolutions for the
biennial distribution of say $109,000 worth of
books among themselves would beoome laws.
Such results, however, are by no means the
worst evils of the system of underpaying
members of Congress under which they are
now laboring, as we most sincerely believe
They cannot, possibly, all legislate with an

eye solely to the public interest, while they
know that the expenditure of their time and
talents here is to rosult in nothing for them¬
selves and families, ;ave and except a sub¬
sistence for the time they are so engaged. This
is a plain view cf the case, which mast strike
all as correct who have studied human nature.
Nine-tenths of them, too, are active and ef¬
ficient business men at home, full of braios
and energy. Just the men, of all men, to
juccend in business and accumulate property.
To expect that such persons will, when under¬
paid, guard the public interest as faithfully
and act as independently of surrounding in¬
fluences, more or less of which are as im
proper as unfortunate, is to look for, in them,
almost superhuman virtues, as humanity runs
in this age of ours. We really believe that
if their pay was increased, their work would
be so much better done in all respects, as to
make the expenditure of the difference about
the most profitable investment ever made from
the Treasury of the United States.
