SPIRIT OF THE MOSSING PBI.SS.
The Inteltigmccr thus sums up the features

of the bill to prohibit the issue of small notes
in the District of Columbia, which now only
wants the President's signature to become a
law:

' The bill enacts that from and after the
first day of November next no 1 person or per¬
sons, body politic or corporate, within the
District of Columbia, shall make, emit, issue,utter, sign, draw, or indorse any bank note,

. promissory note, or any instrument of writingfor the payment or delivery of money, or other
valuable thiDg, or of any thing purporting to
oe a valuable thing, of a less amount than five
dollars, to be used as a paper currency, or as
a circulating medium, either as money or in
lieu of money, or of any other currency and
. that every person, and every member, officer,
or agent of any body politic or corporate so
offending shall forfeit and pay the sum of ten
dollars for each and every offence, one half to
the use of any person who shall sue therefore,and the other half to the county.'"The bill also makes it unlawful for any
person or persons, Body politic or corporate,
to pas3, or offer to pass, wifhin the District of
Columbia, any bank note, promissory flote, or
any instrument in writing of a less denomina¬
tion or amount than five dollars, either as
money or in lieu of money or of any other cur¬
rency; and any and every person so offending¦hall forfeit and pay a sum of not leas than
five nor more than ten dollars for every such
offence, one half to the use of the person who
shall sue therefor and the other half to the
use of the county.

"Other provisions of the bill impose further
penalties for a violation of the law. In every
case where any person or body corporate shal l
refuse to redeem such issues in gold and silver,
on presentation, a fine of twenty dollars is im
posed; all contract founded upon a Fmall-
note currency are made illegal and void; and
a mode is prescribed for forfeiting the licence
of any merchant or trader who shall receive
or circulate notes under the denomination of
five dollars."
The Union, discussing the efforts of France

1 The question naturally arises, whether the
United biates may not eventually be sucked

frighten but to warn the people cf the United
States of the propriety of gathering them¬
selves together and giving earnest attention
to the great interest of their country, both
foreign and domestic. We beseech them to
look to the common welfare and general safetyof the Union. Happy, thrice happy, will it
be for our country if we can preserve peace in
the midst of this uproar of the world!''

WASHINGTON NEWS AHD 00881P.
Hard Timet..The laboring population of

Jie North are experiencing greater difficul-
ies just now than ever before within our rec-
>llec'.ion. There is actually a scarcity ol
bread among thousands, if not hundreds of
thousands who heretofore never knew what
want really was. " Hard Times''.that is, no
wori- to be had, is admitted to be the key to
ill the difficulties. In New York City, for in¬
stance, in some branches of mechanical and
manufacturing business, not more than one
eighth as much is doing now as at this time
lastyear; while in none is more than one
half as much being done, and in few more
than one fourth. It is judged by the New
York city press, that there are in and around
that oity full twenty thousand active, indus
trious, steady, and willing mechanios and la¬
borers, such as are generally sure of getting
work at the highest wages in ordinary times,
now entirely out of employment ; while thou¬
sands more in that city are working " short
time." From Boston, Detroit, Albany, Buf¬
falo, Worcester, Philadelphia, and a dozen
other northern centers of business, we have
similar advices; and from all of them wo learn
through the newspapers, it is thought the
hard times have just commenced; or, in other
words, that thousands on thousands more, who
yet find employment, will soon be without it.

This is the legitimate result of the impos¬
sibility which employers now find of making
both ends meet; of paying the prices for labors
which ruled throughout the country not long
since. Their orders have ceased altogether
in some cases, and in most others they find it
impossible to get prices which will justify the
payment of the wages which labor not long
since obtained. Another result of this state
of things has been a drcrease in the current
rates of wages. Thus, in Now York the few
ship carpenters employed, get $2 50 per diem,
as against $3 at this season last year. The
laborers in loading freight for the Eric Hail-1
road Company get but 80 cents per day, be-1
ing a reduction ot 20 ots. Laborers on works I
in New York reoieve $1.00 per diem, instead I
of $125. The coal heavers and storkersofl
steamboats and steamships in New Yock, have I
submitted to a reduction of 25 per centum of I
their late wages. It is said that full 7,0001
tailors and ta'lorers in New York and its en-1
virons are out of work, while thousands more I
do not know where they are to get their next I
job This is a truly distressing picture, com¬

ing home to the hearts of all who are biassed I
with the capacity to feel for the sufferings of I
their fellow man.

