The Richmond Examiner says: We
have deferred expressing ourselves fullyand freely, as we intend to do, in regardto this bankrupt concern. We might getoff some valuable reflections upon publicvirtue and public honesty in the act; but
might also embarrass the authorities of
the State in securing the amount due
from the broken firm to the Board ofPub¬
lic Works.in which duty the properpublic officers are now engaged. In the
meantime, we shall refrain from vocifer¬
ous and malaprop calls for light on a
subject which we shall hear all about in
time to prevent any disastrous explosionfrom irrepressible curiosity.We understand, informally, that the
amount of State funds unaccounted for bythe bankrupts is between $300,000 and
and $350,000. Although the publishedschedule of their affairs presents a most
beggarly exhibit, yet the individual for¬
tunes of the original, retired members of
the firm, upon the responsibility ofwhichthe agency of the State was given the
broken house, are believed to be ample to
cover any margin of debt which the as¬
sets of the present house may fail to
meet.

Those who talk about the contracts of
1851-2, and the resplendent wisdom of
Mr. Conway Robinson, (compile! of the
Code,) in regard thereto, seem to enjoy a
blessed ignorance of the facts of the case.
The contracts of 1851-2 covered five mil¬
lions of bonds; and have long been exe¬
cuted and settled up. So far from the
State losing upon them, she realized a
clear profit in premiums of $140,000.
The then officers of the Board of Public
Works, Whigs as well as DenOCrits,
have retired from public life. T10 then
members of the tirm of Selden, Withers
& Co. have retired from the house, and
been succeeded by a new set ofmen. The
new contracts on which the present ar¬
rearage arises have been subsequentlyentered into betweeifnew officers of the
State and new members of the agency.We cannot, therefore, discover the moral
justiee or the logical propriety of layingthe present loss, if it be a lo*s, from new
contracts between new parties upon the
old officers, the old agents, and the old
contracts of 1851-2.
We have little expectation that a loss

will result to the State even now: but,
whether there fee loss now or not, we can¬
not see why old contracts, which have
been executed, which have passed the
ordeal of two Legislatures tilled with
Whigs, should be now made the subjectof personal crimination; and why men
gone into private life and covered with its
sanctity, should be dragged before the
public about new affairs to which they
are not parties.
Badly Built Houses..The frequency

of fires in Philadelphia of late, has excited
inquiry into the manner ia which houses
are built now-a-days. The following,
from the Philadelphia North American,
applies equally well to this meridian:
We build high walls with the very

poorest excuse for mortar which can be
found, and the consequence is, that when
there is a fire burning through the inte¬
rior, the walls crumble away and topple
over on to smaller edifices adjacent, car¬

rying the flames along with them. Then,
too, we have got to putting up large edi¬
fices with no brick walls save those out¬
side; and so, when the rafters which bind
them together burn, the shell proves to
be a miserable tottering affair. But even
if these things were remedied, we have
no means for the detection and punish¬
ment of incendiarism, and our fire de¬
partments are disorganized, destitute of
system or efficient direction, and while a
fire is fiercely spreading through a build¬
ing, the firemen sometimes stand upon
the stairway quarrelling about the water.
Unless property owners make up their
minds to build in a more durable style,
they ought not to expect firemen to risk
their lives in endeavoring to save houses
from destruction. And unless we have a

jury of inquiry into all the fires which
occur, we shall not be able to check in¬
cendiarism. And while our fire depart¬
ments are collections of independent and
insubordinate companies, whose members
acknowledge no control, it is mere moon¬
shine to talk of stopping the spread of
conflagrations.

Good Food for Hard Times..The
use of beans, as an article of food, is not
so considerable as it should be. Beans
are among the most nutricious of all
kinds of food used by man. Chemical
analysis, and the experience of those who
make extensive use of them, demonstrate
this. Besides this, they are the most
economical food that can be used for the
support of a family. Those who find the
times to be hard, are most respectfully
invited to try the experiment.
To provide an excellent dinner.

healthful, palateable, and nutricious.
take a pint of beans, with one gallon of
water, and the beef bones which we are
accustomed to throw in the street. Boil
all together (adding a few potatoes if
convenient) until the beans become soft
.add salt and pepper to suit the taste.
and dinner is ready. Such a dinner will
cost next to nothing; and will set
easier upon the stomach than venison
steaks, quail or partridge, washed down
with champagne.
A piece of fat beef thrown into the potwill give a pretty good flavor to soup,porridge, or such a dish as I have nwncd.

But if you want the real genuine flavor,then use the bones.such bones as are
usually thrown away. There is a flavor
obtained from the bones which is not
given by pieces of solid meat. I haveheard purveyors for our alms housesscolded because they purchased, fr*
economy sake, the legs and other p«<*8of the animal containing the most30116 .

Here is a matter fir abolition¬
ists to contemplate. The *ill, as your
readers are aware, was contested, and it
was in a slave court, ir a slave State,
that these negroes oKained their free¬
dom. As I looked the well fed and
comfortably clothed crowd, I could only
hope that they mff not in a year be im¬
poverished and degraded in tkeir new
Ohio home."
