COL KI(WET'S 1TEW REPUBLIC.

The Washington correspondent of the
New Orleans Picayune, writing from this
city, saya :

Col. Kinney, the father of the Texan
Rangers, has been in the city for several
daysi past on business connected with
the Central American colonization pro¬ject in which he has engaged. He ha*1
conversed with the President and other
members of our Government, and tho-1
roughly satisfied them that this is no en-
terprise m violation of our neutrality
laws, and consequently no steps will be
taken to interfere with his movements.
Much has been said at times about this

project, but the statements have been so
vague and indefinite, that ftw persons
nave any distinct idea of its true charac¬
ter, or of the basis of the company's oper¬
ations. For the information of those who
do not know the facts already, it may be
well to state that, some years ago, the
Mosquito King made a grant of over
25,000,000 acres of land to Messrs. Shep-
herad, llaley & Co., which grant has
been recently confirmed by new and more
carefully drawn and executed papersThe territory thus ceded, lies just north
ot the (.reytown district, and extends
from the Canbbean sea to the ridge of
mountains dividing the eastern and west¬
ern slopes.

These lands are now the property of an
American company, of which Wm. Cost
Johnson, of Maryland, is the President;
and Colonel Kinney sails from New York
on the 13*h of January for San Juan de
rsicaragua, with about an hundred pick¬ed men, to lay the foundation ofan Amer¬
ican colony upon their lands. Otl; r <*t>
tiers are expected soon to follow. The
company offer liberal grants of land to
the right sort of settlers^-the object be¬
ing of course, to make money, ultimate-'
ly, by the sale of reserved lands, after
the country shall have become settled.

Col. Kinney disclaims all idea of an¬
nexation, but says he hopes to establish
a new Cemtral American Piepublic, which
shall extend its influence throughout the
whole of that region. The property own-1
ers at Greytown are much in favor of the
new colony, and there is little reason to
doubt that as soon as Kiuney and his
friends shall have established a govern¬
ment, the municipality of Greytown will
seek to come under its protection and do-1
minion. Gentlemen who are familiar
with the country, say that it is a very
tine one; that the table lands are exten-,
sive, the soil of the best kind, end the
climate delightful, and .exceedingly
healthy, away from the edges of the
rivers. Dye woods and woods for manu¬
factures are plentiful in many places; all
tnc tropical fruits are in abundance. Su¬
gar cane, cotton, wheat and corn can be
all raised in the greatest profusion. Gold
is found in certain localities, and the in¬
dications are that rich placers may be
discovered by judicious prospecting. Of
corn, three crops have already been raised ]
in a single year by Americans now re-1
sidmg in that country.

Here are tempting inducements to ad¬
venturous spirits. The picture seems a
dazzling one. There can b* little doubt
that nature has done much for Central
America ; but of course those who gothere to settle now will not forget that
they must expect to be deprived for!
years of many comforts, and conveniences,
and advantages that are not to be had
outside the pale of aged civilization. On
the other hand, so little labor is required
to support man in a region where the
curse of Adam seems scarce to have left
its blight, that the man of content dispo¬
sition will find much to compensate fcr
the loss of old and familiar associations.
Lruler Col. Kinney's judicious, steady
and firm leadership and control, Iconfest,
to a very strong, and, perhaps, somewhat
enthusiastic, hope that day is dawning
upon the benighted regions of Central1
America, and that the Spanish race
which has lost character and power
there, and dwindled to nothingness, in
consequence of their mixture with the
negro and Indian races, will be soon1
supplanted by the "Northmen," with
that mental and physical energy and
vigor which, within a century, have
built up an empire on this continent
stretching from sea to sea, le>oking out
towards Europe on one side, and to A sia
on the other, with nothing between them
save the trackless waters.

I have not room here to trace the im¬
portant political consequences to flow
from this movement. ]t is sufficient nowj
to suggest that Great Britain cannot ob¬
ject to the proposed American colony,
for the colonists claim title under the
Mosquito King of John Bull's own|
making. The question of eventual su¬
premacy of the colonists is oiie between
themselves and the Government of Nica-
ragua; and I have no "doubt that the
miserable, weak, tottering Government
of that State would be glad to resign th -

authority it cannot exercise, into the
hands of people who know how to make
government strong enough to answer the
purposes of its creation, the public safety,
prosperity and happiness.

