THE tOLDIER’S VOW.
A TRUE TALE.

One beautiful Indian summer day, in
the autumn of 1844, a stranger appeared
in the streets of Hanover, N. I., whose
garb bespoke the utmost poverty and
destitution. As he staggered alongz, he
was surrounded by a crowd of village
boys, who amused themselves by insult-
ing him with coarte jests and personal
indigrities. He bore their abuse with
exemplary patience, and begged them
wait till he felt a little betier, and he
would sing them a fine song. His voice
was thick with unnatural excess, and he
was too weak to protect himself from the
rude jostlings of the crowd, yet he smiled
on the tormentors and exhibited no other
sense of his helpless and forlorn condi
tion than a look of grief and shame,
which, despite his efforts and smiles,
would occasionally overspread his coun-
tenance. Late in the afternoon, the
writer, then a student, passed him in
company with a friend, when our atten-
tion was arrested by a voice of unusual
power and beauty, singing the favorite
national song of Franc: *‘La Parisienne.”
As he proceeded, a great number of stu-
dents frown the college gathered round
him, and at the conclusion an involun-
tary expression of delight broke the en-
tire mass. He was enthusia ticaliy en-
cored, and afterwards the Marseiliaise
czlled for. The same rich, clear voice
rang out that wild meledy, in the very
words which are wont to aronce the
spirit of the Franch coldier to frenzy.
The admiration of the poor inebriate’s
auditory was now raised to the highest
pitch. Despite his tattered and filthy
garments, his squallid beard and brim-
less hat, now that the fume of liquor
had subsided, lis form apucared sym
metrica' and manly ; and his face glow-
ing with sentiments of the patriotic zong,
and flushed with excitement at the unex-
pect:d praise he was winning, assumed
an expression of intelligence and joy that
beautifully set off his really fine features
‘““ What and who is this stranger ?” was
the universal inquiry.

‘ His singing is incomparable, and his
English and French are both faultless.”

* Yes,” said he dropping his eyes, « 1
can give you German, or Spanish, or Ital-
1an, as well, or Latm and Greek either,”
he added carelessly.

In reply to the many questions that
were showered upon Lim, with the coin
he so much needed, he at length said, in
a sad tone, and slowly endcavoring to
push his way through the crowd, * Gen-
tlemen, I am a poor vagabond, entirely
unworthy your kird sympathy. Leave
e to 1wy rags and wreichedness, to go
on my way.”

Our curiosi'y was oo much excited to
allow ihis, and, amid loud cheers, we es
corted him to a room where he was fur-
nished with water and good clothes, aud
the barber’s art put in requisition, and
after an incredibly short time, he reap-
peared upon the collcge steps, smiling
and bowing gracefully, a man of as
fine appcarance and noble bearing, as
ever eyes beheld. The delight of the
crowd at this transformation wasintense,
and repeatcd shouts rent the air. “Give
us La Parisicnne,” echoed from all sides,
and as soon as silence could be obtained
szain that clear, rich voice, uttered those
inspiring words —

“ Peuple Fraacais, peuple de braves,
La Liberte rouvie se bros.”

e was then conZucted to the spacious
chapel, and there he held an audience of
one¢ thousand persons spell bound, for two
hour:, by one of the r-ost interesting au
tibiographies that it was ever our Iot to
hear. Born in Paris, of wealthy parents,
he had in early life been thorcughly edu-
cated at the university of Wiitcmberg,
and received the master’s degree. lle
soon after joined the fortunes of Napo-
leon, and with the rank of licutenant, Le
was with him during all his campaigns
in Egypt, in Itely, in Austria,in Kussia,
and at Waterloo.

His account of scenes in these battles,
and his description of places and ecities
were expressed in choice and graphic
terms, and, on being compared with his-
tory, were found te correspond in every
particular. He related nany unwritten
and curious incidents in the life of Napo-
leon, which had come under his observa-
tion, and finally closed with & touching
account ol his own carcer afier the battle
of Waterloo. 1In the terrible route that
followed that memorable event, his de-
tachment was chased by a body of Prus-
sian hussars, and, becoming scattered in
the night, he wandered for three days
and nights in the woods and by-places
without food or dri:k.

The chase being at length given over,
the poor Frenchman sank down weary
and sick with his wounds, and ready to
die by the road side. A humane Da‘ch
sirl, discovering him in this situation,
rought Lim refieshments and cordials,
and ameng the latter a fi:sk of brandy.
« Here,” said the old scldier, * was the
beginning of my woes. That ange! of
mercy, with the best of motives, brought
me in that lask, a deadly foe, which was
to prove more potent for evil to me than
all the burning toils of the Egyptian
campaign, or the intolerable frosts and
snows of the Russias—more fatal than
the cannon of seventy battles, which
kindled in me a thirst more insatiable
than that which forced me to open my
veins on the desert sands of the East.
Till that day I had never tasted strong
drink. T had uttered 2 vow in my youth
to abstain from it, and to that vow I
owed my life, or not one of all my com-
rades who indulged in the use of it, sur-
vived the horror of the Egyptian cam-
180,

*:‘lt]iut as I lay in anguish, longing for
death, and momentarily expecting bis
approach, a sweet face appeared to me

e —————
wiped with her handkerchief the damp-
ness from my brow, and administered
the cordial to my lips. It revived me; I
looked around, my courage, my love of
life returned. T poured forth my s;lti-
tude in burning words, and called down
the blessings of Heaven. Ignorant of
what it was that so suddenly inspired
me, a8 soon asmy spirits flagged I called
for more. [ drank again and again; for
three weeks her loved voice soothed me,
and her kind hand administered to my
wants.

“As soon as my strength was suffl-
ciently recovered, fearing that some ene-
my might still be lurking near, I bade
her adica with many thanks and tears,
sought the sea-side, and embarked as &
common sailor on the first vessel that
offered, and have followed the sea ever
since. My fatal thirst has ever accom-
panied and cursed me, in port and on
deck this foe has debased me, and k
me from all chance of promotion. Oh,
how oficn have I, in the depth of my
heart, wished I bad died on the field of
Waterloo, or breathed out my life in the
arms of my gentle preserver. Six weeks
ago, I was wrecked on the et ship
Clyde, off the coast of New Brunswick.
I have wandered on foot through Canada
and New Hampshire, singing for a few
pennies, or begging my bread, till I met
your sympathy to-day. How do these
college halls, and this noble band of stu-
dents recall to recollection the scenes of
iormer years.”

The emotions of the stranger for a mo-
ment overcame kis voice, when he re-
sumed the tears sull coursing each other
down his checks. “I know not why God
should dirsct my steps hither; but, gen-
tlermen, this shell be the beginning of a
new life in me, and here in His presence,
and in that of these witnesses, I swear
2s I hope to meet you in Ileaven, rever
1o taste a drop of alecohol in any form
azain.” Prolonged and deafening cheers
followed these words, and I noticed many
a moist eye. A collection was immedi-
alely made, and morc than fifty dollars
were put into his hands. As he ascend-
ed the coach to take his departure, he
turned to the excited multitude who sar-
rounded him, and said: *It is but jus-
tice that you should know my name. [
am Lieutenant Lannes, a nephew of the
great Marshal Lannes. May GGod bless
you all—farewell !” As these youths
thought{ully returned to their accustom-
ed pursuits, not a few resolved in their
deepest souls that emperance and virtue
should ever mark their character, and
that the soldier's vow should be theirs.
