I find the marks of my shortest steps beside
those of my beloved mother, which were mea-
cured by my own, says Alexander Dumas, and
80 conjures up one of the sweetest images in
the world. Fle was revisiting the home of
his infaney ; he was retracing the little paths
around it in which he had once walked ; and
strange flowers could not effuce, aud rank
grass could not conceal, and cruel ploughs
could not obliterate, * shortest footsteps.’

Aud who needs to ha told whose footsteps
they were that thus kept time with the feeblo
pattering of childhood s little feet? It was
no mother behind whom Ascanius walked
“ with equal steps™ in Virgil’s line, but a
strong, stern man, who could have born him
and not been burned ; folded hiw in his arms
from all danger and not been wearied ; every
thing, indecd. he could have done for him,
but just what he needed most—could not fym-
pathize with hiw; he could not be a chiid
again. Ah' arare art is that. for indeed it
Is an art, to set back the great old clock of
time, and be a boy onee more ! Man’s imag-
Ination can easily =ee the child a man: bat
how hard it is for it to see the man a child :
and ke who had learned to glide back into
that rosy time, when be did not know that
thorns were under the roses, or that eloud-
would ever return after the rain; when he
thought a tear could stain a cheek no more
than a drop of rain on a flower ; when he fan-
cied that life had no disguise and hope no
blight at all, has come as near as any body
can to discovering the northwest passage to
Paradize.

And it is perhaps for this reason that it is
80 much easier for a mother to enter the king-
dom of heaven than it is for the rest of the
world. She fancies she is leading the chil-
dren, when, after all, the children are leading
hor; and they keep her indeed where the
river is the narrowest and the air is the clear-
est; and the beckuning of a radiant hand is
fo plainly seen froin the other side, that it is
no wonder she =0 often lets go her clasp upon
the little fingers sho ic holding, and gves over
to the neighbors, andstte children follow like
Inmbs to the {old, for we think it ought some-
where to be written, ** Where the mother goes
there will the children be also. ™’

But it was not of the mother weo begzn to
think, but of the dear, old-fashicned grand-
mother, whose thread of love, apun by
hand™ on life’s little wheel. was longer and
sironger than they make it now, was wound
about and about the children she saw playing
in the children's arnms, that nothing Lut the
shears of Atropos eould =ever; for do we not
recoguize the lambs sometime:, when summer
days are over, and autumn winds are bl wing
t= they come bleating from the yellow fields.
by the crimson thread we wound abont their
necks in April or May. and so undo the gate
and let the wanderers in ?

Blessed be the children who have an old
fashioned grandmother. As they hope for
length of days let them love and honor her,
for we can tell them they will never find ano-
ther

There is a large old kitchen somewhere in
the past, and old-fashioned fire place therein,
With its emooth old jambs of stope: smooth
with many knives that had been sharpened
there, smooth with many little fingers that
have clung there. There are andirons. too
the old andirops, with rings in the top. wherein
wany temples of flame have been builded.
with spires and turrets of erimeon. There is
a broad worn hearth . broad enough for three
geueritions Lo cluster on ; worn by feet that
have been torn znd biceding by the way, or
been ade * beautiful,” andi walked upon
floors of tascellated gold. There are tonge in

And every where and alway: the dear old
wrinkled face of her whose firmn, elastic step
wocks the feelle saunter of Ler children’s
children—the old fashioned grandmother of
twenty years ago. She, the very Providence
of tho old hemstead, she, who loved usall, and
said she wished there was more of us to love,
and took all the schocl in the Hollow for
wrandchildren beside. A great expaunsive
heart was here, beneath that woolen gowa, or
that more statecly hombazine, or that sole
hair-loom of silken texture.

We cau see her to-day, thoss mild blue
eyes, with more of beauty in them than Time
could touch or death do wore than bide—those
eyes that held both smiles and and tears within
the faintost call of every one of us, and soft
reproof, that seemed not passion but regret.
A white tress has escaped from beneath her
snowy eap; ~he has just restored » wandering
lamb toits mother ; zhe lengthened the tether
of a vine that was straying over a window, as
she came in, and plucked a four-leaf clover
for Ellen. She sits down by the little wheel
—a tress is running through her ficgers from
the distaff ’s dishevelled head, when » =mall
voice cries “Grandma’ from the old red cra-
dle, and *‘Grandma !~ Tommy shouts from
the top of the stairs Gently she lets go the
ll:rc:nr, for her patience iz almost as beauti-
ful as her charity, and rhe touches the little
red bark a moment, till the young voyager is
in a dream again, and then directs Tommy's
unavailing attempts t» harncss the eit. The
tick of the clock runs faint and low, and she
opens the mysterious dcor, and proceeds to
wind it up. We are all on tiptoe, and we be
iu a breath to be lifted up one by one, an
1ok in the hundredth time upon the tin cases
of the weights, and the poor luonely pendulum,
which goes to and fro by its little dim window,
and comes out in the world, and our petitions
are al! granted, and we are lifted up, and we
all touch with a fieger the wonderful weights,
and the music of the little wheel is resumed

Was Mary to be married, or Jane to be
wrapped in a shroud? So meekly did she
fold the white hands of the one upon her still
bosom, that there seemed to be a prayer in
them there: and so sweetly did she wreath
the white rose in the hair of the other, that
