of the parties. At the inquest the previous
history of the deceased could not be ascer-
tained, and though she called herself Ann
Eligabeth Smith, it is not known that this was
her name. On her first appearance at Mrs.
Crocker's hous=, she presented a letter of in

troduction to Mrs. C., from a Mr. Charles Wil-
kinson Nelson, of W D.C. Wegive
the substance of the evidence elicited during
the in ation :

Mrs. Abby S. Crocker, testified that she was
gwpriotnu of a female medical institute, at

0. 580 Houston street, and had been prae-
ticing medicine and midwifery since last
spring ; had studied in Boston, but had never
graduated ; had been married but was di-
voreed from her husband. who had previously
deserted her; last spring she became acquaic-
ted with a gentleman from the South, named
Charles kinson Nelson, who at that time
was in this city. About the middle of last
month a ymg‘ lady arrived in the city from
Washington, bearing a letter of introduetion

~from Mr. Nelson to her (Mrs. C). Nothing was
said in the letter aboat the lady’s health, but
when she arrived, she was quite sick. Her
name was Acn Elizabeth Smith. She com-
plained of much headache, vomited and had
seven chills. Witness judged from the symp-
toms that she was E:gnut, and that constant
anxiety of mind which she stated she hadhad
for sometime, together with the fatigues of the
journey, had produced miscarriage. Miss
Smith, however, denied being pregnant She
came to the house of witness as a visitor and
not as a patient. While there she correspon-
ded with Mr. Nelson. She got better, but
about ten days ago grew worse, and complain-
ed of gret pain and soreness in her bowels.
Witness applied a blister and gave her some
morphive ; this relicved her, but she soon grew
worre. aud,Dr. Cleaveland was called in and
aterdled ber until she died.

Elisha W. Cleaveland, M. D , residingat 91
Wooster street, testified that on Sunday last
he was called on to attend deceased and found
her very ill; he prescribed for her and she
seemed to rally; he called the next day but
was not admitted ; the following day he was
again called to attend her, found that
she was failing; at Mrs. Crocker’s aest
called in Dr. Pond ; she died the same night ;
from the symptoms of the case witness be-
lieved that death was caused by congestion of
the lungs, and he gave a certificate to that
effect. )

Several witnesses residing in the neighbor-
hood testified that they had frequently seen
females go in and out of Mrs. Crocker’s office
at all hours of the night.

Dr. William R. Donoghe, residing at No.
102 Fourth street, testified that he had made

a post mortem examination of the body of the
deceased and found, beyond a ‘;pnstion. that
deceased had been pregnant, and that an abor-
tion had within two weeks becn produced.
He could not fix the precise time of pregnaney,
but thought it bad not gone beyond the earlier
months.

The evidence of two or three girls who had
been servants in the house was taken, and
went to show that the operations carried on/
there were of a very suspicious nature.

The Jury rendered a verdict of * Death
from the effects of an abortion, and that Mrs.
Abby 3. Crocker, Dr. E. W. Cleaveland. and
Dr. Z. C. Johnson, were the attending phy-
sicians.”’
