Briah) be named after each of the former

residents of the United States ; for instance,
that between Twentieth and Twenty-first
streets, being the starting point or first square
west, be designated and known as * Wash-
ington Place,”” and #o on, in regular rotation,
throughout the e¢ity. The name *‘‘Union
Square,’”’ as applied to the square in front of
the Union office, is inappropriate, and should
ba known as ‘‘ Jefferson Square ;’’ that being
the name it would receive if named in their
regular order. Such an arrangement in re-
gard to those reservations will be desirable,
as there is no doubt that each of them will,
before many years, be embellished by some
work of art, either by the General Govern-
ment or Corporation. What could be mof® ap-
propriate than to place in each of those pub-
lic grounds, in this city, the statues of the dis-
tinguished personages after whom those spaces
are to be named, as the nation's gratitude for
their many public services Ciry.
