If essayed to be earried out, we sincerely ad-
vise those to be vi:timised into trying to effect
8 ledgment in the O!d Dominion under any
fuch suspioes, to get their ears insured; as
they will find them not worth sixpence after
erossing the Maryland, Pennsylvania, or Dis-
trict boundary. The foasibility of the pre-
posterous schems is not worth discussicg, and
s impudence iz 5o barefaced as to ereate a
smile, ratber than indignation. The New
York Evening Post makes the following
oomments upon the very natural reception
which all the Virginia press warn all euch
emigrants in advance that they may expect:

Guano Again.—We fiud in the New York
Times a vory sensible repudiation of the state-
ments cf the late letter from its Panama cor,
respondent concerning the operations of the
American Guano Company, a3 follows:
“GuaNo A@Aix —A correspondent at Pan.
ama, in a letter which we publiched on the
28th ult., took occasion te caution the pablie
against various speculations that were cn foot
in the guaoo trade, and among other sweeping
statements he said he had reason for believin
that ‘‘the guano which Captsin Lucas an
Benson's son exhibited to the State Depar:-
ment, and which they pretended to have been
taken from the islands visited by the Inde-
pendence was got from the Chinchas.”’

‘“ We have already stated, in regard to this
letter, that we have no personal knowledge of
the accuracy of its statements, and that it was
published without the editorial supsrvision
which we uzually bestow upon our correspond-
ence. We have since been assured, upon au-
thority which we cannot doubt, that the guano
taken from these islands is entirely different
in quality from that obtained at the Chinchas;
50 that the report mentioned by our corres-
pondent cannot, iu the nature of the case, be
true. Besides, we have seen the affidavits of
Captains Lucas, Baker, Turner, Lewis, and
others, stating, most explicitly, that they vis
ited these islands, and know, of their own
Enowledge, that the ﬁmno was actually pro
cured from them e have no reason to
doubt the good faith and truth of these repre-
sentations, and regret the publication of the
letter which attempte to throw discredit upon
them The statement in regard to Mr Geo.
W . Benson is wholly incorrect, inasmuch as at
the time mentioned he was with Com Mervine
In the Pacific, and never presented any speci.
mens of guano at the 3tale Department.’

This is a subject in which all should be in-
terested who are to profit by the progrees of
American agrioulture—and who is not thus to
profit? We may be pardoned for repeating
that we lock on the sucoess of the efforts of
this company to introduce a guano, with a
much larger proportion of phosphates than
the Peruvian article pcssesses, into common
use in the United States, and at & much lower
price than its rival, as being worthy of the
sympathy and countenance of all—more es-
pecially since it has been proved t> the ratic-
faction of all who have taken the trcuble to
inform themselves in the premises, that their
speedy suscees is a fixed fact. In one year
from this date the value of their services to
the farming public will be properly appre-
ciated everywhere.
