*Now,do you suppose that for a bottle of
sherry wine you could pick out the key to
Elizie's doer?” * Yes,”” was the reply, ‘“for a
bottle of sherry wine I could.” "f hardl
think you ean.” said Mrs. Reid. * Yes, i
can,”” was the reply. “ Well, now,” said
Mrs. Reid, “ lot us see.”” The insane woman
turned at ooce to the door where Elizie was
locked in, and tried one key, and it would not
answer ; next, another was tried and failed,
and the eagerness of the woman increased as
each key failed, till a little while the right key
was reached, turned with a wrench and the
door thrown back wide open. Ina moment,
Elizie sprang out, and Mrs. Reid gras the
insane woman around the waist, pin ng her
arms to her body, and Elizie, in like manner.
seized her around the lower limbs, and she was
xl.hkly borue by the two into her room, and
two, uh&ping out, turned the key, then
first o breathe easy since the danger was per-
csived. It was an occasion of rejoicing at
their escape, of severe and deserrodpr‘:prouh
to Elizie for her imprudence in entering alone,
and leaving the keys in the door, and of earn.

CoLrivarion oF e SoiL BY Sreay —From
recent experiments in England it would seem
that the practicability of enltivating the soil
by steam has been successfully tested. The
Royal Agricaltaral Society rzcently offered
prizes for a steam plow that could be used by
practical farmers in turning up the soil. The
prize of 500 was awarded to the steam plow
?atanted by a Mr. Fowler. The Couneil eon-
erred on Mr. Howard, another patentee, a
medal of houor for bis steam cultivator. It is
pow merely a question with farmers whether it
wi.ll pay them to employ steam in tillage. The
judges reported that twenty of these steam
cultivators bave been successfully worked by
tenant farmers. The daily working expenses
of Fowler's muchine they estimate at £” 63,
Oa the light land the work done per day of ten
hours, ineluding stoppages, was 7! acres, the
80il being moved by four plows, 6 inches deep
by 3 feet 4 inches wide. On the heavy land
the work of ten hours amounted to five acres,
the same furrows as before being taken. It
was then tried with two trenching plows, the
width being 20 inches, the furrows from 12 te
14 incheg deep, and the quantity of work done
was 2} acres. Here we sce the increased cost
of deep plowing. The estimate of the udges
for the light land was 7s. 2d. per acre, for the
hn? lands 94 2d.3¢r acre, and for trenchi
I8s. 4. per acre. On the light land the wor
could not have been done by horse power for
less than Bs. per acre, and on the heavy land
125. 6d. per acre. The trench plowing could
not have been done by horse power at all; it,
mast have been done by manual labor at the
cost of £6 13s. 44. per nere. Thus, for ordi-
nary plowing, steam power as at prerent ap-
tliad. saves gne-fourth of the cost, tnt its real

alue consiéts in enabling the land to be deep
plowed. at a moderate cost, in a way hitherto
vnly used fur market gardening.
