Uniox vs. DistNion —That ‘‘secession’’ is but
another term for general devastation 2nd destruc-
tion, is being as forcibly exempiified, as the fact
that *‘Union’ is reconstruction and reparation.
From the momen} the work of thrusting forth
Unlon men from Virginia, and taking possession
of private property to be used in making war on
the Unlited Stales began, wherever recession hss
held temperary power in Maryland and Virginia,
its strength and presence has been marked by the
utter desolation it has wrought. It has eaten up
all eatable that every man bad; it hasseized with-
out compensation every thing of every man’s In
tke shape of property that might prove useful in
warring on the United States. |t has burned fac-
tories, blown up bridges, torn up rail tracks, and
impressed cltizens into the ranks right and left
Never In th. course of modern times has any
other cause worked so much palpable and prac-
tical injury to the publlc interest in so skort time,
as secession bas done already in Maryland and
Virginia, where, among its many similar achieve-
ments, it has literally utterly bankrupted every
man in business sympathizing with it.

It< approach in strength sutlicient to work its
will is as surely marked by the lnstant destruc-
tion of all civil riglts, as its retreat by the appll-
cation of the mine and the tosch How true all
this 1s, is proved by the recent hisory ¢f Har-
per’s Ferry, which i.ut = mouth or two since i
tcok to ita embraces surrepiitionsly. [t seized
Barper’s Ferry to secare it for Virginia, and de-
stroyed It utterly. So, too, it beld Alexandria—
destroying the business of that town as complete-
ly 2s though it Lad bren devastated by fire and
sword. Agaln, it “coltoncd to” Norfulk, sig-
nalizing ljs determination to protect that city
against the Uuited States, by utterly rulning itg
harbor, ard by the lmmolation ¢f the commerce

on whick 1t lived.

Oa ibe other band, the progress of the arms of
the United States contirests most remarkably with
the career of the arms of disunion. No soouner is
a point rescucd from the dominlon of the latter,
than the work «of recone'ruction and reparailon
commences. Vide, the woerk of Dutler’s men
vpon the Anrapeiis raliroad; tbhat of Pattersoa’s
command e¢n the EBaltimore and Pliladelplia
and the Pennsylvania Northern Central rallicads;
that of McClellan’s on the Baltimore and Obio
raliroad, and the work cf McDowell’s command
in reconstructing the Orange and Alexandria and
Loudoun and Hampshire rallrozds. We might
multi ply examplis of the singular difference be-
tween lbe policy of **disuuion™ on tue one Land
and “Unlon’ on the other in this important con-
nection, ad infinitum. So, tco, has it been al.
ready made clear asthe light of the noen day
sun, that while “Unlon’ tzkes nothing without
paylong its fuil value in goid and silver, secess.on
takes ai!, without paying a single dime.

Ex-Szcreray Frovyp's ProcLaxartioNn, pub.
lisied 1o Saturday’s Star, proves ibe creat impor-
tance of General McClellan’s expected movement,
with four or five regiments of his command, upon
the Kanawha region of Virginia, whick tbhe Star
foreshadowed on the day after our return from the
West. Floyd recognized it instantly as involving
the probable speedy destruction of the power of
disunlon throughout Southwestern Virginla, in-
cluding that of thejmeaus of military communi-
cation between Virginia and the western Southern
States—the Virzinia and Tennessee Rallroad—by
which all tke disunion troops that have entered
Virginia from States other than North and Scuth
Carolina, were transported.

ARRIVAL AT THE NAVY YARD.
IMPORTANT NEWS FROM FORTRESS
MONROE.—FIGHT ANTICIPATED TO-
NIGHT—-NEW BATTERIES ERECTED—
STEAMER FIRED INTO-—SCHOONER
BURNED, kec.

This morning the steamer Philadelphia, Captain
Reynolds, arrived at the Navy Yard, baving left
Old Point last night at 6 o’clock. The crew re-
port everything at that place on the gu: vive from
an anticipated movement by Gen. Butler in per-
son upon the secession batteries. 1t could not be
asceriained when the blow would be struck, but
it was thonght that Great Bethel was the point on
which the troops would fi'st move. All were
well and in good spirits.

The big rifle gun has been mounted, and is
now ready for use, but it Is thought that it will
be removed to the Rip Raps, where the 15-inch
gun now is.

