The Great Battle in Arkansas.

THE COMBINED REBEL ARMY DEFEATED—DEATH
OF BEN M’CULLOCE—OFFICIAL REPORT OF GEN.
CURTIS.
8T. Louis, March 11 —The following is the

official report of Gen. Curtis of the great battle In

Arkansas :

Headguarters Army of the Southwest,
Pea Ridge, Ark., March 9:h,

General :—On Thursday the 6th instant, the
enemy commenced an attack on my right, assail-
ing and following the rear guard of the detach-
ment under Gen. Sigel tomymainlineson 8 igar
Creek Hollow, but ceased firing when he met

reinfercements, ebout 4 p. m.
ing the night I became convinced that he
moved on so as to attack my right or rear.
Therefore, early on the 7th, | ordered a change of
front to the right. My right, which thus became
my left, still rested on Sugar Creek Hollow. This
brought my line across Pea Ridge, with my new
ﬂibt resting on the head of Cross TImber Hollow,
Which is the head of Big Sugar Creek. [ also
ordered an Immediate advance of cavalry and
light artil » inder Col. Osterhaus, with orders
to attack and break what I supposed would be
the reinforced line of the . Tkiis move-
ment was in progress, when the enemy, at eleven
o‘clo;:khl n the morning, commenced an attack on
my right.

{'he fight continued mainly at these points
during the day, the enemy at one time bhaving
E,-iurd the point held by Col. Carr, at Cross

imber Hollow. But he was entirely repulsed,
with the fall of their commander, Ben McCulloch,
in the centre, by the ferces under Col. Davis.

The plan of the attack on the enemy’s center
was gallantly carried forward by Cel. Osterhaus,
who was Immediately sustalned and superseded
by Col. Davis’ entire division, supported also by
Gen. Sigel’s command, which had remained till
near the close of the day on the left.

Col. Carr’s division held the right under a
galling and continuous fire all night.

In the evening, the firing baving entirely ceased
in the center and the right, being now on the left
I reinforced the right bya portion of the second
division under General Asboth. Before the day
closed I was convinced that the enemy had con-
centrated his main force on my right. [ there-
fore commenced another change of front forward,
80 as to face the enemy where he had deployed on
m{_ right flank, in strong position.

his change had been partially effected, but
was fully in progress when, at sunrise on the
morning of the Sth, my right and center renewed
the firing, which was immed!atelf( answered by
the enemy,with renewed energy, aleng the whole
extent of his line.

My left, under Gen. Siegel, moved close to the
hills occupled by the enemy, driving him from
the helghts and advancing steadily toward the
head of the Hollows. | immediately ordered the
centre and right wing forward, the right wing
turning the left of the enemy and cross-firing on
his centre. This final pesition placed the enemy
in the arc of a circle, when a charfze of infantrr,
extending throughout the whole line, completely
routed the whole rebel force, which retired in
great confusion, but rather safely through the
deep and impassable deflles of Cross Timber.

Our loss is beavy. That of the enemy can never
be ascertained, for his dead are scatiered over a
large field. Thelr wounded, too, may many of
them be lost and perish.

The foe scattered in all directions, but [ think
his main force has returmed to Boston Mountain.

General Sigel follows towards K='thsville,while
m‘y cavalry is pursuing him towards the moun-
tains, scouring the coun'ry and bringing in pris-
oners, and trying to find the rebel Major General
Van , Who had command of the entire force
at this battle =t Pea Ridge.
