REPORT OF COMMANDER ROGERS.
U.B. STEAMER GALENA,

Of City Point, James River, May 16, 1862,

Sir :—1 bave the honor to report that this A
the Ahmz; c‘kh. hlou;ltot nnn%hl’orrtl Royal, :lith
the Naugas y moved up the river, getting
aground several limes, but meeting no artificial
impediments until we arrived at Ward’s biuf,
about eight :II.-IQI n:: Illchn:nd, where 1:: b?.

The banks of the river we found lined with
rifle-pits, from which sharpshooters annoyed the
men at the guns These would hinder the re-
moval of the obstractions, unless driven away by
a land force.

The Galena ran within about 600 yards of the
battery, (as near the ngllas as [t was deemed proper
to go,) et go her anchor, and with aspring across,
swung acroes the stream, which is not more than
twice as wide as the ship is long. Then, at 7.45
2. m., I opened fire upon the battery. The wooden
vessels, as directed, anchored about 1,300 yards
below. The Monitor anchored near, and at 2
o’clock she passed just above the Galena, but
found that her guns could not be elevated high
enough to reach the battery; she then drop a
little below us, and made her shot effective.

At five minutes after 11 o’clock the Galena had
expended nearly all her ammunition, and 1 made
a signal to discontinue the action. We bad but
sX Parrott charges, and not a single filled ninc-
inch shell. We had 13 killed and 11 wounded.
The rified 100-pound Parrott gun of the Naugatuck
burst, half of the t abaft the trunnions going
overboard. She {s therefore disabled. Li-ut.
Newman, the executive officer, was conspicuous
for his gallant and effective service. Mr. Wash-
burne, acting master, behaved admirably. These
two =re selected from among the number.

The Arostook, Port Royal and Naugatuck took
the stations previously amigned them, and did
everything that was possible. The Monitor could
nct have done better. The barrler is such that
the vessels of the enem{, even if they have any,
carnot possibly pass out.

REPORT OF LIEUTENANT JEFFERS.
The following is the report of Lieut. Wm. N.
Jeflers, commanding the Monitor :

U.S. Iron-Clad Steamer Monitor,
James River, May 16th.

Sir: 1 submit the roUowin;Lreport of the move-
ments of this vessel during the action of yvester-
day:

ghortlv after weighing anchor from our posi-
tion near Kingsland creek a skarp fire of musket-
ry was commenced from both banks on all the
ships. At half-pastseven o’clock | discovered an
extens!ve fortification on an elevation of about 200
feet, with several smaller batteries—all apparent-
ly mounting piunl of the heaviest calibre. At the
foot of the biuff, In the river, are ebstructions
formed of sunken steamers and vessels, secured
with chains, and the shallow water splled across
the river.

The Galena having anchored at sbout 1,000
yards distant from the fleet, and being warml
engaged, I endeavored to pass ahead of her to take
off some of the fire, but found tbat my guns could
not be elevated sufficiently to point at the fort.
I then took position on the line with the Galena,
and malntained a dellberate fire until the close of
the action, when, in company with the other ves-
sels, I dropped down to the anchorage of the
morning. The fire of the enemy was remtftlhlz
well dﬁ'ected. but vainly, towards this vesse
She was struck three times—one solid S-ineh
shot square on the turret, and two solid shot
on the side armor forward of the pilot-house.

Nelther caused any damage beyond nding the
plates.

1 am happy to report no casualties.

In conclusion, permit me to say that the action
was most E:llanﬂy fought against great odds,
and with the usual effect against earthworks. So
long as our vessels kept up a rapid fire they rarely
returned our fire, but the moment our fire slack-
ened they remanned their guns. It was Impossible

to reduce such works, execept with the aid of a
land force.
