They got lon of the ‘coast,’ as
the banks of \he Mimsissippl are called above
New Orleans for sixtv or seventy plles. It is
doubtful If elther at Baton Rouge or at Vicks-
barg there is any intention or g;! tion to re-
sist the Federal gunboats. On both sides of the
river are the plantations of the richest men in
Loulsiana—quite at the mercy of the Federals.
It is lmmpossible to assemble an army anywhere
slong the levees to oppose the march of columns
sionz both banke of the riveras far as the roads fol-
low the course of the l=vees, which can be covered
by thé gunboats to shell the enemy in advance.
Noreonid the banks e depended an to bear can-
pon. Oune thing eould be done with them—they
could be cut, and all the plantations could be
overiowed. In that case the gunboats, however,
conld operats without any fear of moleatation from
tie banks. The whole country would be flooded
=8 far as the backwaters, or bayous and creeks
lined with virgin forests, which constitute the
rear of the plantations. Hut there 18 no necessity
for the Federals to advance up the river at all,
unless they may find it desirable to disperse any
campa about being formed to threaten them. If
they can pass Baton Rouge, the Red River, which
flows from the northwest right through the Ntate
of Louislana, is open to them. If they can pass
Vicksburg the whole State of Arkansas is open
tothem by the river of the same name, on which
is situated the capital, Little Rock. 'l'here may,
of course, be moral results obtained by
showing the flerce and Ignorant pulations
which dwell in the remote parts of these States
sucl striking proofs of the existence and vitality
of the Federal government, but there will be
always much hufd in making them, In conse-
quence of the varidble natare of the riveu, and
the hostile character of the population.

FROM THE ARMY 6F THE POTOMAC.

The Baiile of Hanever Court-House—3500
Prisoners Taken—Heavy Less in Killed
and Weunded.

Gen. McClellan telegraphs to the Secretary of
War that.tbe battle of Tuesday at Hanover Court
House resulted in a complate rout of the enemy.
It is stated that we have taken 500 prisoners, and
more are coming in. The loss of the enemy is set
down at 1,000. Oar men have buried 100 of the
enemy’s dead. Our loss is 379 In killed, wound-
ed and missing, of whom 53 were killed.

The forces opposed o us were principally from
North Carolina and Georgia. The prisoners from
the former State express themselves as very tired

a demoralizing effect on the rebel army.

Neo Important Engagement Yet—The Oppo-
