E>C,LfSH OPINIONS OF AMERICAN
IRON-CLADS AMI WAH VI SSKLS.
The American navy aud the construction of

iron.-clnd vessels of war iu this couutry is ex¬
citing the minds of the Eugli-b people to a

great degree. Captain Cowper Coles, ot the
English Navy, in a letter to the London Times,
cla'ims very great power for the »,»6sel- built
on the revolving Bhield principle, over the
common iron-clads of broadside construe.ion.
Capt. Coles also argnes that these turreted
vessels maybe made efl'ective sea-going vessels
as well as powerful lor coast ami river war-
lure. Capt. C, in this connection, uoiices the
successful voyage of the Roll llrak.-. a turr-t
ship built in 'he Clyde for the Iiant-h Govern¬
ment, of 1,4Mi tons, armed with J ^ inch iron
I>later, turn with two turrets each with two
60-poui.der? lianish. The vessel proved quiteseaworthy on the voyage from the Clyde tj
Copenhagen, and the men in the cupolas expe¬rienced no liiconvenienc. Capt. Coles next
tj notes the case of the Roanoke, another Amer¬
ican vessel, which is a wooden ship trans-
loimed iLto a turret ship.in short, a small
Ro\al Sovereign carrying six 140-pounders.
Th( writer then refers at length to the fight

between the Federal turret vessel Weehawken
and the rebel ram Atlanta, to show the superi¬
ority of the turn t over the mere broadside iron
clad. The writer then says:
"Without supposing either of these iroR-

clads to be a perfect specimen of the class to
which it belongs, w e know that the Atlanta
was at least three times as large as the Wee¬
hawken, carried three times the number of
guns, and that the Confederates had such con¬
fidence in her powers that they felt certain of
capturing two of these turret ships and doiug
gr» at damage to the Federal fleet. Hat instead
o; this she v ns captured by one turret ship in
the space ol fifteen minutes from theeflect of
only live shots. Then, does not this action
prove in a manner beyond all controversy or
doubt that a vessel that can carry these heavy
guns (lid-pounders', with which the turret ship
was armed) must be irresistible against ships of
the present broadside construction, that are re¬
duced comparatively to as helpless a state when
matched against turret ships as wooden shipswould be against ordiuary broadside-port iron¬
clads If the Weehawken, with oneturret, and
two 15-inch guns throwing shotof 140 lbs weighttook the Atlanta in fifteen minutes, how lougwill it take the Roanoke, with three turrets
and six guns of the same caliber, to capture or
destroy any broadside-port iron-clad that we
have, armed with smooth-bore 69-pounders or
bieach-loading rifled 110-pounders (of profes¬sedly interior power,) being at present the
heaviest guns which we have for service in
the navy ?"
Capt. Coles thinks this is a serious matter,and a subject which should occupy tha earlyattention 'of the English Government; so that

in case of war they may have vessels sufficient¬
ly powerful to cwmpete upon the seas with
other nations.
The London Timet, in an editorial, devotes

considerable space to this same subject, and*
alter noticing also the battle between the Wee¬
hawken and Atlanta, says:
« To return, however, to the general question,

we find two great principles steadily preserved
in American practice. In artillery the calibre
of tne gua and the weight of the shotare made
as great as possible ; in ship-building the turret
pattern prevails over every other. These
principles, too, would appear to be in some
degree counected, if we are to assume.what
has not yet been proved.that only turret ships
van carry very heavy guns. But neither one
principle nor the other has yet been recognised
in this country. We are builaing turret ships,it is true, among other models, but we have not
given them any preference, while such a thing
as a 400-pounder or 500-pounder gun has not
been conceived. Our artillerists, indeed, have
explicitly condemned the very doctriue on
which the Hablgren system of ordnance m
based.that of throwing heavy projectiles with
low velocities.and prefer to rely on velocityrather than weight.

It must be remembered, as explanatory in
some degree of the contrast between the two
systems, that the Americans are shaping all
their efforts according to the exceptional re¬
quirements of a special emergency. Theybuild their ships for coast work and harbor
service only. It is by no means certain that
any one ot the ironclads engaged in the siegeof Charleston could be sent to sea with safety.Tliej are intended only lor such work as theyhave teen performing, whereas the conditions of
our experiments are far mt re extensive. Never¬
theless, until our inquiries have been aided byfurther evidence, it would be unwise to assume
that we are right or that the Americans are
wrong. # * If Fcrt Suruter were a goodspecimen of a modern fort, we should say that
forts had been fairly beaten by gun*, but we
kuow that the lort was only a piece of patch¬work, aud we are by nonuans sure taat it was
etiectively armed. We therefore su.-peud our
judgment, and content ourselves with indi-
dicaung the successive incidents which this
War produces lor our instruction aud guid¬
ance.
