THE WAR IN THE SOUTHWEST,

Reinforcementand Concentration of Rebel
Armies—N nrrowln1 of the Sphere of War
—President’s Proclamation in Georgia
and Mississippi—Rumored Advance of
the Rebels.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 14.—Private advices from
Chattanocga indicate the concentration of large
forces in front of Foster, in East Tennessee, and
Grart, at Chattanooga. It is brlieved that the
campaign will open with an atiempt to recover
Knoxville, and that the bulk of Lee’s army
will be transferred to thatarmy, Lee himself
taking the gemeral command of the Western
armies.

This being a correct supposition, it is not im-
probable that the rebel cupitol wili be removed
farther South, and its defence entrusted to a
strong garrison, while concentration for often-
sive ns takes place in the West. A1l
the signs indicate this as the probable move-
ment for the epring.

General Grant left for Nashville, with a
view, ii said, to prepare for the great conflict
in East Tennessee.

CAIRO, Jan. 12.—President Lincoln's last
proclamution was better received than those
preceeding it, and has been extensively pub-
lished. Our informsant thinks that a mijority
of the people of Northern Mississippi and Geor-
gia would side with the Union but for the

resence of armed Rebels. General Polk is at

randon, Mississippl, in the absence of Joe
Johnston. Forrest lately moved westof Holly
Springs with 3,000 or 4,000 men. He has sent
A5 MADY men Ssuth to be armed. Ferguson is
in command at Luxshoma and Sardis with
2,200 tollowers.

SMALL POX IN THE DISTRICT.

The Acliom of the Government and the Mu-
micipal Authorities in reference to-it.

In the House, yesterday, Mr. Lovejoy stated
that the Committee for the District of Colum-
bia, urder the instruction of the House, have
haa the maiter of the small.-pox in this Dis-
trict under consideration, and have received
several communications from ditferent persons,
whieh he asked to have read.

The Clerk read, as lollows:

JANUARY 14, 1561.

Sir: The undersigned members of the com-
mittee to whom areference was made toexamine
into the corporate powers of the Mayor and
Cily Council of the city of Washington, respect-
fnlg report:

That smong the powers conferred by the act
of 1820, incorporating the city of Washington,
and still in force, are the tollowing, contained
in section seven:

‘To establizh & board of health. with compe-
tent authority to enforce its regulations, and to
establish such other regulations' as may be
uecessary to prevext the ietroduction of con-
tagious diseases and for the preservation of the
health of the city.”

And the following in section eight:

#To establish and erect hosfhials or pest-
houses,” &c.

Considering these provisions and the annexed
report of the Surgeon General, it appears to the
undersigned that no turther legislation by Con.-
grees is necessary in the rremises.
