A PROCLAMATION.

Whkrbas, by my proclamation of the nine¬
teenth of April, one thousand eight hundred
and sixty-one, the ports ot the States of South
Carolina, Oeorgia, Alabima, Florida, Missis¬
sippi, Louisiana, and Texas, were, for reasons
therein set forth, placed under blockade, and
whereas the port ot Brownsville, in the Dis¬
trict of Brazos Santiago, in the State of Tex is»
has since been blockaded, but as the biojka.de
ot said port may now be safely relaxed wita
advantage to the interests of commerce:
Now, therefore, be it known, th it I, Aura.-

bam Liacolk, President of the Cnited Stated,
pursuant to the authority in mi vested by tie
filth section ot the act ot Congress approved
on the IJth of July, jm>i, entitled *. An act fur¬
ther to provide for tne collection of duties 0.1
imports, ai.d lor other purposes," do hereby
declare that the blockade cf the said port of
Brownsville stall so far cease aud determine
from and afier this aate, that commercial iuter
ccnrse with said port, except as to perso.is,
thug;-, ai.d information hereinafter specifl d,
may from this date, b-< carried ou, subject to
the laws ot the Cnited States, to the refuta¬
tions prescribed by the Secretary of t ie Tiots-
11 ry, and until tie ie eilion shall have b-eu
suppressed, to such oruer» as m.iy bi promul¬
gated by ihegtnerai commaudiug .h* Hepirt-
mtiit, or by an othcer oul> authorizeJ by bun
atd commaiidia g at said po--t. I'ms pro.ii.i-
xnaucu uoes noi auihoi lze or allow the ship¬
ment or lOLVfjuiJie of j.eisons iu or intending
to enter tne ter>iie of tne insurgents, or of
things or in ormaUon intended tor tueir use, or
tor their aid or comfort, i.or, except upou the
permission oi the Secretary of V\ &r, or som'4
ofheer duly authorized by nim. ot tne fjllow-
jrg prohibited arti let, namely: canuon, mor-
tar*, fire-arms, piste i , boaibs* grenades, po m-

cer, ssJ.petre, suli hur, balls, bullets, piau.*t
swords. bcarding-caps, (always excepting the
quantity ot the said articles which may be
nacestary for the delense of tne sh.p aud tnoso
who tempi se the ciew,) saddles, bridles, car¬

tridge-bag material, percussion andoth reaps,
clothing adapted for uniforms, sid cljth of all
kinds, hemp and cortiagt-, lutoxicatmg drinks?
other than teer and liKhtnative wines.
To vessels clearing from lotetga ports, and

destined to the pert of Drowusville, opened
by this proclamation, licenses will be grauted
by Consuls of the United Stites upon satis¬
factory evidence tLat the vessel so licensed
will convey no persons, property, or informa¬
tion excepted or prohibited above, either to or
fr m the said poit, which license sbsu be ex¬
hibited to the Collector oi said poit immediately
on arrival, and, if required, io any otlicer in

charge ot the blockade; and on leaving sud
pert every vessel will be required to hive a

clearance from the Uollctor of tue Cu-stjim*
according to 1-iw, showing n » vl>ia iocs of t.it>
<onci ions of the licence. Any violations of
said conditions will miolre the forfeiture and
condemnation of the vessel md cargo auti the
exclusion of all parties concerned iro:n aoy
further privilege of entering ihe Cai ei Stites
during the war lor any purpose whatever.
In all respect*, except as h.-rem specified, the

existing blockade remains m full force and
eflect as hitherto establish* d and maintained,
nor is it jelaxed by this proclamation except in
