CUSTAR'S CAVALRY BAID.
Surprise of aRebel Camp—Caissons Blown

up—Mills and Bridges Eurned —Over 300

Horses and 50 Priconersiaptured Withe
- out the Loss of a Man,

The Chronicle of this morning has the follow-
ing further pariiculars of Gen. Custur’s lale
raid, the first news of whick we gave in ad-
yance of any other paper yesiterday:

Curreree Covnr Hovse, March 2,—Gen.
Custar, with fiftren huaundied picked men, in
light marcbing order, leit Culpeper Court
Houze abouttwo o'cluck on Sunday aliernoon.
The 6th and 3d corps marched from their win-
ter quarters earlier in tbe day. The formar
halted at Madison Court House and thirew out
& stroeg corden of pickets, white ithe lattep
bivouacked in the neighborhood of James
City, und heid tke liua of the Robertson river.
Abcut £ a. m. Moaday, the raiders left (heipr
resting place near James City and took the
road for Charilcitesviile. The meu had been
picked from Blerritt’s and Gregg's divisions,
snd were all well mounted. The cbject of the
expediticn was EKnewa to very fow. Soma
anticipatéd a gereral advance of the army,
others prophesied the capture of Richmond,
but the evenls of the next forty.eigh. honrs
proved that Custar was only diveriunsngz ths
encmy’s attention trom sama locality in which
we new bad some julerest,

Before us was a large cavalry camp—tha
butsarranged with mathematical preeision and
goldierly regularity. On one side, the horses
were quietly standing: on the other, six piecas
of sriullery were psiked, with all the appur.
tepances neatly arrayed, and in elose proximi-
tv 10 the caissons The 5th regular regimentof
Genreral Merritt’'s old brigade led the van.
Captain Ash, with one squadron, dashed
tmong the comfortable-looking buts with reck-
less precipitaney, end scatterad the ocenpanis
in all directions. He orcered the men to de-
etrocy all they could, and they obeyed his in-
structions to the very leiter. Neither axes nor
rat tail fiies could be found in his command.
It was impossible to spike the guns or chop the
gun carriages to pieces;so they contented Lﬁem-
selves with blowing up the caissons and de-
stroying the camp.

In the meantime, the enemy were rallying
with the rapidity and zeal of the Gael ai the
call of their chief. Several pieces of artillery
were belching forth their destructive notes at
the audacious invaders, and the main body of
Custar's command coming up, the enemy were
driven a short distance, to give us a foothold
cn the crest of the same hill with themselves.
Between our troops and the town the enemy
were gathering in great force. Everything
warned us to gel away as speedily as possible,
lest it might be our lot to get surrounded. They
had telegraphed from Charlottesvyille to Urange
Court House that uninvited visitors were there,
éand aid was peeded to expel them from the
neighborhicod. The answer to these dispatches
came towards evening in the shape of five car-
loade of infantry. There was nothing leit us
now but speedy retreat. Horses were wheeled
about, and towards sunset the Ravenna was
recrossed and the bridge burned. All the mills
that could be found in the neighborhood were
destroyed.

In returning, the advance was given to Col.
Stedman, who commanded the brigade of 500
men chosen from Gregg’s division. The night
‘was very dark, and the rain that continued to
fall was mingled with sleet. Custar, who fol-
lewed with the thousand men who composed
the remnant of his command, got lost in the
thick gloom. For some time they endeavored
to blunder through a deep and munddy ravine,
into which they had strayed; but when they
thought of the two pieces of artillery, all hope
of getting through with them was given np.
Stedman, with his 500 men, continued -on
their course, which, lucki;y for them, was
correct, and about 4 o'clock Tuesday morning
they reached our infantry pickets, ountside of
Madison Court House. Custar, finding it im-
possible to proceed fariher, bivouacked that
night in the woods. While he baited his horses
and refreshed his men, General Stnart, with
2,000 cavalrymen, of Wickham's and Fitzhugh
Lee’s brigades, was marching towards his rear.
Next morning, about 9 0’ clock, Custar marched
on toward the right road. Having reached it,
and marched npon it a short distance, he dis-
covered that Stuart, with his ragged but inde-
fatigable followers, had suceceeded in getting in
bis rear. As they neared Stannardville, which
is about fifieen miles from the picturesque lit-
tle village of Madison. the rebel cavalry wera
seen'drawn in line across the road. This meant
hostility. For some time the officers of our
little command were at a loss what io do The
object of their wearisome and dangerous raid
was to draw the rebel cavalry away from the
central road io Richmond, but they had no
intenuoh: of dﬂﬁi&l‘ them so0 far to t{n:ér .:ecaﬁr‘;n.
