adopted by a vote of 38 yeas to 6 uays.

The tollowing is the joint resolution as passed:
JOoINT RESOLUTION proposing amendments to

the Constitution of the United States, and sub-

mitting to the Legislatures of the several

Siates a propositien to amend the Constitution

ot the United States.

Be it resolved by the Senate and House of Repre.
sentatives in Congress assembled, (two thirde of
both Houses concurring,) That the following
article be proposed to the Legislatures of the
several States as an amendment to the Consti.
tution of the United States, which, when ratiticd
by three fourths of said Legislatures, shall be
valid, to all intents and purposes, as a part of
the said Coostitution, namely:

ARTICLE XIIl.—Section 1. Neither slavery
nor inveluntary servitnde, except as a punish-
ment fcr crime, whereot the party shall have
bren duly convicted, shall exist within the
United States, or any place subject to their
Jurisdiction.

Sec. 2. Congress shall have power to enforce
this article by appropriate legislation.

In THE HOURE—

The Senate bill extending the time for Siates
to accept grants ot lands for agricultaral and
mechanic colleges was passed, with an amend-
ment extending the provizions of the bill to the
State of West Virginia.

A tine looking, motherly
woman, with a face of full character, gray-
haired, and aboul sixty years old, rose promp -
ly to grant my request, and while the horses
were changing, I had ample time to make the

ai ty v
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more than three months apart.

QGreen as I was to sain'ly manuers, I sup.
posed that one of theze two youn;z mothers had
runin irom a neighbor’s to compare tables with
the mistress of the house, after our Eastern
fashion, universal with the owners of juvenile
phenomena. When the old lady came back with
the bread and milk, and both of the young girls
addressed her as “mother,” I was emboidened
to tell her that her daughters had a pretty pair
of children.

«#They are pretty,” said the old lady, demure-
ly; ‘“but they are the children of my gon;" then,
as il resolved to duck a Geatile heid and heels
into Mormon realities at once, sha added:-
#Those yonug ladies are the wives of my sop,
who is now gone on 4 mission to Liverpool—
young Mr. Kiraball, the son of Heber Kimball;
and 1 am Heber Kimball s wife.”
