Your committee, to whom was referred the
communication of the (Commissioner of In-
texnal Revenue, in reference to the directtax
imposed on the District of Columbis by the act
of Congress approved Augzust 5, 15861, beg leave
to report that after a careful examination of
the law, we cannot see how this corporation
can either assume the tax or collect it ny the
present officers of the corporation, although it
woeunld be desirable to do 8o, from the fact that
at Jeast one half the proceeds of the tax would
be abeorbed in A new machinery to be crganized
1or the purpose ol making the collections whica
would be a charge oun our citizens to that ex-
tent. By section 53 of said law it is provided
“that any State or Territory. or the District of
Columbia, may assume, assess, collect.” &c.,
but as there is no one legal organization that
extends over the whole District, this corpora-
tin is powerless withont additional legisla-
tion from CUcngrese, nnless it could be paid out
o1 the revennes now allowed by the charter (o
be collected for corporation purposes. As-
suming the calcalations to he correct that the
corporation shounld pay the proportion of 12 15
of the whole sum apportioned to th> Distriet,
the amount would be #54,549.56 2-5. This, in-
ciuding the cost of collection, would require an
assessment of about 13 cents on each 10 of
tuxuble property in the city of Washingtor,
based on the assessment of 1560.

Your commmittee would therefore recommend
asking Congress for additional powers to enatle
the corporation to collect the tax with its own
officers, believing the large saving will thercby
enure to our citizens,

Resolved, That the joint committee to repre-
sent the interest ot the Corporation before Con-
gress be, and thiey are hereby regnested to urge
nponu Congress the passage ot a law to enable
the Corporation to collect the (Fovernment tax
imposed by the act of Congress, approved Au-
gust’3, I=61.
