WASHINGTON, May 31, 1564,
To Major General Diz, New York:

We have despatches from General Grant
down to four o'clock yesterday afternoon.
There seemed, the despatch says, to be some-
prospect of the ememy making a stand north
of the Chickahominy.

His forces were on the Mechanicsville road,
south of the Tolopotomy creek, and between
that stream and Hawes’ sbhop, his right res:-
ing on Shady Grove.

Dispositions for an attack were being made
by General Grant. Wilson’s cavalry had been
ordered to destroy the railroad bridge over the
Little river and South Anna, and break up
both rountes from these rivers to two miles
southwest of Hawes’ shop, where the head-
quarters of our army age established. There
are. as yet, no telegraphic lines of communi-
cation with Washington.

A despatch irom General Sherman, dated
yesterday, the 30th, il a.m, reports changes
in the position of the armies. Some slight en-
gagement had cceurred subsequent to the affair
ot Saturday. e

No intelhgence from any other guarter has
been received by this department.

To Major General Diz, New York :

A despatch fiom General Grant, dated ¢
o'ciock this morring, at Hawes' shop, has
just been received. 1tisas follows:

“The enemy came over on our left last even.
ing and attacked. They were easily repulsed
and with very considerable slaughter,

“To relieve Gen. Warren, who was on the
left, speedily. Gen. Meade ordered an attack
by the balance, of our lines. Gen, Hancock
was the only one who received the order in
time to make the attack before dark. He drovye
the enemy from his entrenched skirmish line
apd still holdsit. T have no report of our
losses, but suppose them tohe light.”

Other official despatches—not from General
GGrant—were received at the same time, and
give more details. They are as follows, the
first being dated yesterday, the 3uth May, =
o'clock, p. m.:

«In the course of the afternoon, Warren had
pushed down on our lett until his flank divi-
sion, under Craw ford, reached a point abreast
of Shady QGrove Church. Urawford having
got detached from the rest of the corps, was at-
tacked and crowded back a little. The enemy
then threw a ferce which appears to have con-
sisted of Ewel’'s corps, upon Warren’s left, at.
templing to turn it, but was repulzed. The
engagement was short, sharp, and decisive:
Warren holds his ground, at a distance of
seven miles from Richmond. He reports that
he has taken a considerable number of prison.
ers, &and that there are many rebel dead on the
tield. Of his losses he hasnot yet made a re.
port. His last despatch says that the enemy
aremoving treops to his leftapparently to cover
the approach to Richmond in that directioa.
Onowf rizht an active conflict has becu raging
ever since dark, but has just closed. Ac soon
the enemy attacked the left of Warren, Wright
and Hancock were orderad to “pitck in,” hut
do not seem to have got ready untilatter nizht-
fall. No report has yet been received from
tihem. The other despatch above referred tois
dated at six o'clock this morning, and sittes
that in Hancock’'sattagck last night Col. Brooks
drove lhe enéemy oat of a strongly entrenched
gkirmish line and holds it. The losses are not
reported. Burnside’s whole corps got across
Tolopotomy creek last evening, and is in fnl
connection with Warren’s, The left of Han
cock’s rests mpon this side of the creek. The
6th corps is upoa Hancock’s right, and thireat-
ens the left flank of the enemy. Smith ouzht
to arrive at Newcastle by noon, whence he ¢can
support Warren and Barnside if necessary.
Sheridan, with Gregg and Torbett's divisions
of cavalry, is on our left flank. Wilson on our
right and rear, for purposes reported in a tor-
mer despatch. The country hereaboutis thick-
ly wooded with pines, with few opznings. The
indications this morning are that the enemy
has fallen back south of the Chickahominy."*

Nothing of later date has been received by
this department.