Fortunately, the great mass of the Southern I
people, who are independent of the vicissi-1
tudes which "tight times" bring on bank?, I
railroads, and manufacturing joint Btock com-1
panies, and the shipping interest, (not living, I
as a very large portion of the Northern people I
do, through their operations,) will escape the I
evil effects of this state of things, for the most
part. Nevertheless, our laboring population
here are much worse off in the matter of work
than at any previous time for years past, we I
believe. Almost all descriptions of business
are dull now. and promise to grow duller after
the Christmas holidays.
However, it is the duty of the enterprising

business man, whatever may be his calling, to
seek to get a full share of the trade in his line.
This can be done only by seeking it through
the advertising columns of the newspapers, in
each locality, which go into the hands of all
classes and descriptions of persons. Barnum,
in confessing the secrets of his extraordinary
success in everything ho undertook, attributes
it nearly all to persevering and shrewd adver¬
tising.

But when, instead of adopting reforms,
they are permitting speeches on general poli¬
tics of absent members engaged in leoturing
before distant literary sooie'ies, to be road in
the hall, no man of common sense can hope for
real reform in their business methods and
modes. The idea of a board of commissioners,
however, .ven t go down, while the memory of
the action of the late Mexican claims board
remains fresh in the memory of the members.
Shades of the allowed Gardiner claim, and
others of that ilk, defend us from any suoh
consumption as is sought to be brought about!
What is watted, is to place the business of
kifticg the testimony in claim cases in the
hands of regularly constituted judicial officers
who shall report it to Congress for final action;
otherwise it would be well to greatly increase
the number of members of the claims com¬

mittees of both Houses, and to have the interc^l
of the Government looked after before them
in every case by a competent Governmeafl
solicitor, under whose auspices each case should
be so investigated, first before a sub-committee
and then by the whole committee, as that when
a final report on any suoh case be made, it
will be regarded as conclusive, as reports ia
such cases are eonsidered when made to either
house of the British Parliament.

The late Navy Agent at this Point..The
pablie of Washington were surprised this morn¬
ing to hear of the resignation of Mr. A G.
Allen, late Nary Agent for this District, in
whose stead Mr. Albert Greenleaf, formerlyof New Hampshire, (the ohief clerk of the
Navy Agent's office.) wa? yestorday nominated
and confirmed There are rumors afloat of a
deficiency in hia accounts, which, as yet, mnst
bo premature, as no balance had yet been
struck between the Government and the Navy
Agent's office up to the time at which he re¬
signed. To set all these rumors at rest, how¬
ever, we deem it our duty to say that our im¬
pression is, that the Treasury officers will
olaim from him some $29,000, which he will
offsett by a olaim for two and a half piv cent,
on his disbursements under the law giving ex¬
tra pay to officers and seamen who served in
the Pacific during the Mexioan war. An ami¬
cable suit between the Government and his
predecessor (Mr. Lathrop, who has retained
several thousand dollars on this acoount)
for this two and a half per cent, during
the term of the latter is now pending, and its
decision will alone determine whether Mr.
Allen must also pay over the whole amount
that may hereafter be claimed from him by
the Treasury officers.

It appears that this question has not yetbeen finally decided The Albany Atlas, of

Tuesday last, questions the accuracy of the
return, and intimates that steps may be taken
to test the validity of Governor Clark's tenure
of office under the certificate of the State Can¬
vassers. The majority decreed to Governor
Clark upon the canvass is 319. From this al¬
lowance the questioners of the canvass insist
that there should be deducted all the scatter¬
ing votes intended for Seymour, and certain
votes illegally awarded to Clark.