EUi»YI5G THE DEAD
A letter from the Crimea thus describes

the scene of burying the dead after the
battle of Inkermann :

Litter bearers, French and English,clothed the hillside, now toiling painful¬
ly up with a heavy burden for the graye
or with some subject for the (Joetor's
care, now hunting jhrough the bushes
for the dead or dying. Our men have
acquired a shocking facility in their dia¬
gnosis. A body is before you ; there is
a shout " Come here, boys, I s*e a Tus-
nan. (or "a Frenchman," or "ofteof
our fellows.") One of the party comes
forward, rajsen the eyelid if jt be closedf
peers into Jhe eye, shrugs his shoulders:
says quietly, - He's df*i,-he'll wait*
and moves back to the litter; others tulL
Uw feet, and arrive fit equally correct
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conclusions by that process. The dead
are generally stripped of all but their
coats. The camp followers. And black¬
guards from Balaklava, and seamen from
the ships anxious for trophies, carry off
#11 they can take from the field. At par¬
ticular spots you see a party of men at
work. Groups of them are digging away
all along the hillside, at the distance of
forty or fifty yards apart. Go over, and
you find them arouud a yawning trench,
thirty feet in length by twenty feet in
breadth, and six-feet in depth, at the bot¬
tom of which, in every conceivable atti¬
tude, lie packed together with t xceeding
arts, some thirty, forty, or fifty dead
bodies.
The grave diggers stand chatting on

the mounds by the sides, waiting for the
arrival of some bearers to complete the
number of the dead. They speculate on
the appearance of the body which is be¬
ing borne towards them. 44 Its Corporal
.3.of the .th, I think "

says one.
44 No, it's my rear rank man, I see his
red head plain enough," and soon. Theydiscuss the merits or demerits of the
dead sergeants or comrades. 44 Well, he
was a hard man ; raany's the time I was
drilled through him, but it's all over
uow !" Another says, 44 Poor Mike! he
had fifteen years'service.a better fellow
never stepped."

This scene is going on all about the
hillside. Franchuien, with litters, are
also busy looking out for their dead and
wounded, and in sharing the sad labors
of the day. At last the number in the
trench is completed. The bodies lie as
closely as they can be packed. Some of
them have upraised arms, in the attitude
of taking aim ; their legs stick up throughthe mold as it is thrown upou them ;
others are bent and twisted into shapeslike fantoccini. Inch after inch the earth
rises upon them, and they are *4left alone
in their glory." No, not alone, for the
hopes, aud fears, and affections of hun¬
dreds o! human hearts lie buried with
them.

Anecdote of Gexe*al Sam IIorsTOK-.
A correspondent from the interior writes
apropos of this eminent gentleman, as
follows:

I think it was in the year 1816 or 1817,
I was then a boy residing at Nashville,
lenn., and was on such terms of inti¬
macy with Sam Houston as might exist
between a boy of sixteen and a man of
twenty four or five. Houston was then
& lieutenant of infantry. lie had been
suffering from sickness, which put him
an his back for several days. I called to

'41 have been reflecting or the trilling
good for nothing life I lead, and I am
going to change it." *4 Well," said I.
'4what character wil 1 you appear in ntx t?''
"I will quit the army," said ho. 44I will
study law. I will go to Congress. I
will be Governor of this State, aud I will
be President of the United States before
I die." Of course, I could not refrain
from a loud laugh at this, considering it
inere idle talk, which could scarcely have
Lhe consistence of a dream in his mind,
said he, "you will see; I am quite seri-
>us. I feel it in me."
But a few years before I was aston-

shed at the rapid accomplishment of the
greater part of his. predictions; and he
has approached very near the fulfilment
jf the whole of them. 44>Glainis thou art
ind Cawdor,1' and may be what be has
promised himself.
The remarkable accomplishment of his

prediction goes to show the power of
mind over circumstances, and bow much
may be accomplished by an indomitable
will and constant, untiring perseverance
in the pursuit of an object. «

I have related to you this incident with .

as much truth as a recollection of nearlv
forty years will permit me to do. It was
often brought to my mind by Houston's
wonderfully successful carter, and is quite(resh in my memory..Aew Orleans I tea-
yune.