L.ast Saturday a shot from the latter was pitched
over into the heart of the enemy’s camp, to the
evident consternation of ‘‘secesh,” which scat-
tered {n every direction.

Feveral new batteries bave been recently erected
in the vicinity, and two new ones bave also been
discovered at Aqula Creek.

The sloop-of-war Jamestown Is at Old Polnt,
and the Anacostia lies under the Rip Raps. The
Pocahiontas lies off Alexandria, and the Pawnee
guards Maryland Point. The propeller Rellance
has the launch of the Pawnee in tow, exploring
the creeks and inlets zlong the shores.

Yesterday the body of Sergeant Goodfellow, of
New York, who was killed at Great Bethel, was
taken on board the Alabama to be carrled home.
Much indignation was excited by the niggardly
conduet of the Captaln, who refused to let the
Sergeant’s father on board, although he had a
pass from Gen. Butler. The Captalin received £!5
for taking the corpse, and refused to take the old
man because be counld not afford to pay full fare-

In coming up this morning the Philadelpuia
passed the coal schooner which was on fire last
Satnrday, still burning. The vessel was inside
the buoy, apparently ashore, and was nearly con-
sumed, the bows being about all that was visible

The propeller Diamond State, Capt Jones, also
arrived this moruing with 125 tons of pig iron for
the Navy Yard. She reports baving met and
spoken the prepeller Josephine, down the river,
the latler baving been fired into with muskets at
M-tthins’s Point, opposite Port Tobacco. She re-
tirned the compliment with a shell, and the an-
noyance ceased.

Tne CartoRx oF -A PrivaTEER —The first of
Jelf. Davis’ privateers captured by a United
Slites vessel arrived at New York Saturday. It
appears tha® the United State brig Perry, whils
crulelng off CLarleston harbor, descried, on the
34 Inst., two vessels about fifty-five miles of tha
polit—one a schooner and the other a brig. She
g «ve chase lmmedlately, when the schooner cest
off from tbe brig. On coming within range,
about eight o'clock p.m., the Perry opened fire,
which the schooner returned The fight lasted
antil half-past nilne, when the schooner lowered
her salls and surrendered. She was boarded,and
proved i be the privateer Savannah with a crew
of twenty men, and with a long elghteen peund
pivot gun, carrying letters of marque, signed by
Jefferson Davis, May 12, 1561, and registered
“number one 7 She had captured the brig that
moraing, which took Ler to be one of the block-
ading squadron, as she then carried the Unit.d
States flag. The brig was the Joseph, of Rock-
land, Maine, from Cardenas. The crew of the
privateer were transferred in irons to the frigate
Minnesota, end ste was sent to New York with
prize crew, under command of Midshipman
McCook. She was formerly a Charleston pllot
boat of fifly-four tons.

MarYLAND ErcTion —The returns from the
Interior of the State confirm the entire triumph of
the Union nominees for Congress.

AFFAIRS AT HARPER'S FIRRY.
The correspondent of the Baltimore American
gives the following Insteresting particulars of

affairs at Harper's Ferry :

The evacuation of the town was begun late on
Wednesday night, when two regiments who had
recalved crdersin theafternoon to hold th

in readiness, took their departure afoot in the
direction of Charlestown. FKarly the succeeding
morning general orders were issued for the entire
force to prepere for an immed!ate departure, and
the baggage wagons, which to the number of
about 560, had been collected from am the
farmers of the surrounding country during the
previous fortnight, were beavily ladened with
army stores, camp equipage, &c.. and left ab ot
ten o'clock Thursday morn!nf. escorted by two |
regiments ofinfanur. One hour later and the
general movement of troopas was commenced; tents
were struck and were placed with all the remain-
ing stores and ammunition In a large number of
cars, which had been colleeted for their transpor:
tation, and were thus conveyed to Charlestown—
as is supposed.

The sick to the amountof abont 160, and a regl-
ment of infantry, also leftthe town by the Win-
chester Rallroad, tbe remainder pursued thelr
Journey afoot. One fall reziment of Virginians,
nombering it is estimated about 1,100 men took
the road to Leesburg, which winds around the
mountain, but whether they continned on their
march thither, or took the route to Charlestown
at its intersection with former road, conld not be
ascertained. By mldn!w on Thursday the main
body of the army, numbering it is varioualy esti-
mated from 14,000 to 17,000 men, had left Harper's
Ferry. The rear guard comprising one regiment
of Mississippians, and the Kentucky regiment, to-
gether with detachments from several Virgfnia '
regiments remalned behind 2t the encampment
on the heights at Bolivar, spparently as much for
the purpose of superinténding the work of des'roy- |
ing the Government pmpe—rtz'. as of profecting |
the rear of the army. About nocn on Saturday |
these troops also refired by way of the Winghes-
ter“rud, and Harper's Ferry was entirely free of
military.

The Zroopl were sald to be well armed; a large
portion of them with Mislissippi and Tennessee
rifies, both of wh cb are adapted to the use of the
Minte bullet Previous to leaving on Thursday
night, about one-hundred flint lock muskeis be-
longing to a company from Charlestown who bad
been supplied with Minle muskets the day previ-
ous, were thrown into the Petomac. A number
of them were recovered by citizens on Saturday.
Several of these which [ saw, and which bad
been scld at the liberal rate of fifty cents each,
were stamped ¢ [Tarper’s Ferry, 1519, and seemed
to be in excellent order.

The Maryland Helghts were abandoned by the
Kentuckl ns on Wednesday forenoon; a person
direct from there, says there Is not the slighest
evidence of the mountain ever baving been forti-
fled with cannon The reports of erection of |
formidable entrenchments upon those helohts ;
must therefore have been purposely circulated in |
order to mislead the General Government, as to
their actusl strenpth

Tbe only one of the eminences surrounding the
fown upon which seemingly Infrenchments hsd
been erected was a prejecting rock on the Vig-
glinla sbore, where a battery of six fleld pleces had
heen placed. A log house wos also bullt on the
same mountain. an5 beside being loop-holed for
musketry, wss further strengthened by two light
mountain howitzers. All of these cannon have
been conveyed away. thouch no one seems to
know when or how their removi] was commenced
and conducted.

The genera! health of the troops 15 sald to have
been good, with theexception of the Alabamians,
who suffered much from the measles About fifty
were down at one time with it.

There was not a soldier visible,
A few of the poorer claeses were on the streets
The best houses were closed. The John Brown
engine-house and magazine and armory bulldings
we huve reported saved

Three cars of grain and coffee for Winchester,
for the enzines to haul, were emptied into the
river Friday, and also a lot of cotton. The cars
were marked ¢“M'ller Rifles, Winchester.”

Near the armory ffty flint-lock muskets were
thrown into the river = Our boys are fishing them
out.

The town and surrounding country present the
most desolate appearance ever seen. T'lLe physi-
cian who was atiending the troops says that in the !
Mississi gl and Alabama troops about fifty were
down with meusies.

An ordinance was referred to the military com-
mittee providing for the enrollment, in every
conunty of the State, of all persons who may desire
to fizit for their altars and thelr homes, under
eighteen and over forty-five years, to be supplicd
with arms by the State. and that when they mus-
ter info companies not less than twenty-flve nor
over seveniy, lheg be mustered in the service of
the State, and subject to the laws regulating the
militia

Varlous resolut'ons were sent to the chalr, which
were either adepted or arproprlltclv referred
Among them w=s a reeclntion placing the bonds
of the Southern Coufederacy on a pir with the
notes lssued by the banks of Virginia; another
author zing military commanders throughout the
State to compel free negroes to labor on all works
of defense, a-.d several touching matters of finance.

Leoss of the Steamship Camadian—Twenty
or Thirty Lives Lest.

The Canadian struck the lce under her fore-
mast, end ber tkree compartinents were all broken
in at ouce, whereupon she filled y and soon
went down The Ice field did not attract much
attention when first discoverrd, and it looked
sinall and was scarcely above water. The steamer
was going at slow speed when she struck

The steamer bad forty-nine cabla
2ud seventy-one steerage passengers, which, with
her crew of about eighty, made nearly two hun-
dred souls on board.

Immediatly aftet the collision of the Cantdlan
with the field of ice, her bow was turned shore-
wards aud full steam puton. When all bopes
of reaching the shore were abandoned, her boats
were lowered and filled with people  One boat
upset, and allin it perished. .

Five minutes af er lowering the boats the ship
went down, bow first, in forty fithoms of water,
